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It is believed that Gandharvas were
A Girish Rai good singers and Yakshas were ac-
complished dancers. This combina-
tion of music and brisk dancing gradually evolved
as Yakshagana. This dance drama is believed to
have been developed from pre-classical music and
theatre. It has drawn comparison to the Western
tradition of opera. Actors wear costumes and en-
act various roles. Traditionally, Yakshagana would
go on throughout the night. It is often called as
Aata in both Kannada and Tulu, meaning 'play’'
literally means the song (gana) of a ‘Yaksha’, also
called as angel or demi God has important place
in almost all literatures the world over including
Greek mythology. Yakshas were an exotic tribe
mentioned in literature of ancient India.

Yakshagana consists of Himmela (Back ground mu-
sicians) and Mummela dance and dialogue group
consisting of the facilitator singer [Bhagavatha],
Maddale, Harmonium and loud drums Chande.
The music is based on Sangeetha Ragas charac-
terized by melodic patterns called Mattu and Yak-
shagana Tala. Both Yakshagana Raga and Tala have
folk influence. Aata begins at the twilight hours
with the beating of several fixed compositions on
drums, called Peetike, for up to an hour before
the Actors get on the stage. The actors wear re-
splendent costumes, head dresses, and face paints
which they paint themselves. A performance usu-
ally depicts a story from the epics and puranas.
Baghawatha narrates the story by singing or sings
pre-composed dialogues of characters, backed by
musicians playing on traditional musical instru-
ments as the actors dance to the music, with ac-
tions that portray the story as it is being narrated.
All the components Yakshagana, music, dance and
kdialogue are improvised, depending on the ability

and scholarship of the Actors. Variation in dance
and dialogue may change. It is not uncommon for
actors to get into philosophical debates or argu-
ments without going out of the framework of the
character being enacted. They try to disarm the
other by argument on logic and syllogism.

Yakshagana is a traditional Theatre form com-
bining dance, music, actor created extempore
dialogue since there is not fixed script, costumes,
makeup and stage technique with distinct style.
It is closely connected with forms prevailing in
other parts of Karnataka and neighboring states
of Andhra Pradesh, Kerala, Tamilnadu and Ma-
harashtra. According to noted theater artist B.V,
Karanth, classical dance forms like Bharathanatya
originated from Yakshagana. Yakshagana like
many other forms defies neat classification into
categories like folk or classical. It can be included
into each of these or all of them together, depend-
ing upon the line of approach. Being a theater
form, it is more plural and dynamic

Yakshagana Raga refers to melodic framework
used here. It is based on pre-classical melodic
forms that comprise a series of five or more musi-
cal notes upon which a melody is founded. Ragas
in Yakshagana are closely associated with a set of
melodic forms called Mattu. In Yakshagana tradi-
tion, ragas are associated with different times of
the night throughout which Yakshagana is per-
formed.

The Prasanga is a collection of poems written to
form the music drama. The poems are composed
in well known Kannada meters using the frame
work of Yakshagana Raga and Tala. Oldest sur-
viving prasanga books are believed to have been

composed in 15th century. Many compositionsj
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have been lost. There are evidences to show that
oral compositions were in use before 15th Cen-
tury. The costumes depend on Vesha, character
depicted in the prasanga. It also depends on Yak-
shagana style or tittu. Badagu tittu and Tenku
tittu.Yakshagana ornaments are made out of light
wood, mirror work, colored stone. Though, lighter
materials like thermocol are used in modern days,
ornaments are still predominantly of woodwork.
The costumes consist of headgear (Kirita or pag-
ade,) Kavacha that decorates chest, Buja Keethi
(armlets) that decorate shoulders and belts
(Dabu) all made up of light wood and covered with
golden foil. Mirror works on the ornaments help
to reflect light during show and adds more color
to costumes. These ornaments are worn on a vest
and covers upper half of the body.

Lower half is covered with kachche that comes in
a combination of red, yellow and orange checks.
Bulky pads- cloths are used Kachche and this
makes actors different from general audience in
size.

Bannada Vesha that involves detailed facial make-
up is used to depict monsters. It may take 3 to 4
hrs to complete makeup for certain vesha. Tra-
ditionally, males are playing female roles in Yak-
shagana. However, more recently Yakshagana has
seen female artists who have performed in both
male and female roles. Stree vesha uses sari and
other decorative ornaments.

BADAGU TITTU

The Badagutittu style, is prevalent in northern
parts of South Canara, that is from Padubidri to
Byndoor and North Kanara district,and it makes
use of a typical Karnataka Chande. The Badagutit-
tu style was popularized by Shivarm Karanth's
Yakshagana Mandira at Saligrama Village in Dak-
shina Kannada as a shorter, more intense form
of Yakshagana. Keremane Shivaram Heggade, the
founder of the Yakshagana troupe, Idagunji Maha-
ganapathi Yakshagana Mandali is an exponent of
this style, he is also the first Yakshagana artist to
receive the Rashtrapati Award.

TENKUTITTU

Tenkutittu stlye, is prevalent is southern areas of
South Canara, that is, from Mulki to Kasaragod. It
is well known for its extravagant Rakshasa (De-
mons) and its incredible dance steps. Performers
often do Dhignas, Jumping spins in the air and
often continuously spin hundreds of times Ten-
kutittu is variation of Yakshagana more focused
on high flying dance moves. The notable practi-
tioners of Tenkutittu style of Yakshagana are the
late Sheni Gopalakrishna Bhat, Alike Ramaya Rai,
Bolar Narayana Shetty, Malpe Ramadasa Samaga,
Mudabidri Krishna Rao, Kumble Sundar Rao, Mi-
jaru Annappa among others.

