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President's Message

Leaders or Politicians... What do we need??

This note is not about any specific leader or politician but the differences
between the two character types. What makes them different? What is at
the core of each of these character types that radiates outward into beliefs,
talents, organic skills, and ultimately behaviours?

Atthe core, the leader establishes something new, a vision for a new field of
endeavour.. The leader’s vision does not appear out of any books. It emerges
out of his or her time. No matter how brilliant a farmer is, the ground must
be ploughed in advance, to get a good crop. Besides, having knowledge &experience, one needs
intuition and ideas to be integrated into the new vision. In this sense there is no such thing as “a
visionary” or “a genius.” Progress, initiated by the vision, is fundamentally a communal process
expressed through an individual. Newton, for example, said “If | have seen a little further it
is by standing on the shoulders of Giants.”Visions need not be only majestic. They can and
do exist every day. For example, a bottleneck appears slowing the progress of some process
and production declines or even stops. This occurs in all fields from manufacturing---on an
assembly line---to creative writing---writer’s block--- to professional sports---a batting slump-
--and something must occur to release forward movement. Someone brings a vision of a new
way forward, a course of action that transcends what has come before, and the bottleneck is
freed allowing forward movement to continue. Vision leadership exists as a matter of scale.

A politician creates alliances and allegiances in order to get power. He is more concerned about
manoeuvring and manipulating (in the positive sense) then charting new territories. Can a
leader, as [ define it, be a politician? Yes, but the combination is infrequent. Can a politician be
a leader? Of course, but again the combination is infrequent, because he or she by character is
more attracted to the nuts and bolts of carrying out operations than that of dreaming, musing,
envisioning what is not yet in practice.

We need real leaders who can correctly anticipate and handle an increasing number of major
events or crises (sometimes simultaneously), as well as those who challenge, empower and
hold accountable those serving under them. We need leaders who understand that ideology
in and of itself is not a reason for a decision; leaders who understand we are living in a global
world where diversity is as an asset, not a threat. We need leaders who understand that
governing means uniting and building coalitions, not dividing and conquering. We don’t need
more partisanship or divisiveness. We need leaders with a broad set of work experiences and
strong management skills—leaders who will use discretion and good judgement.

In other words, we need leaders who have integrity, honesty, humility, accountability and the
ability to compromise. We are one big family and we have to understand that an action which
is going to benefit the majority than we need to support and strengthen the leaders cause, to
pursue that dream, rather than spending time and energy for unproductive activity. We have
just one chance in life. Let us all put all our energy in doing something that we are all proud of.

Kota Dr. Shivaram Karanth

Literary giant great writer, scholar, Encyclopaedist , Theatre expert, Internationally
acclaimed Yakshagana expert, Environmentalist Shivarama Karath has contributed to Art
and Culture in a big way. He was an authority on wide and vast range of subjects and a
personification of immense talent. He brought about a Renaissance in Kannada literary field,
earned prodigious popularity for the vast literary output and commitment for the cause of - Girish rai

Kota Dr. Shivarama
Karanth, well known
Kannada writer, social
activist ~ Yakshagana
expert Movie maker,
environmentalist and
was a progressive
thinker. Born (1902-
1997) in Kota Udupi
taluk, the 5th child
to his parents,
Shesha Karanth and
Lakshmamma, had his primary education in
Kundapura and Mangalore. Shivaram Karanth
was attracted by Gandhiji’s thoughts and plunged
into Independence movement at an early age.
He left his degree course half way to participate
in the Non Co-operation movement, also worked
for popularizing Khadi and swadeshi for over
five years till 1927. By then Karanth had already
started writing fiction novels to begin with as well
as Plays. He gained knowledge of rural life visiting
many villages for popularizing Khadi.

Dr. Shivaram Karanth commenced his long and
eventful literary journey in 1924. His first book
‘Rashtageetha Sudhakara’, a collection of poems
and 'Vichitra Koota' was his first Novel. 'Nirbhagya'
Janma' and 'Sooleya Samsara' potrayed the
pathetic life of the poor. The 'Devadhootaru’ a
satire on contemporary life was published in 1928.
After this there was no stopping. When we see the
literary achievements of Shivarama Karanth, we
wonder whether it is possible for an individual
to produce so much during ones life time. He
has written 42 novels, 31 Plays, 4 collection of
\§

short stories, 6 books of essays and sketches, 13
books on Art, an authoritative work on Chalukyan
architecture, a treatise on Yakshagana, a three
volume of knowledge for children a four volume
Encyclopedia on science for grownups, 6 books on
travel, a few biographies and Auto biography which
he calls “Ten Faces of crazy mind’ outlines his
philosophy of life. Shivaram Karanth’s acclaimed
works are Chomana Dudi, Alidamele, Bettada
Jeeva, Mookajjiya Kanasugalu and Marali Mannige.
Chomana Dudi made into a film, presented the
tragic life of daliths in contemporary society.

