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Minutes of the EGM of Bunts’ Sangha Bangalore held on Sunday, the
9th April 2017, 10.30 am at BSRNYV School

The President, Sri D. Chandrahas Rai called the meeting to order at 10.30 am. On confirmation
that, there was no quorum to conduct the EGM proceedings as per article 111 2 (V) of the Bye-laws,
the meeting was adjourned to be re-convened at 11.00 am.

The adjourned meeting was resumed at 11.00 am.

Agenda 1- Invocation
The proceedings began with a prayer by Mr. Nagendra

Agenda 2- Welcome address by the President:

The President Sri D. Chandrahas Rai welcomed all the members to the Extra Ordinary General
Body meeting and said that today is Mahaveera Jayanthi. When we look back to our path, our elders
made us proud by putting themselves in various fields. Our Sangha is one of the prestigious
organizations in Bangalore. About 4000 students are studying in our prestigious BSRNS
Vidyaniketan School. Now we have new projects with a vision for the future.

As you are aware that, Bunts’ Sangha had purchased a land for setting up an educational
institution at Tavarekere Village, Yalachaguppe Hobli in the year 2014. But the proposed project is
getting delayed due to the lapses occurred in the purchase of land which has come to a state of legal
impasse. In view of the delay in Khata transfer and court case on the said land, in the AGM held on
30.07.2016 members had suggested to form a committee to find solution. Accordingly we have
formed a Fact Finding Committee to give a factual report in this regard and suggest solution. The
report of the committee is placed before the EGM for discussion and decision. I request you to
deliberate on the subject without emotions.

The President said we have one more plan for senior citizen home. Our Project committee
Chairman, Sri K. Prakash Shetty, Co-ordinator Sri Upendra R. Shetty, Convenor Sri T.Shivanand
Shetty are looking for a land about 3 to 4 acres and within about 30 km radius from Bunts’ Sangha.
For this we need permission of general body. As far as the financial burden is concerned, we do not
have any problem. About 30 members even from abroad had promised donations for senior citizen
home.

The need of the hour is to take care of our aged parents, because of overseas employment
opportunities many of the children of aged persons are staying away with their employment
commitments. Even though they are financially capable of meeting their parent’s requirements,
physical absence has become a serious problem. In an attempt to address this problem it is our
endeavour to provide an abode to such needy people to take care of all their senile needs. This is not
an old age home and we will provide best facilities like Medical Centre, Library, yoga,
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entertainment room etc and even we can think about agriculture also. There is a provision to claim
subsidy from State and Central Govt. President requested the members to deliberate on these two
issues. If we have the land bank we can use that land as per our requirement.

Hon. Secretary said that the land purchased at Yalachaguppe village has some legal issues and to
solve these issues committee had decided to form a fact finding committee to look in to the lapses
which should not occur in future. Sri B. Sudhakar Shetty along with Sri B.L.N. Hegde, Sri K.
Bhagavandas Rai & Dr.B.Tharanath Hegde had prepared a detailed report by referring available
documents at the office and even through RTI. The Sangha has paid nearly 6 crores to buy the land
and the previous committee failed to apply its mind seriously and committed certain lapses. This
has become a serious liability on the present committee which is unfortunate. With an intention to
see that such lapses are not repeated and to find a solution to the existing problem this special
general body is convened.

Agenda 3. Discussion regarding land purchased at Yalachaguppe Village, Tavarekere
Hobli;

a) Presentation of Fact Finding Committee Report and Discussion

Sri K. Jayaram Sooda: Mem. No.CL000269 said that all the 4 members of Fact Finding
Committee had worked day and night to prepare this report. This is a fact finding report and not false
finding report. He congratulated the members of Fact Finding Committee and members of
Executive Committee. Sri K. Jayaram Sooda said that you can’t report with each and every point in
this report because Smt. K.R.Jayasheela may take the advantage of this if we mention her name in
the report. He requested Sri B. Sudhakar Shetty to brief about these facts which were not mentioned
in the report to the General Body.

At this point President requested Sri B. Sudhakar Shetty to give a brief note on the report
to the general body.

Sri B. Sudhakar Shetty, Mem. No.CL002348 thanked Bunts’ Sangha for giving an opportunity
and said that Sangha had written a letter to Sri B.L.N. Hegde, Sri K. Bhagavandas Rai &
Dr.B.Tharanath Hegde and myself with a request to give a report on the legal issues of the
Tavarekere land. We had also met Sri S. Shekar Shetty and Sri Shashikiran Shetty. He also informed
that he had attended Magadi Court alongwith President and Sri Keerthi Hegde, Advocate from Sri
Shashikiran Shetty’s office. He had also visited Chennenahalli Panchayath and also Taluk office
regarding Khata. As per the advice of Sri B.L.N. Hegde we had decided to give a brief report.
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As we have purchased this land from M/s Sumukha Charitable Trust and Smt.K.R.Jayasheela is
one of the member of the Trust. Out of 9 acres 10 guntas of land we had purchased 8 acres 36 guntas.
Sangha has done good job by purchasing this land for Sangha from Sumukha Charitable Trust.

