The President said that our BSRNSV School has completed 25 years and during January 2017,
we had conducted 3 days program for the celebration of Silver Jubilee of our school. This year we
got 2 ranks in I[I PUC annual examinations, our student Srinidhi P.G. bagged 1st Rank in II PUC
commerce and Sumukh Bhoopalam bagged 5th Rank in II PUC science. We all are very proud to
say that, this institution belongs to bunts.

The President said that, we had called the EGM on 09.04.2017 with 2 agenda’s. i.e.
1. Development of Yalachaguppe land. General body had given permission to amicably settle the
Yalachaguppe land case by paying 75 lakhs through court to Sri Ramesh Kumar Jain and Our
Project Committee Chairman, Sri K. Prakash Shetty, Co-ordinator Sri R. Upendra Shetty,
Convenor Sri Shivanand Shetty alongwith other members are putting their best efforts to settle the
case.

Agenda 4. Ratification of the Minutes of the previous EGM & AGM held on

* Minutes of the EGM held on 30.07.2016
Sri H. Shankar Shetty said that, in page No.5, 7th paragraph it is mentioned as “Members like
Sri Shankar Shetty............. not be held” and it should be changed as “Sri H. Shankar Shetty........ ”

Dr. B. Tharanath Hegde, Sri Raviraj S. Shetty, Sri U.Rajaram Shetty & Sri H. Shankar Shetty
opined that, the reason for cancellation of EGM is not mentioned in the minutes. In the EGM the
project committee placed a project for Bunt University estimating Rs.60 to 70 crores project was
placed before the general body and majority of members opined that, it will be very difficult for the
incoming committee to proceed further as per the proposed project. As the pending case was also
there, we can’t start the work immediately, hence the members requested to cancel the EGM.

Sri H. Shankar Shetty said that the word ‘reluctant’ used in Page No.6, 3rd paragraph “He will
humbly submit to the wishes of the members with reluctance” should be deleted. President said that,
the word ‘reluctance’ will be deleted.

Hon. Secretary said that, on behalf of the previous committee minutes will be ratified with
above correction.

* Minutes of the AGM held on 30.07.2016

Hon. Secretary quoted page no.10, point 5 — court case details “Santosh Shetty J. VS Bunts’
Sangha Bangalore & H.Sridhar Hegde Legal notice served by advocate Padma Prasad Hegde” and
said that this should be deleted as there was no case against him and he received only legal notice.

President ruled that the reference will be deleted.

After deliberations minutes of the EGM & AGM held on 30.07.2016 was approved. Proposed
by Sri A.N.Shetty & seconded by Sri K. Jayaram Sooda.

* Minutes of the EGM held on 09.04.2017

Sri T. Amarnath Hegde quoted “page no.19, 3rd paragraph “Out of 9 acres 10 guntas of land we
had purchased 8 acres 36 guntas” should be read as “out of 9 acres 1guntas of land we had paid only
for 8 acres 25 guntas”

~
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Sri T. Shivanand Shetty said that, what is the actual measurement mentioned in the sale deed is

noted here.

Hon. Secretary said that, we will refer the sale deed and correct it.

Sri B.L.N.Hegde quoted page 22, 3rd paragraph “Successive Executive Committees have been
committing such acts to the financial detriment of the Sangha, to quote Sangha had lost nearly 50
lakhs in KIADB, nearly 45 lakhs went unaccounted in Golden Jubilee and now Sangha will suffer a
financial loss to the tune of nearly a crore” and said that we have not lost a single penny in KIADB
issue and we took back the whole amount from KIADB. We lost only notional interest about some
lakhs. Sri A.N.Shetty & Sri K. Jayaram Sooda said that, such wordings should not be recorded in
minutes.

Sri Shankar Shetty said that, when we are discussing about money matters, it should be
recorded. In the last general body, when I made a submission, no one raised any objection for my
submission and now we are questioning about my submission made in the previous general body.
This type of recording the minutes is called the verbatim of the minutes. Sri Raviraj S. Shetty
endorsed the opinion of Si H.Shankar Shetty. He also said that, KIADB loss means notional interest
loss and not the actual figure.

