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THE AMAZING ANDAMANS

As a history buff, I had always wanted to see
the Andaman and Nicobar Islands which housed

the infamous cellular jails and was also known
as the dreaded ‘Kala Pani’, because being sent

there was a curse with no hope of return.

On the 13th November 2017, a group of
thirty seven of us led by our tour operator Ms.
Nagarathna of CN Group left for Port Blair by
11.55 a.m. The flight by Go Air took three hours
and we were in Port Blair by 2.15 p.m. Despite
some dire warnings of rain, we were blessed
with really good weather throughout our trip

though it did get quite hot during the daytime.

My first impression of the Andamans was of
green, clean islands and this impression was
consolidated over the five days that we spent
there. The people are extremely environment
conscious and ensure that the roads are kept

clean.

After refreshing ourselves at Guru
international, a comfortable hotel, we left for the
beach where we spent a refreshing hour playing
in the water and watching the sunset. The sun
sets quite early and by 6.15 p.m.it was quite dark
as we proceeded to the Cellular Jail for the
‘Light and Sound Show’. The show narrates the
evolution of the islands and traces its history
from being a convicts’ abode to a Union
Territory. The voice-overs of the late Manohar
Singh, Tom Alter and Om Puri painted a vivid
word picture of life in the cellular jails under the
British and later under the Japanese. Day One
thus ended with an early dinner and back to the
hotel.

On Day Two, we left by 3.30 a.m. to reach
the ferry that took us to Baratunga Island. The
drive was quite a long one as it took us three
hours by road, then a ferry and then a motor
boat.. This island is famous for its breath taking
limestone caves and to reach there we had to get
off the ferry, take another motor boat which took
us to the island and then trek for almost 2 km.
But the trek is worth it, because once you enter
the caves, the natural formations of various
shapes give wing to one’s imagination. Our
guide was quite informative as he explained
how the stalactites and stalagmites had formed

over the years. As the caves are dark, one has to

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use a torch. While returning our group of ten
members had a small adventure when our motor
boat ran out of fuel and we were stuck in the
middle of the sea. Of course help arrived and we
were back on the main land for a quick lunch
before boarding the return ferry. Back to Port
Blair by road and then of course dinner after a
shortrest!

Day Three: We were off to Havelock Island.
For this we boarded our bus to the Shipping
Authority where after identifying ourselves, we
had to board another bus that took us to the jetty
to board the ‘Margossy’ which was truly
comfortable and comparable to any cruise
abroad. Some of us were privileged to get seats
on the top deck which gave us a better view. The
two hour journey was really pleasant with
sandwiches and water served on board. We
disembarked at Havelock Island at 9.45 a.m.
where we then boarded a bus that took us to the
El Dorado Resort, a scenic resort with access to
the beach. As we were staying overnight, we had
all carried a change of clothes. Havelock Island
is mainly known for its water sports and
beaches. After we had settled in to our rooms,
we left for the Kaala Pathar Beach where we
spent an hour before returning for lunch. In the
evening, the group left for the Radhanagar
Beach where we again had our tryst with the
blue green sea and the pristine beach. The waves
weave their own magic and one can spend hours

watching them. Many of our enterprising group

members which included matronly ladies opted
for snorkeling and scuba diving the next
morning. I am afraid, I just did not have the
courage. We returned to our resort for dinner and
after a quiet walk on our private beach we retired
for the night.

Day Four: The volunteers who had opted for
snorkeling and scuba diving left early morning
by 5 a.m. while the rest of us got ready by 7.30
a.m. The divers and snorkelers returned to
freshen up and we all left by 8.30 a.m. We left
Havelock Island and returned to Port Blair again
by ship. This time the ship screened the movie
‘Kahani 2’ for its passengers while those on the
upper decks grooved to Bollywood hits. On
reaching Port Blair, we left for the
Anthropological Museum where we saw the
evolution of the human species traced with
special reference to the tribes that inhabited the
Andaman & Nicobar Islands. Their weapons,
dwellings, clothes are all depicted. It is
interesting to note that nearly 67% of the
population is Hindu and that 23% of the
population speaks Bengali. The tribals who
inhabit most of the islands are now protected
and educated and tourists are not allowed on
these islands so that they do not become objects

ofdisplay.

From the museum we moved to Ross Island,
the erstwhile capital of the Andamans, again by
motor boat. The Ross Island is a stark reminder
of the colonial rule of the British as all the old

buildings are still there, though they are now
covered by ivy and other creepers. The Bakery,
the Swimming Pool, the Store, the Clubhouse,
the Church, the Press are all relics of the past
when the British recreated a mini England in
Ross Island which was then called the ‘Paris of
the East’. Today, one can see beautiful peacocks
and a host of deer around. We took the
motorized car to tour the island. During World
War 11, the Japanese occupied Ross Island for
some time until their defeat, when it passed once
more into British hands. With the capital
shifting to Port Blair after independence, Ross
Island became a ghost island and today it is
maintained by the Indian Navy as a tourist spot.
No food is allowed on the island and the locals
are very particular about the cleanliness. It is
said that even during the Tsunami, it was Ross
Island that withstood the fury and sheltered the
other islanders. On return to the Aberdeen Jetty,
some of us went for the water scooter rides and
had a blast. We were back at the hotel and then

dinner after amemorable day.

Our last day at Andamans was spent in
visiting the cellular jail which is now a National
Memorial. We hired a guide with the quaint
name of Tirupati, who was both eloquent and
knowledgeable. The Cellular Jail has 693 cells
housed in 7 blocks. All the cells are of the same
size. The construction began in 1895 and was
completed in 1906 at a cost of Rupees Five

Lakhs odd, excluding the labour cost which was

free as the labourers were all convicts. This jail
has seen our freedom fighters being tortured and
hanged; it has seen World War I in 1939, the
earthquake in 1941, Japanese occupation in
1942, Netaji Subhas Chandra Bose unfurling
the Indian Flag in 1943 and finally Indian
occupation after 1947. The picture gallery, the
hanging area, the models and the cells are all
silent reminders of the supreme sacrifice made
by our freedom fighters. Veer Savarkar’s cell is
on the 2nd floor. There are only 3 wings now and
the other wings have now been converted into
hospitals. Outside there are 2 eternal flames that
greet us — Vande Mataram and Swatantra Jyoti
which are powered by gas cylinders sponsored
by the Indian Oil Corporation. The old ‘Peepal
Tree’ outside which had played a key role in the
Light and Sound Show as a narrator, has been a

mute spectator to all the events here.

For me, it was a fitting finale to our visit and
served as a pilgrimage, where we humbly
bowed our heads to all those souls who were
incarcerated here. Today, as we enjoy our
freedom and even abuse it at times, let us spare a

thought for those who died so that we may live.

A last visit to the Aquarium and our sojourn at
Andamans ended with sweet and salty
memories. It was an unforgettable experience
and I am proud that the Indian Government has

maintained these islands well.

(PS The Nicobar Islands are prohibited to
tourists as they are inhabited by the tribals.)
