T he fifty seven feet statue
of Bhagawan
Gomateshwara a visual

be the tallest monolithic
structure in the world. Endowed with divine
grace and perfect features, Gomateshwara
Statue atop Vindhyagiri, at Shravanabelagola is
a supreme symbol of Ahimsa and Sacrifice.
Ahimsa brings happiness, Sacrifice ushers in
Peace. The serene expressiveness in the face,
luminosity and calm vitality will always
enlighten the lives of Devotees.

The Mahamastakabhisheka of world
renouned Gomateshwara Swami atop
Chandragiri Hill Shravanabelagola, Hassan
district Karnataka will be performed during
February 17th to 26th 2018. This Grand Bath,
the Head anointing Ceremony performed once
in 12 years is a very sacred event, attracts
Devotees from all over the country and abroad.
The event itselfis unique, customs and practices
performed during the first Mastakabhisheka
held on March 13th 981 A.D. are being followed

now also.

Bahubali is the son of Rishabanatha the first
Thirthankara of Jainism. Rishabanath was the
King of Ikshuvaku Dynsty Ayodhya.
Rishabanath desired to become a Monk,
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distributed his kingdom between his hundred
sons. Bharatha the eldest getting vinitha
Ayodya, while Bahubali got asmaka in south,
the other 98 brothers abdicated their portion and
became Jain Monks. Bahubali was blessed with
extraordinary power and sturdy body did not
accept the all conquering Bharatha, who became
a Chakravarthy and wanted to annexe
Bahubali's Kingdom. Peace loving Bahubali
wanted to avoid the war. Their Mantri's
proposed that both Bharatha and Bahubali fight
it out by way of Dhrishti Yuddha- staring at each
other without blinking, Jala Yuddha, forcibly
splashing water on each others face and by way
of Malla Yuddha Bharatha agreed for the fight.
Bahubali defeated his brother in all the three
forms and won the war but at the alter of victory
he did not rejoice, instead victory caused him
utmost sadness. Bahubali realised the futility of
war, pomp, prestige, worldly position and
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pleasure. Bahubali embraced the puritanical life
of a Monk. He undertook severe penance in
remourse and even shed his clothes, attained
Kayoustarga position, standing still in severe
meditation. Creepers and Ant hills grew around
him but Bahubali did not relent until he attained

enlightenment.

The Statue

Bhagawan Gomateshwara Statue depicted in
the upright position of meditation known as
Kayostarga, that is practised to attain salvation
by renunciation, self restraint and complete
dominance over ego. The Digambara form is
typical of Jains and it symbolizes one's victory
over worldly attachment and desires which
limits their spiritual ascent towards divinity. The
Statue has ringlets, curly hair, elongated ears,
eyes are open in a face with perfectly chistled
features, exhibiting a faint smile . His face,
smile and posture embody calm vitality of
ascetic detachment . The base of the Statue
depicts an Ant hill and a creeper is entwined
around both his legs and arms blossoming into
flowers in the upper arms. The monolithic
Statue stands on a carved lotus flower, as
symbol of his childhood and divinity.

The Inscriptions at the base of the statue
Gomateshwara, states that Ganga ruler
Rachamalla's General and commander in Chief
Chavundaraya's Mother- Kallaladevi saw a
huge statue of Gomateshwara in her dreams.
Chavundaraya was also known by the name

N
Gommateswara, decided to build a Statue and
named it as  Gomateshwara at
Shravanabelagola, already sanctified by the
Jains. According to another legend
Chavundaraya arrived at this place over
shadowed by two hills, Chandragiri and
Vindhyagiri with a pond in between on a
pilgrimage with his mother. In a vivid dream,
Chavundaraya saw himself shoot an arrow from
the summit of Chandragiri to the adjacent hill as
directed by Kushmandini Yakshi and the figure
of Gomateshwara flashed from the spot the
arrow hit . Then he commissioned the carving of
the same Image from a granite monolith under
the supervision of sage Arishtanemi between
980 and 983 A.D., between the two hills around
the pond was named as Shravanabelagola,
Shravana meaning Saint, Belagola means White
Pond.

