Fluid World and Human Frailty

The world is not merely a stage but a vast play
ground where multiple games are played with
countless "tricks of the trade". People think of
permanence but nothing is permanent and none
is perfect. Nonetheless, none is bereft of unique
quality of one's own. Circumstances and
chances impact human behaviour and life. A
moderate degree of "poverty" or deprivation of
human wants compels people to be restless to
satisfy their wants and make improvement. The
people around in the environment kindle
multiplied desire. Deprivation propels humans
to progress. As human wants which are
unlimited get multiplied because of the
"demonstration effect" of the more well-to-do
sections in the society, people tend to become
ambitious which spur them into action.

'Manu smriti' apart, advices from sources
like religious scriptures, epics, preachings of
priests, poets, swamis, and so forth have been
etched in people's minds. It is difficult to forget
them. One such impression is the lesson that one
imbibes is never to meddle with the affairs of
others even if the problems confronted by them
crave for solutions without decisive people
around. As people go by their upbringing and
keep away, it becomes a social issue. For
instance, helping road accident victims. It could
happen that when one helps multiple side-issues
might crop up unknowingly. Also, people may
not show appreciation for such initiative. The
authorities might find fault with a good
samaritan, for in critical situations ignorance or
absence of adequate time or anxiety clouds the
thinking of the helping person to keep the

authorities concerned informed and take them
on board.

Again, invariably whatever help one had
extended is forgotten.

They may think that they have not to
return the help taken on return basis, say, money.
Rightly, as Shakespeare's Hamlet says, neither
be a borrower nor a lender be, for sooner or later,
you lose the friendship. At times, for reasons
psychological, the helped one might become a
sort of enemy who prefers not to speak good of
the giver.

Interestingly, on the other hand, an
individual may get support from unknown and
unexpected quarters. On occasions, those who
were helped might not help but unknown might
extend help at crucial situations. Once at
Chennai because of the huge traffic jam, the
writer left the car and started walking with bag
in hand; then a God-sent unknown man hailed
him and took him along to the airport where as
he entered inside the plane, its door closed
behind. Another such instance to cite. As
writer's son was not getting admission to KG

class in a school and he lost hope but he wished
to make a final attempt by meeting the principal
of the school. Perchance, principal's wife
happened to pass by and could assume that the
writer might be there for seeking admission.

This
paved the way for long relationship with the
school.

Often, careers, marriages or almost all
human affairs are matters accidental even in
village India's joint families. Who is key for a
marriage or a relationship is beyond
imagination as most people, to begin with, raise
the subject casually. In arranged marriages too,
there are chancy likes or dislikes; the
relationships might or might not be successful.
Further, youngsters mostly do not know what
they do with their life or which profession they
enter into. Chance encounters or observations
lead to unique stories of their own. As in the
films, most marriages, arranged or otherwise,
are accidental meetings of the couple or friends
or relatives or strangers but the married couples
carrying on life for decades; some of them make
history. This is the beauty and charm of life.
Some accept it as chance, some as destiny or yet
others as mystery or of God's makings.

The "worldly" success is measured in terms
of riches, without giving credence to the efforts
put in and individual qualities and attainments
in non-monetary arena. A gentle person might
not consider it appropriate to publicise his
attainments and feel shy of self-
aggrandisement. Whereas those who had
worldly success give wide publicity as their
style of functioning by throwing their weight

around. They may devote monetary, personal
and material resources as also contacts to make
their material success known to as wide a circle
as possible. Itis their thinking that makes it so. If
one is quiet he is considered by some as an
"idiot" who does not know to project and
promote himself whereas some others feel that
he is God's best creation, for he is sober,
dignified and decent. Again, judging a person
with a few good qualities could prove wrong, for
his masked bad qualities could outweigh the
former. It is the sum-total of good and bad
qualities observed over a period that could
provide a guide. An added dimension is that a
good person could adopt bad means at different
points in time either on his own or because of
peer pressure from his intimate circle or out of
sheer emotional attachment.

Change is the essence of life in this world. A
human being could change inter-temporally,
inter-circumstantially, inter-personally or inter-
objectively depending on his state of mind
which is influenced by swings of mood. An
innovative mind looks ahead of likely
developments in futuristic time-lines and it
wants to adjust itself to evolving changes. Be it
the impulsive starting point of relativity or
gravitation theory, initially common sense picks
it up and the mind goes on drawing trajectory of
the growth process by way of a chain of
sequential events that sets the stage of reaching
the requisite sophistication so as to arrive at the
ultimate 'product' or service for acceptance and
be in social currency. Everything has its place
but in the final reckoning everything is transient
in this dynamic universe.
