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Minutes of the Extra Ordinary General Body Meeting of
Bunts’ Sangha Bangalore held on Saturday, the 09th December 2017
at Radhabai Thimmappa Bhandary Auditorium at 2.30 pm.

In terms of the EGM notice, President, Sri D.
Chandrahas Rai on confirmation that there being no
quorum at 2.30 pm. to conduct the EGM proceedings as
per article IIT 2 (V) of the Bye-laws, adjourned the
meeting to be re-convened at 03.00pm.

President, Sri D. Chandrahas Rai called the meeting
to order at 3.00 pm and welcomed all the members
present in the meeting. The following agenda was taken

up.

Agenda 1- Invocation
The proceedings began with a prayer by Mr. K.
Nagendra

Agenda 2- Welcome address by the President:

The President Sri D. Chandrahas Rai welcomed all
the members to the Extra Ordinary General Body
meeting. The President said that, we should be grateful
to late Smt. Radhabai & Thimmappa Bhandary for
donating this beautiful land for our Sangha and also to
late Sri K. Sanjeev Shetty who donated land for Senior
Citizen home near Nelamangala. The President thanked
Sri R.N. Shetty, SriK. Prakash Shetty and other senior
members for their significant contribution for the
development of our Sangha and said that we should
remember each one of them.

The President said that, this EGM is convened to
discuss and adopt the Annual Accounts with the report
of the Auditors for the period 01.04.2016 to 31.03.2017
which was deferred in the last AGM held on
30.07.2017. Another item Agenda for this meeting is the
proposed amendment brought to our existing
Memorandum of Association and Bye-laws. President
requested the members to deliberate and decide.

Agenda 3. To adopt the Audited Annual
Accounts and report of the Auditor for the period
01.04.2016 t0 31.03.2017.

Sri B. Anandram Shetty, Treasurer presented the
Annual Accounts for the year 2016-17 along with the
report of Statutory Auditor, Sri U.K.Hegde.

Treasurer informed that, in pursuance of the
resolution passed in the Annual General Body Meeting
held on 30.07.2017, an Accounts Verification
Committee was formed and the report of the said
committee was placed before the Governing Council in
its meeting held on 23.09.2017. The Governing Council
recommended to pass the BSRNSV Silver Jubilee
Accounts with following resolution;

“Though there were certain procedural lapses,
with no financial loss to the institution it was
resolved to avoid such lapses in future and maintain
accounting system & procedures without any
deviation”.

The Treasurer informed that, the said report and
resolution were placed before the Executive Committee
meeting held on 08.10.2017 and EC approved and
decided to place the same before the next EGM to be
convened. The report of the Verification Committee,
resolution of the Governing Council and the approval of
the Executive Committee were sent to our Statutory
Auditor Sri U.K.Hegde, whose report is placed before
this General Body. Treasurer informed that, Sri
U.K.Hegde himself is present in this general body and
requested the General Body to adopt the Balance Sheet
and Income & Expenditure Account for the year 2016-
17.

Sri K. Jayaram Sooda Mem.No.CL269 said that, in
the last AGM accounts were not passed due to some
technical reason. He said that, it is improper on the part
of seven Past Presidents to have directly communicated
with the members with regard to the school silver
jubilee accounts other issues without even attempting to
find solutions through dialogues with the present
Managing Committee.

Sri T. Amarnath Hegde, Mem. No. CL1645
suggested that, the report of Accounts Verification
Committee should have been circulated to all the
members. The Treasurer clarified that, instead the
auditor’s report is circulated to all the members.

Sri M. Ashok Shetty said that, I came to know that I
was nominated as one of the members of Accounts

Verification Committee through a letter. But, as a
Chartered Accountant [ can’t verify the Auditor’s
observations. But, Internal Auditor has pointed out
some lapses point by point, we have to send these points
as Questionnaire to the concerned staff for clarification/
justification. If we were to find any lapses, the
management should take necessary action against the
concerned person if required. He said that, Statutory
Auditor Sri U.K.Hegde pointed out some lapses, such as
excess of expenditure over the allotted budget, payment
without prior approval and quotation. He requested to
pass the accounts as there is no financial loss to the
institution. Further, he suggested to restore the advisory
committees which were existed earlier to assist the
Governing Council for the better administration of the
school.