TROUPES

Experts have placed the origin of Yakshagana from
the 11th century to the 16th century. Earliest limit
is fixed by a finding of Vidwan Bannanje Govin-
dacharya who says a legend goes to show that sage
Narahari Thirtha (c 1300) started a Dashavantha-
ra Aata performance and a troupe in Udupi . Later
this spread to other places and grew into what we
call Yakshagana. Yakshagana must have been an
established form by 1600 the time of famous Yak-
shagana poet Parthi Subba. Dr. Shivarama Karan-
tha in his research work argues that it is Subba
son of Venkata who was its author. Because he is
said to be a Bhagawatha himself and is believed
to have founded a Troupe. Centres like Koodlu
and Kumble in Kasragod district, and Amrithesh-
wari, Kota near Kundapur claim having troupes
three to four centuries ago. As can be assumed
that this art form had taken shape by about 1500
however, what we see today as Yakshagana must
have been the result of a slow evolution, draw-
ing its elements from virtual theatre, temple arts.
Royal courts of the time and artists imagination all
interwoven over the period of time. Even charac-
ter actor will dance but not in the same style. Fe-
male character will perform dancing gracefully by
rhythmically moving the hands the leg movement
in a manner akin to basic style of Bharatnatya.
Dances of characters like Sri Krishna, Bhishma
Pitamaha, Dhronacharya or Naradha will be low

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(pitched, while dances of character actors like Ar-
juna, Karna, Abhimanyu, Babruvahana and the like
fast moving and high pitched. The characters like
Ravana, Shishupala, Kamsa, Bhasmasura are very
high pitched with dignas. The bannada vesha rep-
resenting demon character takes the entire stage
for this. The voice of Bhagawat will indicate the
ushering in of major characters.

The scholarly extempore conversation between
characters in itself a revelation. The Yakshprashna
, which Yudishtara answers, the unanswerable
questions posed by Vanquished Wali felled by
Rama bana from a shade of tree, the teaching of
Rajarushi Vasista ,the anger of Durvasamuni are
all worth hearing. Political philosophy, concept
of welfare state, Rajadharma are all elucidated
by Bhishma to Yudishtara soon after the Mahab-
harata war is indeed a lesson for all. Srikrishna
visits Hastinapura as an envoy of Pandavas to ne-
gotiate for their share in the kingdom. Here Sri
Krishna shows rare sense of diplomatic acumen
by not accepting Dhuryodhana's hospitality, po-
litely avoiding Bhishma Dhrona, Krupacharya and
staying with Vidura in his modest house. By this
one gesture Sri Krisha gives a broad hint that he is
always with the right cause and pious people. Ac-
tors logically analayse their respective roles and
define what has been in good faith where the argu-
ments will go on for hours. Resembling the verbal
duel between leading legal eagles never breaching
the self imposed Lakshmana Rekha of public mo-
rality. There is always the Hasyagara - (Comedian)
to enlighten tense situation during the verbal duel.
The briskness of the dances, the gestures, the high
pitched beating of the drums, the eloquent dia-
logue befitting the characters sometimes tens and
then witty, unknowingly draws the audience to the
performance.

GOLDEN PERIOD

The year 1950 saw the birth of 'tent' tropes, giving
performance to audience by tickets with theatres
and seats for seating. These troupes brought in
commercialization of Yakshagana. Both with mer-

N

its and demerits. Yakshagana saw major changes\
in form and organization with electrical lights
replacing the 'Gas light' or petromax Lamps, seat-
ing arrangements improved. Major changes came
in the themes, with the inclusion of folk epics,
Sanskrit Drams and created (imaginary) stories
forming the thematic base. Popular entertainment
became the criterion in people of 'classical' pre-
sentation. This gained great popularity. All these
trends continued with added vigor after 1970s,
with a new element of influence. Noted writer,
Late Kota Shivaram Karanth experimented with
the dance form by introducing western musical
instruments. He also reduced the duration of Yak-
shagana performance from 12 hours to two and
half hours, for the convenience of city dwellers.
Another trend that has emerged in modern Yak-
shagana is the incorporation of moving stories.
The period from 1950 to 1980 can be called as the
"GOLDEN YEARS" of Yakshagana as there were
legendry actors who imparted honor and celebrity
status to this art form.

There are about 30 full fledged professional
troupes and nearly 200 amateur troupes at pres-
ent in Yakshagana. Professional troupes go on tour
between November to May, giving nearly 180-200
shows.. There are about thousand professional
Artists and many more amateurs. Further there
are off season shows during the wet season, the
anniversary shows, school and college students
Yakshagana. Yakshagana commercial shows, wit-
ness 12,000 performances per year in Karnataka
generating a turnover of about Rs Six Crores.

This is a fading Art from, which will survive and
flourish with only benevolent help and support.
The living conditions of artists is pathetic. They
earn for about 4-5 months per year no subsidiary
avocation during the off season. Insurance, Medi-
cal assistance, P.F and other benefits are unheard
of. The Government has to think of these aspects
and provide some kind of social security for these
Artists and help to preserve this world famous Art
Form.