Mookajjiya Kanasugalu won Shivarama Karanth
the prestigious Jnanapeetha Award in 1978.
Shivarama Karanth was one of the foremost
authorities on Yakshagana. He studied all aspects
of this popular folk art in detail. These findings
formed the basis for two books, Yakshagana
Bayalata and Yakshagana. The Sweedish Academy
conferred an Award for this book. He experimented
in Yakshagana performance by introducing
western musical instruments, colourful costumes
and reduced the duration of performance.

Concern for People

Shivarama Karanth, a legend in his own lifetime
had great concern for the oppressed and less
fortunate People. He was an authority on variety
of subjects. Karanth was admired for his simplicity,
openness and erudition. Karanth’s many novels
express his disapproval of the way of life of people
after independence. His Novels chronicle the
hardships of landless tribal’s, the injustice meated
out to women and oppressed people. Karanth was

concerned about people forgetting the Gandhian
J
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(idealism, the disillusionment and hypocrisy, the
big opportunity to amass wealth freedom and
democracy provided. Karanth’s writings have
close similarity with Charles Dickens (1812-70)
the popular English Novelist of the Victorian Era.

Both express their poignant memories and near
photographic remembrance of people and events
they used in their writings. Like Karanth, Charles
Dickens based the characters closely to people
he knew. For Karanth and Charles Dickens their
Novels were vehicles of social criticism. Here
the Novel gradually develops into something
more serious in purpose, with purpose comes
a deeper awareness and more realistic analysis
of characters. By this a Novel becomes more
interesting, appeal to taste of the intellect.

Both of them wrote with definite purpose of
helping the community to discover itself. Their
exposure of social evils had powerful impact on
public mind. If any reforms followed either swiftly
or tardily must be credited to them.

Karanth was a personification of talent, had
innovative inclination and adventurous spirit.
Karanth endeared himself to People, through
simplicity, realism, clear vision and amazing
knowledge of variety of subjects. He was
penetrating conversationalist who filled the
hearts of people with passionate enthusiasm.
He highlighted issues plaguing society with
concern, passion and biting sarcasm. The various
characters in his novels linger for long after we
read the books.

Both educated and uneducated People, poor
and tribals regarded him as their friend who
would fight for their lawful rights. Almost all his
works completed with his trade mark speed and
characteristic style without sacrificing integrity.
Noted Poet Gopala Krishna Adiga said ‘Karanth
is the kind of Man of whom nothing petty can be
said’. He had abundant wealth of vocabulary, the

.

true measure of a great and powerful writer. His\
sharp and minute observations render everyday
life in its most concrete details. It is interesting
to note that almost all characters had a solid base
in that they are from the society. Karanth besides
being a moral force was also a social reformer. He
was a born writer who found in his early career
the opportunity he needed for the blossoming of
his great writing skills.

Honours - Awards

Shivaram Karanth has won innumerable Awards
and Honours open to an author in the country.
Awards, fellowships of Sahithya Academy,
Sangeetha Nataka Academy, Jnanapeetha
Award, Tulsi Samman, Honorary Doctorates
from Universities and ‘Padmabhushan’ from the
President of India. Karanth however promptly
returned ‘Padmabhushan’ Award soon after
the proclamation of Emergency in 1975. He
was considered a “Mobile Encyclopedia and
Bhargava of the Coast”. As a student I had the rare
opportunity of seeing Shivaram Karanth sitting in
his Press “Harsha Printery” at Main road, Puttur
daily for well over 4 years. He would come to his
office in ritualistic punctuality and devotion. We
students were walking down the same road to our
school, where the Press was located. He would
always be writing, never looking at any one. At
that time he was editing a weekly Paper ‘Vichara
Vani’ which was popular in Puttur town. The sad
demise of his wife and the untimely death of a
grown up son was a big tragedy in his life. Karanth
lived in Puttur for nearly 2 decades. Then I had no
idea that Karanth is such a literary giant.

Karanthstronglyadvocated Governmentpatronage
to popularize literature and culture in the state.
He expressed happiness and complimented the
Government of Karnataka for organizing the “First
World Kannada Meet” at Mysore during 1985. He
participated as Chief Guest in the first ever world
Kannada Sammelana. It was ‘Kuvempu’ who
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(referred to the concept of the ‘Vishwamanava)
meaning Universal Humanhood. Karanth did
not live for himself only, but for the society as
well. He fought against injustice, social evils and
preservation of ecological balance.