When Sri K. Bhagavandas Rai was President the same land proposal came to Bunts’ Sangha for
sale through Dr. Manoj. Mr. Rai placed the matter before the Executive Committee meeting held on
26th June 2011 for its consideration. Executive Committee suggested to seek the approval of
General Body after obtaining the legal clearance. The then Executive Committee has decided to
drop the proposal due to untimely and unnatural death of Dr. Manoj and his son on 23rd August
2011. Subsequently the Trust Deed was amended to appoint Mrs. K.R. Jayasheela as the Chairman
and Managing Trustee after the death of Dr. Manoj, husband of Mrs. K.R.Jayasheela.

One Dr. Sathish had lent huge amount to Sumukha Charitable Trust by keeping the original Title
Deeds of the schedule property. As the principle and interest was not repaid by the Sumukha
Charitable Trust, Dr. Sathish has filed a suit for recovery of Rs.6,30,70,548/- in the court of
Ramanagar by praying for order of injunction for preventing alienation of schedule property in
2013. The suit was transferred from Ramanagar court to Magadi court and it is numbered as OS
587/2014. The case was withdrawn by Dr. Sathish before the schedule property is registered in the
name of the Bunts’ Sangha after reaching compromise with the Sumukha Charitable Trust.

Another Mr. Chandra Mohan had entered in to a separate agreement on 28th December 2012
with the Trust to develop schedule property for residential purpose. An advance of Rs. 1.3 crore was
paid by Mr.Chandramohan to the Sumukha Charitable Trust with a condition that advance should
be refunded if the Trust fails to get a permission from the competent authority for modifying the
conversion order from educational purpose to residential purpose. The Trust has failed to get the
required permission and dispute arose between them. The matter stands settled through a
compromise just before the schedule property was registered in Bunts’ Sangha’s name.

Mr. J. Ramesh Kumar Jain had entered in to an agreement on 7th June 2012 with Mrs. K.R.
Jayasheela, but not with the Sumukha Charitable Trust to buy the scheduled property except item
no. 5 (Sy. No. 197-25 guntas) by paying an advance of Rs. 50 lakh. Mr. Jain filed a case against Mrs.
K.R. Jayasheela on 25th July 2014 for specific performance of the contract and other relief in the
Magadi Court. The court passed the order on 25.07.2014 against Mrs. K.R. Jayasheela not to
alienate the schedule property before the Bunts’ Sangha purchased the property.

As Smt. K.R. Jayasheela was aware of this, she had pressurized Bunts’ Sangha for purchase of
this land immediately. It is evident that the attitude of the seller was to cheat the Sangha which
should have been rightly diagnosed by the previous Executive Committee, but unfortunately the
committee had fallen prey to the criminal conspiracy of Mrs. K.R.Jayasheela and existence of
vested interest in this deal becomes apparent.

While purchasing the land if any division is done in the survey no. then govt. pody is a must. But
it is not done in this case. Again, 14 guntas of land (Sy. No. 199) was encroached by neighbour
farmers. In the normal course we will not register the litigated part. But that land is also registered in
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the Sangha’s name. Even though the land to the extent of 9 acres 10 guntas were purchased in sy. No.
198 and 199, in the sale deed there is a mention of sy.no. 198 only.

Mr. Sathish Kumar & Sri Chandramohan both had agreed for sale of this land on compromise
that their money will be directly paid to them and for that effect a resolution was also passed by
Sumukha Charitable Trust. Immediately after registration, Mrs. K.R.Jayasheela paid a cash amount
of Rs. 40 lakhs to Sri Ramesh Kumar Jainon 28.11.2014.

In the month of January court advised Smt. K.R. Jayasheela and Sri Ramesh Kumar Jain to
compromise the case. But Smt. K.R. Jayasheela said that this agreement is fraud (sham) and is a
personal agreement and [ am not selling this land to Sri Ramesh Kumar Jain. In the month of August
2015, Bunts’ Sangha entrusted the case to the advocate. But with the intention of postponing the
case and avoiding the cross examination Mr. Jain has not attended the case for 6 times.

The survey no.s of land mentioned in the agreement with Mr. Jain and registered Sy.No.s to
Bunts Sangha are the same. This agreement dated 07.06.2012 lacks all the characteristics of a
regular agreement and Smt. K. R. Jayasheela was not the absolute owner of the land as the land was
in the name of the Trust. Case is posted for cross examination of Mr. Jain he is avoiding.