Hon. Secretary said that, we will delete the figures and mention as nearly lakhs in KIADB.

Sri A.N.Shetty quoted page 24, 5th paragraph “Here criminal involvement is there in purchase
of land” and sought clarification for that. Sri U. Rajaram Shetty requested to delete the word as he
did not use such words in the meeting.

Sri A.N. Shetty said that, only a gist of the minutes should be circulated and complete
proceedings should be kept in office.

Hon. Secretary said that, henceforth the minutes will be shortened by mentioning the decision
taken against each agenda. Members agreed for the same.

Dr. B. Tharanath Hegde said that, in the general body sometimes we demand elaborate minutes
and sometimes gist only. As this creates confusion to the office, there should be firm decision about
this. The general body should decide whether the elaborate minute is required to circulate to the
members or only gist.

After deliberations President ruled that, the proceedings will be kept in the office and gist will
be circulated to the members.

After detailed discussions the minutes of the EGM held on 09.04.2017 were approved proposed
by Sri K. Jayaram Sooda and seconded by Sri Kaup Diwakar Shetty.

Hon. Secretary proposed the Action Taken Report of the previous AGM held on 30.07.2016 &
EGM held on 09.04.2017.

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Sri U Rajaram Shetty said that, what is the initiative taken to change the Attiguppe Metro
station’s name as ‘Nadoja Kayyara Kinhanna Rai Metro Station’. President clarified that, we have
approached the concerned authorities and and once again we will further follow up in this regard.

Sri H. Shankar Shetty said that, in the last AGM under Agenda 10 -A) it was decided to transfer
the surplus accrued from Bunts’ Sangha RNS Vidyaniketan School operations to the Sangha
account and asked that whether it has been transferred ornot.

Hon. Secretary informed that, in the Governing Council meeting held on 22.02.2017 it was
resolved to deposit Rs.1.00 crore in the name of BSRNSV A/c one time and interest generated from
the above F.D. will be transferred to Scholarship Corpus Fund Account of Bunts’ Sangha,
Bangalore for the help of the meritorious and financially weaker bunts students. Hon. Secretary also
informed that, we have collected all the F.D. bonds from the school and now the physical custody of
the bonds are with Sangha.

Sri Harish Kumar Shetty said that, it is clearly mentioned in the Bye-laws of our Sangha that the
fund belongs to Sangha. For operating bank account the signature of Treasurer is compulsory and in
the absence of Chairman, Convernor can sign the cheques.

Sri K. Jayaram Sooda said that, this committee had taken a bold step on this and taken the
physical possession of the F.D.s. This is a positive development and AGM should appreciate the
concern of the present Office Bearers.

Sri Raviraj S. Shetty asked about the status of Yalachaguppe issue. Sri B. Sudhakar Shetty
(Mem. No. 1973) said that, Smt. Jayasheela has taken Rs.1.5 crores loan from Mr. Ramesh Kumar
Jain on her private property and that the case is pending in the court. She also submitted a statement
through her lawyer stating that, the alleged property is belongs to Sumukha Charitable Trust and
while borrowing money from Sri Ramesh Kumar Jain she had signed the agreement as an
individual and not as a Trustee. She also stated that this is a sham agreement. She had already repaid
Rs. 1 crore to him on various dates and she is ready to pay Rs. 12% interest for settlement. Sri
Sudhakar Shetty said that, this AGM should give a firm decision on this issue.

Hon. Secretary said that, because of legal issue the developmental process has been delayed.
But, our project committee is in action for construction of compound wall.

He also informed that, we have communicated the decision of the EGM for compromise
settlement of the case to our lawyer and when our lawyer met Sri Ramesh Kumar’s lawyer, he
demanded for Rs. 1.25 crores for the settlement of case.

At this point, President requested Sri R. Upendra Shetty, Co-ordinator, Project Committee to
briefabout this issue. Sri Upendra Shetty R. said that, as per the direction of EGM when our lawyer
approached Sri Ramesh Kumar Jain’s lawyer, we came to know that he is demanding Rs.1.25
crores. Hence, this AGM should give proper decision in this matter. Sri Upendra Shetty R. also
informed that, for compound wall we need general body’s permission as it exceeds the limit of EC.