The historical association of Jainism with
Karnataka dates back to third century B.C.
Jainism one of the oldest religion of the world,
like Buddhisim, also originated in Indo
Gangatic Plains. It came down to South India
from Kalinga through Andhra and Tamil Nadu
to Karnataka. Jainism enjoyed the patronage of
Kadambas of Banavasi, Gangas of Talakadu,
Chalukyas of Badami and Pallavas of Kanchi. It
is believed that Lord Rama paid homage to Jain
Monks in South India on his way to Lanka . The
Tamil Epic Silappatikaram was written by
Ilango Adigal a Jain. The main Characters here,
Kannagi and Kovalan were also Jains.
Silappatikaram one of the five great epics of

Tamil Literature, is held in high regard by the
Tamil People. Jainism was prevalent in South as
a tragedy in North India gave a big push for
Jainism to flourish. In third century B.C Ujjain
served as a capital for Mauryan dynasty. Jain
Acharya Bhadrabahu predicted a twelve year
famine in the North. Bhadra Bahu with twelve
thousand disciples including Chandra Gupta
Maurya, who converted into Jainism migrated
to Karnataka and led rest of their life in
Karnataka. Karnataka has got many Jain
Monuments like Basadis and Gommateshwara
Statues. The statue in Karkala in Udupi district
is 42 feet heigh and was crafted during 1430
A.D, Dharmasthala Statue 39 feet in Dakshina
Kannada district, 1973 A.D. Venur in Dakshin
Kannada 35 feet 1604 and Gommatagiri 20 feet,
Mysore district 12th century. In addition to this
the Thousand Pillared Basadi in Moodabidiri
Dakshina Kannada district is said to be one of its
kind in the World.

The Ceremony

This Celestial Bath, Maha Mastakabisheka
is very unique and has to be performed as per the
set procedure. Shri. CharuKeerthi Bhattaraka
Swamiji, Petaadhipati of Shravanbelagola Mutt
has supervised earlier three Mastakaabhishekas
in 1981-1993, and the 2006 will supervise the
ensueing 2018 Mastakaabhisheka. Shri
CharuKeerthi Bhattaarka Swamiji, born in
Varanga near Karkala in undivided Dakshina
Kannada(Childhood name Rathnavarma) is
proficient in Kannada, English, Sanskrit and

Hindi language. The Swamiji has translated
Dhavala Granthas in Prakrit into Kannada. The
Mahamastakabhisheka of 2018 will be
inaugurated on 7th February 2018 and
Mastakaabhisheka ceremony will be held
between 17th February to 25th February 2018.
The closing ceremony will be held on 26th
February. In view of the top security concern
during the ceremony the scaffolding usually
built using wooden pillars, planks and bamboos,
this time with the latest German Ring Lock
system the gallary will be prepared . The
Swamiji says about 6000 Devotees can be
accommodated daily during the ceremony in
this Hitech gallery. This technology is being
used for the first time in a mega Religious
function any where in the world. Along with
this, two special Lifts are being installed to take
the Pilgrims onto the top of the hill. Twelve
temporary satellite Towns are being built to
accommodate Pilgrims in nearby places and
other related infrastructure works, expected to
be completed by 15th January 2018.

The grand ceremony will start on February
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17th 2018. Devotees and other Pilgrims will
climb the scaffolding reverentially to perform
the Abhisheka. The first day Abhisheka,
Prathama Khalasa will be the previlage of the
highest bidder. The first abhisheka being water
brought from various sacred rivers, 108
Khalasas will be offered on the first day. Rest of
the days, 1008 Khalasas will be offered. After
this the Statue will be anointed with mixture of
sugarcane juice, Milk, sugar, curds, various
kinds of Pulses and saffron, pancha Kajjaya,
flower petals, turmeric and sandal wood powder
along with vermillion. Devotees also offer
precious stones, silver and gold. There are free
Khalasas for the People who cannot afford to
pay. They have to register their details in

advance.

Shri Charu Keerthi Bhattaraka Swamiji who
supervised the thousand year celebration of
installation of Gommateshwara Statue, in 1981
says that apart from the Religious aspect, as part
of ceremony Social service and Jana Kalyana
programmes are also undertaken. Free cataract
operations done for about 1000 Patients
Artificial limbs given to over 400 needy People,
a 50 Bed children Hospital constructed,
Engineering collage opened where students get
admission without donation, utilizing the funds
accrued during Mastakabisheka 2006. Now

their aim is to collect enough funds during 2018
ceremony to build another 2000 Bed Hospital
says the Swamiji. Shiksha and Seva being the
motto, the funds will be used for charity says

the Swamiji. “Here we do Jana Kalyana as
taught by Bahubali, he won a battle without use
of weapons. He knew the value of disarmament
and peace. So, with such rich tradition and
spiritual teachings, India can be Vishwa Guru -
World Spiritual Leader” said Shri.Charukeerthi
Bhattaraka Swamiji.We marvell with awe at the
majestic and timeless Statue. The ceremony had
to leap across centuries, time and sensibilities.
Apart from the religious aspect, social service
and Jana Kalyana programmes are also
undertaken. The Prakrit language institute of the
Mutt is likely to be elavated as a Prakrit
University soon. According a saying
“Generosity is giving more than you can, and
pride is taking less than you need”. There is no
parallel where the vanquinshed gets all that is
won by the winner, in sqerifising everything
won by hard fought three pronged war.