Treasurer informed that, we had requested to form
various committees to assist the Governing Council, but
Chairman did not agree with that. Treasurer further said
that, whatever procedural lapses occurred was not
intentional and there is no financial loss to the
institution.

President informed that, we have issued show cause
notices to the Principal and Accounts Manager seeking
explanations for the procedural lapses. Principal left the
institution without any intimation to us. Accounts
Manager replied that,she has not intentionally violated
the procedures but acted as per the instructions of the
Chairman Governing Council and also stated that, she
had followed earlier practice.

Sri K. Pramodchandra Bhandary enquired as to who
is the signatory to the purchase orders of BSRNSV?.

Hon. Secretary replied that, as a past ex-officio
member of the Governing Council you are well aware
how school purchases are done. During your tenure the
purchase orders were signed jointly by the Principal &
the Convenor. When we took charge we ensured that
such wrong procedures were streamlined. Hon.
Secretary also said that, there may be some minor
procedural lapses in BSRNSV Silver Jubilee accounts
due to shortage of time.

Sri A.N.Shetty said that, as the EC had passed the
Account, we will approve the same. He also said that, as
the school Silver Jubilee accounts is part of the AGM
proceedings, we must pass the accounts now.

Sri H. Shankar Shetty Mem.No. LM 1528 said that,
there were some admitted procedural lapses in
BSRNSYV accounts and even cash payments were also
made without prior approval. In future such procedural
lapses should not be allowed and necessary action
should be taken against the concerned persons. Every
time successive Executive Committee commits
procedural lapses and come to general body to seek
exoneration with the plea that, it was done in good faith.
He said that, this procedure should be stopped.

Sri B. Sudhakar Shetty Mem. No. 2348 said that, in
the page 18, point No. G. the auditor has stated that,
“The Sangha has invested a sum of Rs.6,17,07,355/-
towards purchase of land measuring 9 acres 01 guntas
(cost Rs.5,60,00,000 + registration and stamp duty
Rs.57,07,355/-) at Yalachaguppe Village. Though the
purchase price was Rs.5,60,00,000/- the stamp duty and
registration charges were paid on the value as
determined by the Sub-Registrar. As the payment and
possession of the land is complete, the same has been
shown under Fixed Assets at cost”. Sri B. Sudhakar
Shetty said that, out of the 9 acres, 1 guntas of land 14
guntas are encroached by the adjacent land lord and in
our possession there is only 8 acres 27 guntas. Mr. K.
Ramesh Kumar Jain is also demanding Rs.50 lakhs
along with interest @ 18% to settle the case.

Dr. B. Tharanath Hegde, Mem. No. CL795 said that,
in the last AGM we have discussed elaborately about
the accounts. Now we will pass the accounts, But,
somebody should take responsibility for the procedural
lapses. Every time, they are violating the procedures
and we are passing the accounts. The Governing
Council is responsible for spending excess budget and
all the G.C. members including Chairman should come
to general body and take the responsibility of answering
member’s queries.

Further he said that, none of the members of the
Governing Council other than ex-officio members are
present in this general body, who should have taken up
the responsibility of answering the members.

The Treasurer said that, in the meeting of the
Governing Council, the Chairman said that, he will take
the responsibility of answering the general body. The
President said that, there is no financial loss to the
institution and the general body can pass the accounts.
We will maintain transparency in future.

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Sri Suresh Hegde K. Mem. No.1108 (Page no. 19,
pointJ. Charity & Other activities: Youth Wing) raised
the issue of Alvas Samskruthika Vaibhava. Hon.
Secretary said that, you were in a responsible post and
you are well aware about how donations are accepted.
For Alvas Samskruthika Vaibhava programme, all the
donations collected were accounted for some of the
expenses were sponsored and the payments were made
directly to the parties by the sponsorers.

Sri A.N.Shetty, Mem. No. CL008692 said that,
Governing Council is answerable to the EC and EC is
answerable to the members. He said that, henceforth all
the sponsorers should make their sponsorship to the
Sangha and all the payments should be made through
Sangha only. Sri A.N.Shetty once again requested to
pass the accounts.