Shivaram Karanth has written 42 novels, 31 plays,
4 collection of short stories, 6 books of essays and
sketches, 13 books on art an authoritative work on
Chalukya architecture, a treatise on Yakshagana,
a three volume of knowledge for children a four
volume Encyclopedia on science for grown ups,
6 books on travel, a few biographies and Auto-
biography which he calls “Ten Faces of Crazy mind’
outlines his philosophy of life

Besides being a moral exponent, Karanth was also
a social reformer. As a novelist, social reforms
became an increasing preoccupation in his later
carreer. His writings are distinguished for their
moral content as also for their literary excellence.
Karanth'’s personality was such that once he takes
up any social issue the entire atmosphere will be
electrified and revolutionary change would occur.
A simple Post card from Karanth on problems of
People would immediately set in motion the huge
government machinery and corrective measures
would follow. That was the level of respect he
commanded. He would discard dogmas and impart
new concept and creativity. Karanth’s commitment
for truth, justice and fair play is worthy of
emulation. He had great will power which made
him to fight against Kaiga Nuclear Plant. He never
sacrificed ideals and concern for social justice.
He is one of the outstanding personalities in the
literary and Theatre scene of the county. Karanth
experimented with ‘Geeta Natakas’ which has
been acclaimed as unique one and Karanth
can be compared with Gurudev Rabindranath
Tagore. Both these fabled writers illuminated the
respective literary horizons for over 65 years.
Shivaram Karanth’s personality and intellect is as
vast as the ocean, which we cannot fathom. The
information material on Karanth is so voluminous

.

and that cannot be furnished in some pages says\
Smt. Malathi Malya of Dr. Kota Shivarama Karanth
Memorial Foundation. It is impossible to write
about Karanth which is indeed a daunting task. We
may write on certain aspects only. It would be like
the proverbial blind men describing a big elephant
according to their limited knowledge. Let us pay
our respectful homage to this perineal and fabled
writer who expired on 9th December 1997.

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Introduction:

There is a broad agreement that in
the process of evolution of modern
societies, education is a crucially
important input in the develop-
ment of nations, and the individuals and commu-
nities that comprise them.

Education is believed to endow workers with cog-
nitive skills that draw a premium in the labour
market by converting innate talents into cognitive
skills. Thus ‘Quality Education’ is a crucial factor in
the progress and development of nations. If Qual-
ity Education is important, it follows that ‘Quality
Assurance in Education’ must be ensured.

What is Education Quality?

Education Quality comprises ‘Excellence, Value,
Conformance to Curriculum, Student’s and Stake-
holder’s Satisfaction, Meeting and/or Exceeding
Student’s and Stakeholder’s Expectations with
minimum loss imparted to the society. Quality
Education focuses on the learner, the learning en-
vironment, the content, the outcomes and the pro-
cesses that will result in those expected outcomes.
Education quality can therefore be defined as the
extent to which an educational service is meeting
and/or exceeding the expectations of students
and stakeholders.

The Need for Quality Education

Young people want effective education, where
curriculum and teaching methods are up to date.
Education needs to be adapted to the reality of
the 21st Century and to the education needs of
the society. During the last century the focus was
on knowledge but now the focus is on competen-
cies. Therefore the role of the teacher is no longer
just to transfer knowledge but to build the capac-
ity of knowledge creation. Teachers are thus being
asked to shift to quality teaching to provide “deep
learning” and quality education. Teachers need to
focus more on students’ “active learning” and on
their development of “problem solving” skills.

How to Achieve Quality Education?

One of the means to achieve quality education is
through quality teaching. Teaching must be made
‘learning - centered’ where the focus is on learn-
ing and real needs of the students that are derived
from the market and citizenship requirements.
These real needs must be translated into appro-
priate curricula and developmental experiences
that provide meaningful learning.

Thomas (1999), advised that “the Higher Educa-
tion Institutions should move away from ‘knowl-
edge’ based learning outcomes that focus on facts
and principles to ‘deep learning’ outcomes such as
ability to apply knowledge, critical thinking and
other skills, because he believes that today’s world
presents incredible challenges that cannot be met
by people who have superficial education.

Senge (2000) said that innovation in instruction
must start with the recognition of the simple fact
that teachers’ teaching does not produce learning.
Learning is ultimately produced only by learners,
as a result of internalizing (involving thinking and
acting) what is conveyed between the teacher and
the student.

(Parasuraman et al., 1991) defines five dimen-
sions for quality in what is popularly known as the
RATER model: Reliability, Assurance, Tangibles,
Empathy and Responsiveness.