We have registered the land from the Trust. The land is converted in the year 2011. Since then the
tax is not paid for 6 years and the rate of tax is the discretion of the PDO. Regarding BDA he
informed that in the year 1984 Sri Ramakrishna Hegde was CM, Yellow zone and green zone
division came in to existence. For the development purpose the land falls under green zone, BDA
permission is required. Sri B. Sudhakar Shetty also informed that Mrs.K.R.Jayasheela also tried to
make the Khata of the land in the name of her adopted son. Whatever possible we have done to
submit this report. Further it is left to the EC and General Body to discuss the future course of action.

Sri T.N. Shivanand Shetty, Mem. No.CL003778 said that, the committee had given the report,
but there is no clarification. In the normal course while purchasing the land 2 major points we have
to look at i.e. the Khatha should be in the name of the seller and second point is whether up to date
tax paid receipt is there or not. But in this case we have purchased the land without fulfilling these 2
requirements. He sought clarification that why the committee had not checked these major and
important facts while purchasing the land and who is responsible for the lapses, which resulted in
financial loss to the Sangha.

Sri Shankar Shetty Mem. No. LM001528 said that, in page no. 5 in 3rd Pagaragraph it is
mentioned that “TRAROD 200D Jeed ¥.00.07°.2 TVOIPREIT B BTET LRI, WOWT FOTHY)
ORI, DD TRWTON 85 BTEBTZ, NeDIRTOZ TedyRY” it is false, on coming to know of the
announcement made by Mr. Sri T. Amarnath Hegde, he wrote a letter on 27.10.2014, as he was
aware of Mr. Ramesh Kumar Jain’s injunction order. He read out the contents of his letter wherein
he had requested the Executive Committee to take the permission of General Body before the
proposed purchase of land and said that his letter was not even responded by the committee. He had
also clearly advised the Executive Committee to do things in a manner know to law. He further said
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that in the AGM held on 28.07.2013, there was a resolution to buy land at Nelamangala and it was a
specific sanction with minute details about the cost, as the said proposal did not materialize the said
resolution became infructuous. The Executive Committee has used the said infructuous resolution
to buy land at Yalachaguppe which is a clear violation of our bye-law provision and is illegal. There
was no mention of payment of commission of Rs. 5 lakhs in the said resolution. The purchase of
land much against the caution through his letter is a illegality. The Executive Committee did not
even had the curtsey to reply his letter. It was unfortunate that despite the said facts and Mr. Shankar
Shetty displaying the order of temporary injunction in the open General Body, the members present
were mislead and the illegal act of buying the land got ratified. But for the vigilant attitude of the
then Treasurer, Sri Santosh Shetty, another Rs.50 lakhs would have been paid to BDA and as
brokerage without reasons. It clearly shows the vested interested of a few individuals in the affairs
of Bunts’ Sangha. Sri H. Shankar Shetty said that the order of exparte temporary injunction can be
vacated, but the Sangha seems to have not made any attempt in that direction.

Sri Shankar Shetty quoted the Point No. 14, Page 8 “20080 Z0FT ST T @& Qmddess gowo

Shankar Shetty said that when that being the fact where is the necessity to call this general body
meeting. The committee should have taken steps to implement the said decision of the previous
Executive Committee. He further stated that the Executive Committee functions with a power of
attorney given by the general body of the members i.e. our bye-law. Purchasing the land without the
updated tax paid receipt is a serious violation.

He also questioned the sanctity of the decision of the previous Executive Committee, where it
was resolved that, the entire Executive Committee is responsible for the lapses if any in purchase of
land. Instead of implementing the said decision of the Executive Committee, why have you called
the General Body. Successive Executive Committees have been committing such acts to the
financial detriment of the Sangha, to quote few Sangha had lost nearly 50 lakhs in KIADB, nearly
45 lakhs went unaccounted in Golden Jubilee and now Sangha will suffer a financial loss to the tune
of nearly a crore. The Executive Committee has exercised power which is not vested in it, which is a
serious issue and he further sought clarification as to whether legal opinions obtained from Sri S.
Shekar Shetty and Sri Shashikiran Shetty, whether those opinions are placed before the Fact
Finding Committee. He further said that those legal opinions are neither furnished to the Fact
Finding Committee nor to this august body, which means the management of the Sangha is trying to
suppress certain information.
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He also pointed out point no. 20, 2nd paragraph, page 9 which says “s@d8 @3 o2 0T
mAEAD BOPT 300G OFART 00 2016-2018 T ST OB IS, IWSA B
TRDINYI, wBNRFYOY” and questioned why the present committee has not taken any necessary
steps to retrieve those papers. He condemned these irregularities committed by the previous
committee with the contempt it deserved. He also said it is a shame on all of us and the persons
responsible for such lapses shall be punished as none of the members of the Sangha have requested
them at any point of time to contest elections, for having contested and won it is their bounded duty
to work honestly, accountably and transparently for the best advantage of the Sangha devoid of
vested interest.