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As our land is under dispute, whether we should pay about Rs.45 lakhs to BDA or not, that is the
question and this AGM should give clear direction on this. If we do Panchayath Khatha, any day it
can be cancelled, if we get a notice from the court.

Sri Kaup Diwakar Shetty, Sri T.N.Shivanand Shetty & Sri H. Shankar Shetty opined that we
should fight the case in court.

President ruled that, since the compromise proposal forwarded to Mr. Ramesh Kumar Jain is
not honoured, there is no question of further negotiation and decided to legally fight the case in the
court and take steps to apply and obtain Khatha.

With this the Action Taken Report is approved, proposed by Sri A.N. Shetty and seconded by Sri
T.N.Shivanand Shetty

Agenda 6. To adopt the Annual Report of the Sangha

Hon. Secretary proposed the Annual report of the Sangha for the period 2016-17.

Sri K. Pramodchandra Bhandary had sought some clarification regarding the total no. of
additional intake students (class wise) from Montessori to PUC & Hon. Secretary clarified the
same.

Sri K. Pramodchandra Bhandary also sought clarification for collection of donation towards
institution of endowment awards without permission of general body. Hon. Secretary clarified that,
as per the decission taken in the AGM held on 28.07.2013 the donation has been collected towards
institution of endowment awards.

President ruled that as per the guidelines of the AGM dated 28.03.2013, we can accept
donations for endowment awards with a minimum amount of Rs. 3.00 lakhs.

After deliberations the Annual Report-2016-17 were approved proposed by Sri H. Shankar
Shetty and seconded by Sri Balakrishna Shetty.

Agenda 7 . To adopt the Audited Annual Accounts and report of the Auditor for the
period 01.04.2016 t031.03.2017

Treasurer Sri B. Anandram Shetty proposed the Audited Annual Accounts and report of the
Auditor for the period 01.04.2016 to 31.03.2017 to the general body.

Treasure said that, our committee is running the administration and financial aspects
transparently and informed that the revenue of our Sangha has increased and administrative
expenses have been decreased when comparing to last year.

Treasurer informed that, we have received some questions from the members regarding the
silver jubilee celebration of our BSRNSV.

In the last AGM 10 lakhs budget was sanctioned. In our institution around 4000 students are
studying and about 225 staff members are working. As the Silver Jubilee celebration will be a

milestone of our institution, the G.C. meeting held on 16.12.2016 decided to approved a budget of
. J
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Rs.60 lakhs. We had conducted many programs throughout the year. All the members and parents
were invited to the 3 days program held in the month of January. Some of the cash payments were
made without the prior approval and some of the expenditures were incurred without any
information to the ex-officio members. We had sought clarification from concerned staff for
procedural lapses and some of the major expenses incurred without the notice of ex-officio
members and they replied to the show-cause notice stating that they had acted as per the instruction
of'the Chairman.

Treasurer informed that, some of the payments made with the single signature of G.C.
Chairman by passing a resolution in the special G.C. meeting without intimation to the ex-officio
members. He said that, it will be very difficult to have control over the financial aspects due to the
dual management and requested the general body to give proper direction in this regard. He also
informed that all the F.D. bonds are brought from the school and kept in the custody of Bunts’
Sangha.

Sri K. Jayaram Sooda & Sri A.N. Shetty said that, Budget should be approved in the AGM only
and G.C. can’t take decision.

Sri T.N.Shivanand Shetty said that, here some unknown hands influenced to write this qualified
report with a intention of targeting somebody. We should conduct the enquiry for previous 10 years
accounts also. Sri Raviraj S. Shetty said that, Silver Jubilee has not came suddenly, it is the
milestone of our institution. Everybody was aware of that and purposefully the previous committee
had kept very low budget. Some unknown persons influenced for the Qualified report.

Sri B.L.N.Hegde & Sri A.N. Shetty suggested to form a committee to conduct enquiry. Sri
H.Shankar Shetty said that, when we are spending about 30 lakhs for school annual events, 10 lakhs
budget is kept for such an important event of silver jubilee is this justifiable?