The President said that, for everything the Principal
and Accounts Manager used to go to the Chairman G.C.
directly. Now these practices are gradually stopped and
we are directly interacting with the Chairman.

Sri B. Sathyodaya Hegde, Mem.No. CL.1354
requested the general body to pass the accounts.

Sri H. Shankar Shetty, Mem.No. LM 1528 said that,
even after show cause notice, the Principal has not
replied and left without any information to the Bunts’
Sangha Management. Hence, in this EGM we should
pass a resolution to withhold his service benefits. Sri
Ashok Shetty said that, AGM should not pass such
resolution and EC may take appropriated action.

Sri Amarnath R. Hegde, Mem. No. CL2803 said
that, it is accepted that there were procedural lapses in
the Silver Jubilee Accounts and now it has come for
approval. After deliberations this general body is
approving the accounts without suggesting any action
to be taken for such lapses. This has been happening
repeatedly and he requested the general body to put an
end to this.

Sri Raviraj S. Shetty, Mem. No. CL3800 said that,
for all the problems you are pointing at Governing
Council. But the 3 ex-officio members are also in the
Governing Council, as such we cannot hold only Sri
R.N.Shetty responsible for such lapses.

After deliberations, the Audited Annual Accounts
and report of the Auditor for the period 01.04.2016 to
31.03.2017 was approved, proposed by Sri A.N.Shetty
and seconded by Dr. B.Tharanath Hegde.

Agenda 4. Discussion and approval of Bye-law
amendment of the Sangha.

Hon. Secretary proposed the Bye-law amendment
with a correction in the EGM notice, i.e.

Page No. 50 6th Row 4th column, (SI. No.16)
‘General Body may appoint Special Sub-Committees
approved by the AGM get automatically dissolved on
the election of the new Office Bearers and the Executive
Committee’ should be deleted and read as no change.

Hon. Secretary said that, the Executive Committee
has taken a decision to amend the Bye-laws and rules
and regulations of our Sangha. In this connection the EC
has constituted a Bye-Law Amendment committee
consisting of Sri H. Shankar Shetty — Chairman, Dr. Y.
Umanath Shetty — Co-ordinator, Sri K. Bhagavandas
Rai, Sri Santosh Shetty & Sri B. Sudhakar Shetty as
members and the Committee had submitted a report to
the EC. After the discussion in the Executive
Committee meeting and with EC’s observation the
recommendation is placed before the general body.
Hon. Secretary informed that, the Bye-law amendment
is circulated in 3 columns, i.e. Existing Bye-law,
proposed amendment and recommendations by the
Executive Committee. Hon. Secretary said that, Sri H.
Shankar Shetty will present the amendment proposal to
general body.

At this point Sri A.N.Shetty Mem. No. CL8692,
referred page 55, Article XV : amendments column, 4th
paragraph ‘No amendments to the Memorandum of
Association and Bye-laws shall be made which may
prove to be repugnant to the provisions of section 2(15),
11, 12, 13 and 80G of the Income Tax Act, 1961 or any
modification thereof and to that extent shall be deemed
to be invalid’ and raised his point of order. He said that,
as we are getting 80 G benefit, we have to take prior
permission from the Income Tax and asked that,
whether the permission is taken or not.

Sri A.N.Shetty referred page No.37, ii) Every
person whose name appears in the approved list of
member as on 3 1st March immediate prior to two years
who is present in person shall have one vote’ and raised
his point of order. He asked whether you are having
eligible members list for voting in this EGM.

CA. Ashok Shetty, Mem. No.CL. 2080 said that, we
have submitted our bye-law copy to the Income Tax
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department and on that basis they gave I.T. benefit

under 80 G. If we want to amend the bye-law, we have to
take prior permission from the Income Tax authority.

CA. U.K. Hegde, Mem. No. CL207 clarified that,
first we have to place the amendment proposal before
the EGM and the approved amendment should be
submitted to the I.T. department. For improvement of
any charitable purpose the I.T. department may not
object.

Sri K.Ajith Hegde, Mem. No.CL 1970 said that, first
we have to take approval from the general body for
amendment and approved copy may be sent to the I.T.
Department. We are not amending any clause which
affects the 80 G benefit.