Quality Assurance in Education can therefore be
achieved through:

Reliability: Completion of Syllabus and Effec-
tiveness of the Teaching Learning Experience as
shown by the results

Assurance: The feeling of confidence and trust re-
posed by parents, students and staff towards the
Institution

Tangibles: Infrastructure and Logistics offered by
the Education Institutes

Empathy: Students’ comfort in sharing their prob-
J
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lems with the staff and management

Responsiveness: Interpersonal Relationship be-
tween staff and students leading to a warm and
cordial atmosphere where conflicts are resolved
amicably

Quality Education in India

The 11th Five Year Plan recognized the issue of
quality. It has brought a sharp focus on the pro-
motion of quality and excellence. The Plan recog-
nizes that quality in higher education is critically
incumbent on physical infrastructure, number and
quality of teachers, and academic governance in
Universities and Colleges. The 11th Five Year Plan
includes a number of initiatives. These include
firstly, improvement in physical infrastructural fa-
cilities; availability of adequate and quality faculty,
and academic reforms with respect to admission,
teaching and examination and other academic as-
pects. Quality needs to be understood in objective
terms to make necessary interventions. Besides
the changing context of teaching learning process,
the technological breakthrough in communica-
tion and the new roles in the context of knowledge
economy need to be taken into account to make
appropriate interventions.

NAAC (National Assessment and Accreditation
Council) is an outcome of the recommendations
of the National Policy in Education (1986) which
laid special emphasis on upholding the quality of
higher education in India. To address the issues of
quality, the National Policy on Education (1986)

Sed o5&

and the Plan of Action (POA-1992) advocated the\
establishment of an independent national accredi-
tation body. The vision of NAAC is to make quality
the defining element of higher education in India
through a combination of self and external quality
evaluation, promotion and sustenance initiatives.
Guided by its vision and striving to achieve its mis-
sion, the NAAC primarily assesses the quality of
institutions of higher education that volunteer for
the process, through an internationally accepted
methodology.

Conclusion

It may be summed up that the ‘Assurance of Qual-
ity in Education’ is a function of infrastructure,
availability and recruitment of good teachers,
motivation of students, employability of the pro-
gramme and freedom for innovations. Educators
should also undergo orientation as well as content
improvement through training on a periodic basis.
There is explosion of information in the modern
times. It is, therefore, very important to convert
this information into knowledge and here the
teachers in the universities and colleges have to
play a very crucial role. A good quality education
is one that provides all learners with capabilities
they require to become economically productive,
develop sustainable livelihoods, contribute to
peaceful and democratic societies and enhance
individual well-being. Ensuring quality education
is one of the most important things we can do for
future generations.

An
useful method adopted is : Have a” witnessing
attitude”. I have heard Sadguru Jaggi Vasudvan
citing an interesting example. If you are stuck in
a traffic jam and getting stressed think yourself
sitting above in a hot-air balloon and watching
yourself stuck in the traffic jam down. From that
distance everything looks peaceful and calm. This
witnessing attitude from a distance reduces your
stressful condition.

My wife tells me now and then that she had
watched that day TV with distressing news about
somebody getting killed in a car accident, or some
lady getting gang raped. I keep telling her that
there is no use of identifying oneself with the all
the problems happening in this world. See life as
a drama and you are witnessing it from a distance.

Osho gave an advice to one of his disciples when
he was asked how to overcome one’s getting angry
often. He advised him to keep a slip in his pocket
with a written sentence: “I am now getting angry”.
Whenever he is about to get angry he asked his
disciple to take out the slip from his pocket and
read the sentence “ [ am now getting angry”. The
anger goes away very quickly.

When I was staying in Germany several years
back during the 1960s I came in contact with a
very friendly family who took interest in me and
used to invite me often to their house. They once
presented me a 700 page book named “Exodus”

written in German language. I used to read it often
with the help of a dictionary during my first year
of stay in Germany. Later, I came to know that
the family was Jewish. Exodus is the gripping
story by American novelist Leon Uris about the
founding of the State of Israel. It is the story based
on resettlement of Jewish refugees from various
detention camps after the Second World War.
During one of my tour of Germany [ made it a point
to visit Dachau concentration camp near Munich
which was preserved as a museum. One world
famous psychiatrist named Viktor Frankl who
managed to survive the concentration camp in
spite of the prevailing terrible inhuman conditions
wrote a book called “Man’s search for Meaning “
He mentions that because of his partly spiritual
bent of mind he was able to survive the terrible
ordeals encountered. From his descriptions I
could make out that knowingly or unknowingly he
was using the method of “witnessing attitude” and
creating a distance to overcome his difficulties.

Maintain an attitude of witnessing or to look at
everything including your own thoughts, your
own action, your own sensual experiences as
if from a distance. You can practice, maintain a
witnessing attitude as often as you wish and soon
it will become automatic.

This witnessing attitude is called “Sakshi Bhava”
in Sanskrit. By shifting our focus to different
parts of the body, we are able to observe the body
as though we are observing another person’s
body. In this way, we become detached to our
observation. Slowly, through practice, this method
of detachment can be practiced with the mind as
well, and we are able to observe thoughts instead
of being attached to them.