Hon. Secretary said that, with due respect to Past President and Past Secretary, they are the ex-
officio members of the committee and they should give inputs to the committee about what had
happened in the previous committee.

Sri Shankar Shetty further pointed out point 11 at page 7 which says 20143 @8pe00" 2730T0
SBE sohrmd BME PR F0my oD TP OFITH, 36T VAN, T RPFODY FRW
Do wrﬁ\ QAGTFT %drira%en ABEATBI TS ITONTE BROWRBOOHLD AFPFOZSOOWRD......” and
said that this is a blatant violation of our bye-law provisions (Article IV 4)ii d ), as such persons
responsible shall be made to pay the financial losses made to the Sangha in terms of the decision of
the EC dated 19.11.2014.

Sri T. N. Shivanand Shetty asked that, why up to date Tax is not paid.

The President requested Dr. Naresh Shetty & Sri H. Shridhar Hegde to give some inputs
regarding this. Despite repeated request made by the President, Sri H. Shridhar Hegde denied to
answer and failed to clarify the members query.

Dr. Naresh Shetty said that, [ am not a lawyer. There may be some deviations and we can peruse
the legal case. Whether, formation of the fact finding committee was to demolish us?. But I should
thank them for bringing impartial detailed report. But the Fact Finding Committee never called him
for any inputs. Dr. Naresh Shetty said that he is ready to accept the mistake and requested the
members to work together for the sake of the Sangha. He said that he was hurt and he had the dream
of making a beautiful educational institution. If you delay the work you will lose 2-3 crores amount
every year. These mistakes are correctable, but if the Sangha wants to punish him he is ready to
accept that. He also said that [ am a surgeon can conduct surgery, [ have no knowledge about law. If 1
have committed a mistake, [ am prepared for the punishment.

President said that, we are giving respect to everyone and we do not have the intention of hurting
anybody. It is a fact that every meeting notice was being sent to Dr. Naresh Shetty, immediate Past
President and there is no necessity for the Dr. Shetty to become emotional.

Dr. Naresh Shetty said that, in the earlier committee usually we used to conduct the meeting on
fixed days. But this year you are holding the meeting in various days and timings which is not
convenient to him and said that let us join together and fight the case. He further stated that except
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for Sundays on other weekdays it will be difficult for me to attend the meetings of Bunts’ Sangha.
Henceforth I will remain independent in future elections.

Sri H. Shankar Shetty said that, he is not having the intention of hurting anyone and he is
speaking on behalf of the Sangha. He never mentioned anybody’s name, he only accused the
previous managing committee with proved lapses and questioned, is it a sin to point out proved
misdeeds as mistakes?. He further stated that, I never said that Dr. Naresh Shetty has committed
those lapses nor not furnished the documents which were reported to be not available in the Sangha.
I only accused the entire committee / the persons responsible.

Sri K. Jayaram Sooda: Mem. No.CL000269 said that, 28 month is already over and every year
we are losing Rs. 70 lakhs per year. At any cost we should not go for compromise and should not
give cash from Sangha. We should fight the case and not a single rupee shall be paid to Mr. Jain.

Hon. Secretary said that, we had approached Panchayath and then only we came to know that
tax is pending since 6 years. AGM minutes reached Bunts’ Sangha after 4 months. When Sri T.
Amarnath Hegde was President and I was Joint Secretary, this land proposal came to us. But the
land is purchased during the tenure of Dr. Naresh Shetty and he should give the input on this. Due to
the legal problem we can’t develop the land.

Sri Ashok Shetty, Mem. No.CL002080 said that, the EGM notice posted on 20th March and this
is not valid. The President clarified that we had posted the notice on 18th March and we have
acknowledgement for that. He also said that while discussing this case do we have a lawyer who is
looking after this. We have approved the purchase of the land. The committee should take decision
to solve the problem.

Sri U. Rajaram Shetty. Mem. No. CL008098 said that, there is no personal attack and there is no
necessity of being emotional. Here criminal involvement is there in purchase of land. Those who
are responsible for this should bear the loss. Sri B.L.N.Hegde said that it is unintentional lapse.

Sri Srinivas Sooda : Mem. No. 1776 said that, in every EC meeting the land purchase agenda was
there. Once I told to purchase the land we have purchased the land, it is legal advisors lapse.
Revenue department will register any land to anybody. As the land is in our possession, we have to
solve the problem.