Hon. Secretary said that, we have entrusted some responsibilities to the Principal and Accounts
Manager and strictly instructed to follow the procedures. They had committed certain lapses
without the knowledge of the ex-officio members. When all the 3 ex-officio members are not in
station they had called a G.C. meeting and passed a resolution to issue the cheques with single
signature for unapproved expenses of silver jubilee.

Treasurer said that, when we came to know that, the cheques with single signature were passed
in the bank, immediately we rushed to bank and instructed them to stop the payment |& we also
sought clarifications from bank Manager for passing those cheques. He also informed that Caveat
has been filed in the Civil Court and High Court to safe guard the operation of our school account
and said that, first time in the history of Bunts’ Sangha we have issued the salary cheques of school
staff with the signature of Treasurer & Convenor of G.C. (Hon. Secretary).

Sri Harish Kumar Shetty complimented the Treasurer for taking bold decision of not signing the
cheques for unapproved expenses. He said that, all the financial aspects are to be discussed in the

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AGM and G.C. Chairman has no power to issue of cheques with single signature and passing the
single signature cheque by the bank is a serious issue and necessary action should be taken against
the bank.

Dr. B. Tharanath Hegde appreciated the committee for taking correct decision and requested
them to continue the same.

Meeting adjourned for lunch & resumed at 2.45 pm.

Further to the views expressed by some members President ruled that, a committee is formed to
verify the accounts of BSRNSV Silver Jubilee Celebrations. Accordingly a committee is formed
with Sri CA. Ashok Shetty & Sri Raviraj S. Shetty, Internal Auditor as members and the same was
proposed by Sri A.N.Shetty and seconded by Sri K. Jayaram Sooda

President said that, after the committee’s report the same will be placed before the EGM within
3 months to pass the accounts. Hence, the Accounts deferred.

Agenda 8. To approve the Budget for the year 2017-18 & 01.04.2018 t0 30.09.2018

Treasurer proposed the budget for the year2017-18 & 01.04.2018 t0 30.09.2018.

Sri Hariprasad Shetty said that, the Prayer Hall committee has decided to make panchaloha
cover to garbhagudi door of SVVM which costs about Rs. 3,50,000/- and requested the AGM to
provide the budget from Sangha account. AGM approved Rs. 3,50,000/- for panchaloha cover and
itwas decided to increase the budget Charity Donation for 4,00,000/-(Pg. No. 73)

Sri K. Suresh Hegde suggested that, Profit on sale of book should be shown as commission.

Some of'the clarification sought by Sri K. Suresh Hegde were clarified by the Treasurer

Sri K. Pramodchandra Bhandary referred page 73 Charity Donation Rs. 2,00,000/- and asked
that, as a Charitable organization can we give donations to others institutions those who are not
having 80 G certificate. Treasurer clarified that, the donation is given to Alva’s Education Trust and
they are having 80 G certificate.

Sri A.N.Shetty said that, while calculating the budget we have to keep 10 % increase usually and
suggested that, a foot note should be there under the particular head if there is huge difference in the
proposed budget. CA. Ashok Shetty said that, 25 % of the RTB rent should be kept in Emergency
Sinking fund and that should be used for meeting capital expenditure.

After deliberations, it was decided to make following corrections in the budget 2017-18;

Sunderram Shetty to name LHH road as Sri Mulki Sunderram Shetty Road.

President clarified that, we had already conducted 2 meetings in association with some other
organizations. If the general body wishes to move a resolution we will pass a resolution and send it
to Govt.

Hon. Secretary said that, we have received letters from Sri Rajesh Shetty, Mem. No.CL004419
& Smt. Surekha Shetty, Mem. No.CL010076 for permanent election booths in different parts of the
city. SriA.N.Shetty said that, as a member they must come for voting once in 2 years to sangha.

Smt. Surekha Shetty, Smt. Sumithra V. Shetty, Sri Veerendra Shetty, Col.Jagajeevan Bhandary
and some other members requested to arrange election booth at various places. Sri T. N. Shivanand
Shetty also endorsed the same.