President said that, earlier we have amended the
bye-law and we have not taken prior permission from
the I.T. department.

Sri Kaup Divakar Shetty said that, when he was the
Chairman of Bye-law amendment committee, we have
not taken prior permission from the I.T. Department. We
have submitted the amendment copy to the Registrar of
Societies and I.T. department.

Hon. Secretary said that, we are bringing this
amendment proposal for the benefit of members and we
can take-up the agenda now.

Sri Harish Kumar Shetty, Mem. No.CL217 said
that, he will agree with Sri U.K.Hegde and said that we
can amend the bye-law. He said that, we should be ready
with proper list of members up to 31.03.2015 for voting
in this EGM and new members are not allowed for
voting. He also said that amendment should be
presented by the Executive Committee only and the
particular sub-committee can give report to the
Executive Committee and EC should present the report
before the EGM.

Sri A.N.Shetty said that, EC can take anybody’s
help to present it to the General Body. But, you have to
specify the reason for wherever the modification is
proposed.

Sri Raviraj S. Shetty Mem. No. CL3800 said that, in
our existing bye-law there is no clarity about the voting.
Once the members attend the general body by signing
the attendance register they become parties to all the
decisions taken in that particular general body. So, we
should take the majority opinion and take the decision.

CA. Ashok Shetty said that, we cannot allow all the

members to vote. Only members present here and
whose name appears in the approved list of member as
on 31st March immediate prior to two years are eligible
to vote in this EGM.

Sri B.L.N.Hegde, Mem. No. CL349 said that, it will
be a problem if anybody complains about violating the
procedures.

Hon. Secretary clarified that, we should not divide
the members in the name of procedure/ law as all the
members of Bunts Sangha Bangalore are participating
in this EGM in the interest of the Sangha. So, we will not
force this general body for voting rather we will take the
decisions on consensus.

Hon. Secretary said that, Chairman of the
amendment committee will present the amendment to
the AGM on behalf of the Executive Committee and
requested Sri H. Shankar Shetty to present the bye-law
amendment to the EGM.

Sri H. Shankar Shetty, Mem.No. LM 1528 said that,
I have been entrusted the job of drafting the bye-law
along with my team. He said that, his interest is only the
Sangha. He said that, according to a decision given by
the Hon’ble High Court of Karnataka, a society
registered under the said act shall have 3 main
documents;

1. Memorandum of Association

2. Rules & Regulations —as contained in the Act which
has only 28 sections.

3. Bye-law

Sri Ashok Shetty said that, the Sangha is run by
Rules & Regulations of the Sangha as per page no.30,
clause 4, so we do not need bye-law. Our Bye-law is
named as Rules & Regulations, otherwise we have to
change the memorandum.

Sri H.Shankar Shetty informed that, Rules &
Regulations and Bye-law’s are bifurcated.

Sri Kaup Diwakar Shetty said that, in the old book
Rules & Regulations and Bye-law’s are printed
together. Sri A.N.Shetty said that, Rules and
Regulations are to run the Sangha as per the act. Bye-
law is to run the Sangha and is made for administrative
purpose. We will go as per the existing Bye-law with
minimum changes.

After deliberations it was decided to change the
heading in page 30, 5th Row, 2nd Column i.e. ‘Bye-
laws of the Sangha’ as ‘Rules & Regulations of the
Bunts’ Sangha Bangalore’.

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ARTICLE VI: SUB-COMMITTEES

1.| The Executive Committee may constitute any

sub-committee as a part of the activities of the
Sangha and assign them subject to under its
overall direction such of the activities of the
Sangha as it may consider convenient and
advantageous in the implementation of the
objects of the Sangha.

Those who desire to become member of any of
the sub -committee should primarily be a
member in any of the categories defined in
clause 3. However in case of Youth Wing he or
she should have completed 18 years and be
below 35 years of age.

1.

The Sub-committees are recommendatory
bodies, constitution of which shall be by invoking
Rules & Regulations provisions IV(4) (ii) (o) or VI
(3). The Executive Committee members may
also be nominated as Co-ordinator/ Convernor
of Sub-committees so constituted.