Sri B. Sathyodaya Hegde: Mem. No. 1354 said that, we have called the EGM for solving the
problem. Let the previous committee accept the lapses committed while purchasing the land as
pointed out by Mr. Shankar Shetty. He endorsed Sri Shankar Shetty’s point of the previous
committee having no power to buy the land without approaching the general body of members.

He condemned the act of the previous committee done in violation of the bye-law provision and
demanded that persons responsible should accept the mistakes/ lapses. We will find a solution. The
Fact Finding committee’s report (point no.11) says “EC and Past Presidents decided to purchase the
land without calling EGM”. Whatever happened in the past should not be repeated in future. Hence,
we should pass a resolution condemning their act.

Sri Amarnath R. Hegde, Mem. No. 2803: said that, we have to decide whether we can continue
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with the present plan or not. There are so many experts present here and the President should forma
5 members committee in consultation with past Presidents or some other experts to look in to this
and solve the problem.

Sri B. Karunakar Shetty, Mem.No. 4258 informed that, Hon. Secretary telephoned him and told
that some documents are not available in the office file. Then he gave the legal opinion and other
BDA correspondences to the office. In the last AGM Sri B. Sudhakar Shetty raised many questions
and I thought that our land is gone. The tax paid receipt and the Khata are not in my custody.

President replied that, he is also a party for the lapses and asked that whether purchase agreement
is there?. You have kept Dr. Naresh Shetty in the dark and regularly not apprised him of the
developments, please do not tell stories, but come to the solution.

Sri B. Karunakar Shetty Mem. No. CL004257 said that, when we purchased the land by paying
the full amount agreement of sale is not required. He also informed that he had attended the court
twice and also visited Panchayath Office for getting the Khata done. There is solution and the land
is ours. Sri B. Karunakar Shetty said that we will go for voting to solve the problem.

Hon. Secretary clarified that, it is the request of fact finding committee not Secretary’s. He also
informed that from Sangha nobody attended the court for the hearing on 16 occasions. Only after
our committee took charge we started attending the court regularly.

Treasurer said that what happened in the past is over and we should not dig about what had
happened in the past. We have to find the solution for these issues.

Sri Karunakar Hegde: Mem. No. 4268: said that, even though we have many experts in our
Sangha, while purchasing the land costing crores of rupees, why we have not taken the experts
opinion. Ifany lapses have occurred we have to find out and fight in the court.

Sri Muthaiah Mem.No. 1937: said that, land is ours and we have the record also. At present if we
purchase any land with all documents also, there are people who create problems. We can make a
Master Plan and put compound wall and everybody will know that this land belongs to Bunts’
Sangha. We should also make a small structure and we should occupy that.

Dr. M. Jayaram Rai Mem No. CL00371 said that, we have invested such a huge amount and we
should not make the issue a big legal problem. We should find out the mistake and rectify the
problem. Then we should make a Master Plan and go ahead.

Sri Ramesh Rai T. S. Mem No. CL003715 said that, we have about 9000 members and have only
200 members here at AGM. If one is a surgeon and some others are specialist in some other field. So,
there is no necessity to take it seriously and personally. Everybody should take responsibility and
any responsible person will not say that [ was not aware of things. If there is any solution this EGM
should take a decision. Even a very common man also knows about tax and the mother deed. Now 6
years tax should be paid and we should go forward.

He further said that, the practice of successive committees after committing mistakes/ blunders,
tell the general body that we are in no way the beneficiaries or misused funds of the Sangha and we

L have worked for the betterment of the Sangha. It becomes irresponsible statements and it should be )
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stopped henceforth. Otherwise the same excuse will be offered by the committees in the future to
escape of their responsibility.

President informed that, Sri Ramesh Kumar Jain is demanding Rs.75 lakhs for compromise
settlement. (Rs.50 lakhs + 25 lakhs). Sri B.LL.N.Hegde said that if we pay Rs. 75 lakhs the case will
not be solved unless we file a joint memo in the court to withdraw the case.

Sri Upendra Shetty R said that, Project Committee Chairman Sri Prakash Shetty, Convenor Sri
T.N.Shivanand Shetty along with other members of Project Committee had a meeting with Mr.
Ramesh Kumar Jain. Sri Devdas Rai was also there in the meeting. Mr. Jain finally agreed to
withdraw the case if we pay Rs. 75 lakhs to him. As the EC has the financial power up to Rs. 25 lakhs
only, EGM should give permission to pay the same. Depending upon the local Panchayath decision
we may pay the tax at the rate of Rs.0.50 to Rs.2 per sq.ft.. The tax is paid only upto the year 2011.
Development plan we have to pay to BDA, that is only after getting the Khatha, unless we get the
Khata we can’t get the Development Plan. We need not pay Rs. 45 lakhs and we can pay stage by
stage. Please think positive. We have to take decision about the amount we have to pay. But Mr. Jain
may not agree for less than Rs. 75 lakhs.