The sub-committee so constituted shall consist of
members of the Sangha who evince interest in
taking part in the activities of the Sangha.
However in case of Youth Wing he/she should
have completed 18 years, but not above the age
of 35 years.

2.| The duties and responsibilities of the Office

bearers of the Sangha mentioned elsewhere in
these Rules stand modified so far as it relates
to the affairs of and activities of the sub-
committee to the extent delegated by the
Executive Committee and they shall be
responsible for the administration.

.| All the Sub-Committees shall function as

recommendatory bodies and shall conduct
their activities under the overall control,
direction and with the approval of the
Executive Committee.

3.| The Office Bearers shall nominate the

Chairman/Chair-person of the various Sub -
committees from among the members of the
Executive Committee to head each of the Sub-
Committees. However Chairman of the Special
Sub-Committee need not necessarily be from
the Executive Committee.

.| On constitution of a new Executive

Committee in the elections held from time to
time the Office Bearers shall nominate the
Chairpersons of the various Sub-committees from
among the Executive Committee members. The
nomination and the allotment of portfo lios so
made shall be binding on all the Executive
Members. However, in case of necessity to
form sub -committees other than the Sub-
committees which are in vogue, shall be
formed by the Executive Committee by
invoking its power IV, 4. ii) o).

4.| The pro cess of formation of various Sub-

committees commences with the nomination
of the Chairman/Chair -person, of the Sub-
Committees.

.| The process of formation of various Sub-

committees in vogue commences with the
nomination of the Chair-person and allotment of
portfolios of the sub -committees by the Office
Bearers. In case of special sub -committee formed
in pursuance of the resolution passed in the
General Body meeting or in the Executive
Committee it shall commence in terms of the
tenor of such resolution.

6.| The Chairman/ Chair -person shall constitute

their respective Sub-Committees by
nominating minimum of seven and maximum
of twelve members with the approval of
Executive Committee. Each Sub-Committee
shall have a Convener nominated by the
Chairman to co-ordinate the activities/
programmes.

.| The Chairperson of respective sub-committee

shall nominate a Convenor and a maximum of 15
persons who are members of the Sangha as sub-
committee members and the same shall be
approved by the Executive Committee.

All suits, complaints and applications by or
against the Sangha in any Court or office
whatsoever shall be instituted or filled in the
name of the Sangha under the Signature of
the President or Honorary Secretary. All the
suit/proceedings against the Sangha shall be
instituted in Bangalore City only where the
registered office of the Sangha is situated.

All suits, complaints and applications by or
against the Sangha in any Court or office
whatsoever shall be instituted or filled/ defended
in the name of the Sangha under the Signature of
the President/ Hon.  Secretary. All the
suit/proceedings against the Sangha shall be
instituted in Bangalore City only where the
registered office of the Sangha is situated.

ARTICLE XIII:

MINU

TE BOOKS

Minute Book or Books shall be kept, in which
shall be recorded the proceedings of every
meeting of General Body, Executive
Committee, sub-committees duly signed by the
President/Chairman of the respective
meetings. The recorded minutes of the
meetings shall be conclusive evidence of the
transaction taken at that meeting.

Separate Minutes Book shall be kept, to record
the proceedings / decisions of the General Body,
Executive Committee and Sub -Committee
meetings and the minutes so recorded shall be
signed by the President / Chairman of the
respective meeting. The recorded minutes of the
meeting duly signed by the President /
Chairperson shall be the conclusive evidence of
business transacted at that meeting. Only
members submitting requisition in writing
seeking copies of the minutes correspondences
shall be furnished.

ARTICLE XIV: INDEMNITY

The Office Bearers of the Sangha and Board
shall be kept indemnified and harmless
against any action, cost, charges, losses,
damages, demand or | iability arising against
them for any acts, done in good faith pursuant
to the power and authority vested in them

The Office Bearers and Executive committee
members of the Sangha shall act honestly,
accountably and transparently applying their
utmost diligence in all their acts done for and on
behalf of the Sangha. They shall be held
responsible for all their acts committed
detrimental to the interest of the Sangha. They
shall discharge all their duties corresponding to
the powers vested with them in good faith
without any dereliction.