Sri Raviraj S. Shetty: Mem. No. 2975/ CL said that, Sri D. Chandrahas Rai has taken a bold
decision to solve the land problem by calling EGM. Fact finding committee also gave a balanced
report. EC has not taken any individual decision and it is a group decision. They have tried to solve
the problem, but they have not succeeded. In the year 2006 for the KIADB land we had deposited
some huge amount and we took back the money after 3 years. We lost about 50 lakhs by way of
bank interest. If we go to construct the compound wall police may come as not to alienate the
property ordered by the court is not vacated. With the least possible amount we have to settle the
case with Ramesh Kumar Jain.

Sri K. Jayaram Sooda Mem. No.CL000269 said that, at any cost no payment from Sangha for
compromise. Because it is the problem of Mrs. K.R.Jayasheela

C. Nagayya Shetty, Mem. No. CL00418 said that, if we pay Mr. Ramesh Kumar Jain and solve
this problem what is the guarantee that others will not go to the court in future. He also questioned
that whether it is possible to solve all such cases by paying the amount?.

Sri H. Shankar Shetty said that, Mr. Ramesh Kumar Jain may withdraw the case on Bunts’
Sangha and may file another case against Mrs. K.R.Jayasheela and for this what is the remedy. He
further suggested to fight the case and not to pay him any money.

Sri Shivanand Shetty T. N. said that, tax is not paid for six years and Khata is not there and also
said that we will pay and compromise the case, as the BHEL vs Sangha case is going on since 30
years. There was an Exparte decree and we have paid the penalty. Office Bearers and committee
members did not follow up the case vigorously because they have their own problem. He also said
that we have to pay tax which may amounts up to Rs. 25 lakhs. Today EGM should decide how
much to pay for the compromise and even towards the tax and we have to pay laisoning charges,
how much we may pay that should be decided.

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Sri H. Shankar Shetty said that, a person who is busy with his own affairs should not contest
elections. For having contested and won it becomes the duty of every elected representative to work
honestly accountably and transparently for the benefit of the Sangha. It should not be with intention
to print visiting cards. He further said that, personality of the candidate you elect should be relevant
to the better management of the Sangha, irrespective of your personal affiliations and what he is
outside the Sangha.

Hon. Secretary said that, this land proposal came first during Sri Bhagavandas Rai’s tenure and
the cost of the land is Rs.45 lakhs. When we have formed Fact Finding Committee, we told them not
to mention anybody’s name. Pointing out the mistake was done to safe guard our Sangha and voting
is not required. We have to think about solving the problem. How much tax we should pay and
prepare the Master Plan to develop the land.

Dr. K.C. Ballal, Mem. No. LM00993 said that we will think prospectively and we will go for
compromise and pay the tax.

President said that from where and who will pay the huge amount. Hon. Secretary said that this
land is for educational purpose and the land is purchased from school account.

Sri U. Rajaram Shetty CL008098 said that accountability should be there. Just one cannot say
that, I am not aware of these things and mistakes were committed and we can’t go for compromise
by paying cash.

Sri B.L.N.Hegde said that, Fact Finding Committee has not given any specific solution because
it is not in our purview. Mr. Jain has made everybody a Party. We can pay Rs. 75 lakhs from Bunts’
Sangha Account by filing a Joint memorandum in the court to that effect.

Sri Raviraj S. Shetty Mem. No. CL003800 said that, the Fact finding committee has not given
any specific solutions. He sought clarifications regarding the 2 cheques issued by Mrs. K.R.
Jayasheela for Rs. 25 lakhs each. There is no mention about this in your Fact Finding report. How
can you give the suggestion now?. First we have to settle the case and make a master plan and start
the work. President informed that as the land falls under green belt we can utilize the land up to 20 %
ofthe total area.

Hon. Secretary said that the lady regularly gives the cheques and it will not have any sanctity.

Sri M. Santhosh Kumar Shetty CL006549 thanked the committee for printing the EGM notice in
Kannada for the first time and said that, we have to take some serious action against Smt. K.R.
Jayasheela.

Sri K. Ajith Hegde Mem. No. CL001970 said that, as we have purchased the land for educational
purpose from the school account and now if at all you are going to have a settlement with Mr.
Ramesh Kumar Jain through the court you may think about paying him about 60 to 65 lakhs
including reasonable interest from same account. Let this august body pass a resolution authorizing
the project committee with the office bearers to take a decision on this issue.

Sri H. Shankar Shetty said that, ‘End does not justify the means’. It will set a bad precedent.

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Every time you commit serious acts to the financial detriment of the Sangha and come to the EGM
to close it without taking action against the wrong doers. He gave examples of Sangha losing nearly
50 lakhs in KIADB land purchase proposal, Rs.45 lakhs in golden jubilee celebration which went
unaudited, spending money illegitimately on entertainment programs and now nearly a crore on the
land purchased, which is a clear case of irresponsibility, non-diligence on the part of our elected
representatives contrary to the accepted principles of honesty, accountability and transparency. |
know Mr. Ramesh Kumar Jain. If anybody has no time to go to the court he should not contest
elections of the Sangha. This is only a fact finding and not an enquiry. He said that it has been the
practice in the Sangha to constitute committees with the same persons who have committed the
lapses, will the truth prevail with such committees. In such committees no ex — members of the
managing committee should be there, members of such committee should be picked from among
the members of the general body. He also questioned whether there is sufficient fund required to
develop the land purchased, where is the hurry.

Hon. Secretary said that if EGM give the direction we will go for Master plan.

Sri Dheeraj Shetty, Mem. No. CL007482 said that, we can settle the case on behalf of Smt.
K.R.Jayasheela. But we have to take some property ifit is available in her name and then we can pay
the money.

Hon. Secretary informed that, 14 guntas of land is included in our record, but we are not in
possession. Mrs. K.R.Jayasheela may not give the land to us. She argues that she has paid Rs.40
lakhs to Mr. Jain.

Dr. B. Tharanath Hegde, Mem. No.CL000795 said that, the Fact Finding committee has pointed
some lapses. These lapses pointed out should not occur in future. For that a resolution should be
passed to form a committee and that committee shall submit its report to Executive Committee. The
Executive Committee should deliberate on the reports so received and take a decision. This EGM
should note that earlier committee has committed the lapses by over ruling the bye-laws which is
condemnable.

Hon. Secretary said that Project Committee Chairman Sri K.Prakash Shetty was authorized to
discuss with Mr. Ramesh Kumar Jain. So, one more committee is not required for that purpose.

President ruled that, a committee will be formed consisting of Sri K. Prakash Shetty, Sri
Shivanand Shetty, Sri Upendra Shetty, President, Hon. Secretary and Treasurer and some other
members will also be nominated.

Sri Raviraj S. Shetty opined that one more committee is not required. Sri BLN Hegde said that,
for compromise financial limit should be for maximum Rs. 75 lakhs.

Sri Shivanand Shetty T.N. Mem. No. CL003778 said that, the last committee has passed the
resolution that they are fully responsible for all the problems which may occur in the said land
purchase. So, ask the earlier committee to bear the financial loss done to the Sangha in terms of the
said EC resolution, Ifthere be any shortfall, this general body may think about paying the same from
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Sangha/ school account. He further stated that according to his reliable information the advocates in
their opinion have specifically stated to obtain the tax paid receipt and the khatha from the seller
which the previous committee has failed to comply with, leading to suspicion. He demanded a
resolution to be passed condemning the said act of the then Executive Committee.

At this junction Sri H. Shankar Shetty endorsed the resolution proposed by Mr. Shivanand
Shetty T.N. and there was no further deliberation on the issue.

Sri B. Umesh Rai, Mem. No.LM003793 said that, as all the members are agreeing for the
compromise and we can pay as minimum amount as possible to Mr. Ramesh Kumar Jain to settle
the case. President replied that from where should we bring the fund.

Treasurer said that, if EGM permits us for the compromise, then we can think of the payment in
terms of decision of our project committee meeting, wherein Mr. Ramesh Kumar Jain had agreed
for Rs.75 lakhs. As the land was purchased for the purpose of education, we had paid the amount
from the school account. So, whatever agreed amount as decided by the project committee shall
also be paid from the school Account.

Sri Srinivas Sooda said that, amount should be paid from the school account. Sri K. Jayaram
Sooda said that how you are accounting the amount and to which account you are debiting this
amount. Sri B.L.N. Hegde Mem No. CL000349 said that, if we pay the amount from school
account, through the court we can capitalize the payment.

Hon. Secretary said that it is resolved to pay the amount as will be decided from the BSRNSV
school A/c as the land was purchased for the educational purpose. It was also resolved that in all an
amount of Rs. 75 lakhs may be considered for the said settlement through court inclusive of legal
charges, tax payment and other incidental expenses.

The said resolutions moved by the Hon. Secretary was seconded by Dr. M. Jayaram Rai and Dr.
K.C.Ballal.

Agenda 4 : Discussion and approval for purchase of land for Senior Citizen Home and approval
of'its cost and budget.

Dr. M. Jayaram Rai said that, we will complete this project and then go for senior citizen home.

Hon. Secretary said that Initially we had planned to Senior Citizen Home in the land donated by
Late Sanjeev Shetty. But that land is not suitable for the proposed senior citizen home.

In the present situation many parents are living alone in the city as their children migrate to other
cities or countries for better prospects in life. Our proposed senior citizen home offers solution to all
these problems, providing safety, security, healthcare facilities, yoga etc. Project Committee
Convenor Sri Shivanand Shetty T.N. has identified some plot/ places and we are also looking for a
suitable land.

Sri Shivanand Shetty T. N. informed that, we had a meeting with Project Committee Chairman
Sri K. Prakash Shetty and initially we had the plan to start the project in the land donated by Late
Sanjeev Shetty at Nelamangala. In our community majority of elders children’s are either both are

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working or stay abroad. To take care of them and for extending full pledged facilities like medical,
entertainment, yoga, club house, walking area etc. we are planning this project.

We had indentified a plot of about 4 acre of land near Bidadi. But in that 35 guntas of land comes
under yellow zone. Now Axis Bank has about 4 acre of land which is coming for auction. We are
thinking of purchasing this land through auction. The cost of land which falls under yellow zone
may costup to Rs. 1.5 crores. IfEGM permits to purchase the land we will proceed further.

Sri M. Sunder Raj Rai Mem. No. CL004833 said that we do not need senior citizen home as it is
nothing but old age home.

Sri K. Pramodchandra Bhandary Mem. No.CL001996 said that, it is old age home with
corporate look. Bunts’ are not sending their parents to old age home. Instead of that they are keeping
maid or female nurse at home.

If anybody donates the land we can start the project in that land. We need not pay 4 to 5 crores to
this project and said that as we do not need this project and will oppose the project.

Sri K. Jayaram Sooda, Mem. No.CL000269 said that we can start the project if anybody donates
the land. While purchasing the land we should not make the same mistakes as done by the earlier
committee.

CA. Ashok Shetty:, Mem. No CL002080 said that, your note shows that Rs. 200 lakhs will be
paid from Bunts’ Sangha. But Rs. 3.17 crores should be in the sinking fund and whether we have
sufficient surplus from sinking fund. We have to make a Master Plan and also think whether this
projectis feasible or not.

Sri B.L.N. Hegde said that, we all are in need of a Senior Citizen Home. Sri Shivanand Shetty
gave a broad out lay of the project. We should analyze the cost and financial viability should be
prepared and should take all precautions. He reiterated that all legal precautions should be taken to
ensure that the land identified has a clear marketable title and the seller should not have any defect in
his or her title. Before giving the principle sanction the general body should ensure the compliance
ofall these.

Sri Srinivas Sooda, Mem. No.CL001776 said that : Project is very good but we have to think of
source of fund.

President said that, when Smt. Susheela P. Shetty was President during the year 2001, Rs. 32
lakhs aid was sanctioned on our approach to state and central govt. Sri B.L.N.Hegde said that in
Late Susheela Shetty’s period they agreed to pay, but financial control was to be theirs. They will
appoint the director and they will control. So, we did not agree.

Hon. Secretary said that, it is a principle sanction. After finalizing the land we will come with full
projectreport before the EGM for final approval. President said that there are donors who will come
forward for financial help.

Dr. M.Jayaram Rai, Mem. No.CL000371 said that, instead of purchasing the new land we can
start the project in the Tavarekere land. Sri Ramesh Rai said that you can go ahead and also put a
reasonable rate.
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Dr. B. Tharanath Hegde Mem. No.CL000795 said that, we will give permission to purchase the
land in principle. Detailed project report and financial details should be placed in the next AGM and

approval should be taken. Further he moved a resolution to that effect.

Sri U. Rajaram Shetty Mem. No. CL008098 said that, it is an excellent project and we will take
up this project and seconded the proposal moved by Dr. B.Tharanath Hegde.

Dr. B. Tharanath Hegde Mem. No.CL000795 also said that, the funds of school A/c are not yet
transferred to Sangha account. That amount should be transferred immediately.

Sri H. Shankar Shetty, Mem. No. LM0001528 said that, in the last AGM a resolution was passed
to transfer the school fund to Bunts’ Sangha A/c and he sought clarification as to why it is not done.
He also said that, please implement the resolution of the said AGM.

Dr. Naresh Shetty said that this is a very good concept and many people arguing for and against.
Many members who are abroad are telephoning to me and enquiring about their parents. Children’s
are ready to pay any amount. But parents need due care during their old age and they do not want
money, they need the physical presence of their children. This is a very good concept and we have to
think of future and land bank is a must for us.
