For a minute look in the
mirror and imagine your face
with no teeth. While a

Why are teeth important?

Food is essential for man to survive and
teeth help us tear that food into smaller pieces.
The presence of different shapes of teeth,
namely the sharp incisors which help in tearing
or cutting food and the premolars and molars
that help grind food, together with the tongue
help mix food with saliva and digestive
enzymes that are inherent in saliva. That
perhaps explains how nature prepared us to be
omnivores, both plant and meat eaters and gave
us both sharp and flat teeth. This variety of
shapes of teeth aids in two ways, it helps man
choose a different consistency of food thereby
giving him essential nutrients and it also helps to
start digestion such that the process is continued
better in the stomach. You might remember that
we were always told to sit down and chew our
food slowly before we swallow.

Children have smaller teeth called as milk or
deciduous teeth. This is because their jaw size is
smaller and their diet, both in terms of quality
and quantity is still evolving. At the age of five
to seven, the first permanent teeth namely the
central incisors and the first permanent molars
start erupting to help chew the child’s

increasingly hard diet and the process continues
till about fourteen when all the milk teeth have
been replaced. Around seventeen to twenty two,
the wisdom teeth erupt right at the back end of
the upper and lower jaws and are called so only
because they erupt last. Thus nature gifted us
with two sets of teeth unless we are careless and
we need the doctor to give us a third set!

In addition to chewing, teeth help us in the
important action of speaking. Try saying
“thing”,“fruit” or “victory” and you’ll realise
the tongue touched against the upper teeth or the
lower lip. Teeth together with the tongue and
lips help regulate the quantity of air coming out
of the mouth, helping in clear pronunciation of
words.

This brings us to another important function
of teeth, the appearance of the individual. If our
world acclaimed beauty queens didn’t have a
good set of teeth, it was unlikely that they would
have won their titles irrespective of their other
several attributes. The presence of a healthy,
clean set of teeth make a huge difference to your
smile and therefore the confidence of the
individual. We treat many accomplished
patients who lack confidence and cover their

mouth while smiling.

What happens when teeth are diseased or
lost? All of the above are compromised in
addition to the patient being in pain of varying
intensity and could become a social recluse due
to bad breath. Therefore, preventive oral health

Some of the common dental problems
include dental decay, inflammation or infection
of the gum tissue (periodontium) occlusal wear,
impacted third molars, crooked teeth and
various pathologies including different types of
cancers in the mouth.

1. Useofasofttooth brush to brush all surfaces
of your teeth in a circular motion, every
twelve hours, to ensure the bacteria
naturally residing in our mouth do not
become pathologic. Do not forget to brush
your tongue, a major source of bacteria
laden plaque.

2. Use of floss or interdental brushes and
mouthwash to clean between the teeth

3. A biannual visit to the dentist to get a
professional cleaning done and have any
problem solved when still small.

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Agenda 3- Welcome Address by the President

The President Sri D. Chandrahas Rai welcomed all the Office Bearers, Executive Committee
members, senior members, Past Presidents, Secretaries, Donors and members of the Sangha.

President said that, we have to remember late Radhabai & Thimmappa Bhandary for
contributing this beautiful land and all our elders who had contributed to the development of this
prestigious Sangha. Late Sri K. Srinivas Alva worked day and night to build this beautiful
auditorium. Late [.M.Jayaram Shetty had taken a bold decision in constructing of the school
building in a very short period and because of his vision now we have earned name and fame to our
BSRNSV School. President remembered the generous contribution of Dr. R. N. Shetty and Sri K.
Prakash Shetty and all the donors and thanked all the past Presidents, Office Bearers and donors for
their contribution for the growth of our Sangha. The President briefed about the activities under
taken during the tenure of 2 years and said that, our committee had put the best efforts for the growth
of'the Sangha.

The President said that, as per the decision taken in the EGM on 09.04.2017 to settle the legal
issue Yalachaguppe land and after long legal battle we had succeeded in settling the case through
court by paying Rs.75 lakhs to Sri Ramesh Kumar Jain. The President thanked Sri R.N. Shetty, Sri
K. Prakash Shetty, Chairman, Sri Devdas Rai and members of Project Committee Mr.Sudhakar
Adappa, Sri Sandeep Rai, Mr. Ravi Kumar, Office Bearers and Executive Committee members for
their support in settling the case.

The President said that, the general body is the platform to the members to discuss about the
development of the Sangha once in a year and requested the members to participate for healthy
discussions and follow the protocol. The President once again thanked all the donors, office bearers,
committee members, senior members and all members of the Sangha for giving their valuable
guidance and suggestions during last two years.

Agenda 4 - Ratification of the minutes of the previous AGM held on 30.07.2017 and EGM held
on 09.12.2017.

Sri K. Pramodchandra Bhandary Mem.No.CL1996 referred Pg.13, Agenda 6 regarding the
institution of endowment awards and said that, he had stated that, the donation collected towards
institution of endowment awards should be deposited in the bank as corpus fund and only the
interest generated out of the deposit should be used for giving awards. But, the donation has been
collected in the month of January and distributed in the same month.

The Hon. Secretary clarified that, we had distributed the award in the January 26th programme
as per the wish of the donor. The objective behind this is to inspire more members to come forward
for the generous contribution. The Hon. Secretary said that, the suggestion is noted and will be taken
care.

Sri K. Suresh Hegde CL1108 said that, the total strength of students studied in 2017-18 is
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mentioned as 3950 in the minutes of AGM held on 30.07.2017 where as in the Secretary report it has
mentioned as 3919 and sought clarification for the same.

The Hon. Secretary clarified that, as some of the students were left the institution in the middle
ofthe academic year, we had taken the present students strength.

Dr. B.Tharanatha Hegde, Mem.No.CL795 referred page no. 18 and said that, in the last AGM
under the agenda Any other matter, it was decided to install bust of late Sri .M. Jayaram Shetty. The
decision was taken hastily without any elaborated discussion. Dr. B. Tharanath Hegde said either
that paragraph should be deleted or we have to accept the decision of previous general body.

Sri Raviraj S. Shetty, Mem.No.CL3800 said that, the matter was discussed and the same was
minuted. There is no question of going back on that. Sri H. Shankar Shetty said that, the Action
Taken should be mentioned for each decision.

With the above, all the minutes of the AGM held on 30.07.2017 were approved and ratified. Sri
A.N.Shetty proposed and Sri K.B. Prithviraj Rai, Mem.No.497 seconded.

The Minutes of the EGM held on 09.12.2018 were approved and ratified. Sri A.N.Shetty
proposed and Sri K.B. Prithviraj Rai seconded.

Agenda 5- To Adopt the Action Taken Report of the previous AGM held on 30.07.2018 and
09.12.2017::

Sri H. Shankar Shetty Mem.No.1528 said that, in the minutes of the last AGM it is mentioned
that physical custody of F.D. bonds are with Sangha. But in the previous 2 -3 AGMs directed to
transfer the fund from BSRNSV to Sangha A/c and asked whether the Action has been taken or not.

Sri A.N. Shetty Mem.No.CL8692 said that, as the AGM is passed resolution to transfer the fund
and asked whether that resolution is submitted to bank. If the resolution is submitted to bank,
Treasurer and Chairman or Hon. Secretary can operate the accounts.

The Hon. Secretary said that, even though the fund is in BSRNSV account the fund belongs to
Sangha only as the Treasurer is the mandatory signatory for all the operations of the bank.

The Hon. Secretary said that, it is already there in the bye-law that, surplus fund has to come to
Sangha A/c only. Sri R.N.Shetty is a senior member and donor and we have nominated him as
Chairman of BSRNSV Governing Council by considering his generous contribution towards
construction of BSRNSV school building. But, we are facing practical difficulties in implementing
the decision. After many years now all the FD bonds are in the Sangha custody and it can be
transferred to Sangha account at any time. All the past Presidents are well aware of this fact and
nobody succeeded in transferring the fund to Sangha account.

Sri K. Pramodchandra Bhandary said that, the fund should be exclusively used for the education
purpose and fund should be kept in separate Education Fund Account.

The President said that, everything is running smoothly and we need not discuss the matter
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again and again.

Sri Raviraj S. Shetty, asked why the installation of the bust of late .M.Jayaram Shetty is
delayed.

The President clarified that, he had also worked as Hon. Secretary under the Presidentship of
late Sri [.M.Jayaram Shetty and has highest respect for our beloved past President. As per the
decision of last AGM the order has been placed for making of bust. As the wax image is not
matching with the original photo, further it was delayed in correcting the same. As soon the image is
ready we can go for installation.

Sri A.N.Shetty informed that, during the tenure of Sri T. Amarnath Hegde, when Sri R. Upendra
Shetty moved a resolution to install the bust of late [.M.Jayaram Shetty, the AGM directed the next
committee to place the matter in the upcoming general body as a separate agenda. Further, Sri A.N.
Shetty stated that, such important matters should be discussed as main agenda only. He requested
the members not to bring late Sri [.M.Jayaram Shetty’s name unnecessarily while discussing about
the procedural lapses in installation of bust. We should respect his contribution for the development
of our Sangha and School.

SriT. Shivananda Shetty Mem. No. CL3778 said that, when most of the past Presidents opposed
for installation of bust as this was approved in the Any other matter, the committee would have
placed the matter in the next general body as separate agenda. He asked that, after giving purchase
order, what is the necessity of placing the same in upcoming General Body.Sri Ajith Hegde
endorsed the opinion expressed by Sri T. Shivanand Shetty.

The Hon. Secretary replied that, there is no question of going back to the decision taken in the
earlier AGM as we have already placed the order for making of bust. The new committee can
formally place matter in the upcoming general body as an agenda and accordingly the place and
date can be finalized for installation of bust to fulfill the procedural norms.

Regarding the clarification sought by Sri A.N. Shetty regarding approval of Bye-law
amendment by the Income Tax Commissioner, Hon. Secretary informed that, amended bye-law
copy has been sent to the Income Tax Commissioner and received the acknowledgement without
any observations so far.

Sri H. Shankar Shetty asked what is the further action is initiated with regard to the show-cause
notice issued the ex-Principal.

The Hon. Secretary informed that, the Principal had left the institution without any official
communication about his resignation. However, the Principal has directly submitted his resignation
to the Chairman’s M.G. Road office. As he has not handed over the charge officially and not replied
to the show cause notice so far, we have not relieved him from his service also. Since, we have not
released any service benefit to him and legal action can be initiated against him.
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Sri U Rajaram Shetty, CL8098 said that, in the last AGM he had requested to take initiate to
extend the Attiguppe Metro station’s name as ‘Nadoja Kayyara Kinhanna Rai Metro Station
Attiguppe and asked what action has initiated on this issue. He said that, the names of 12 metro
stations are already changed.

President clarified that, he along with our Hon. Secretary and Joint Secretary already
approached the concerned authorities many times and submitted our representation to the
concerned authority.

The Hon. Secretary said that, when we contacted local MLA he said that, as changing the name
of Attiguppe station is a sensitive issue, we have to take the confidence of local residence also. He
suggested that, we can try for naming Magadi Road station as ‘Nadoja Kayyara Kinhanna Rai
station. Further decision can be taken in this regard by the incoming committee.

After deliberations it was decided to add one more sentence “The efforts are going on”.

With the above, Action Taken Report was approved. Proposed by Sri U. Rajaram Shetty and
Seconded by Sri A.N.Shetty

Agenda 6-To Adopt Annual Report of the Sangha
The Hon. Secretary read out some corrections in AGM Notice.

Sri T. Amarnath Hegde, Mem.No.CL1645 sought clarification for the excess of expenses over
the sanctioned budget for Karimani scheme and asked about the guidelines followed for sanction of
Karimani. He suggested to maintain a complete record of the beneficiary as well as the
recommender and there should not be any confusion.

The Hon. Secretary clarified that, we are preferring the requests of temple marriages with BPL/
Anthyodaya card holders with the recommendations from the local representatives, local Sangha’s,
and recommendations from the Executive Committee or members of the Sangha. All the
Karimanies were sanctioned with the approval of Executive Committee by placing all the received
applications.

Sri H. V. Srinivas Sooda CL1776 said that, the expenditure is increased due to the increase in
gold rate also.

Sri A.N. Shetty said that, in the last general body it was decided that, the Secretary Report
should include some important issues such as court matters filed during the year, progress made in
that direction and the details of the judgment and other details. As these details are not available in
the Secretary Report, Sri A.N.Shetty insisted to add the same in the report.

The Hon. Secretary informed that, some of the cases were registered after this report and read
the details of the court cases as under;

BHEL v/s Bunts Sangha — Statuesquo order is there and we are following it up with our legal
advisor Sri S. Shekhar Shetty, Advocate.
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The case filed by Attender of the BSRNSV school is settled out of court.

BSRNSV v/s Shivaram Lokesh Shetty- judgment was passed in our favour and he had appealed
to high court. But, he is also interested in out of court settlement which was discussed and decided in
the Governing Council prior to the judgment from labour court. Matter was referred to the G.C.
Chairman for his consent to settle the issue out of court.

Dr. B. Tharanatha Hegde sought clarification about Dattu Nidhi Scheme and its functioning. He
said that, it was decided to start a separate fund and the interest generated will be used for the
purpose of giving scholarship/loan scholarship. He also sought clarification about one crore deposit
from BSRNSV school a/c. Dr. B. Tharanatha Hegde suggested to increase the corpus fund.

The Hon. Secretary clarified that, in the meeting of BSNRSV governing council held on
22.02.2017 a resolution was passed to deposit Rs.1 crore in a separate account and the interest
generated should be transferred to Bunts Sangha Education Corpus fund account for giving
scholarship/loan scholarship to the needy.

Sri K. Karunakar Shetty Mem.No0.4265 requested the members to not make any personal
allegation against the committee.

Sri K. Pramodchandra Bhandary requested to add the name of Ex. Manager Sri M. Anand
Shetty in the report as he had worked till February 2018.

The Hon. Secretary clarified that, we had mentioned the name of present Manager and we will
add the name of ex- Manager Sri Anand Shetty also.

Sri K. Suresh Hegde said that, there are chances of misuse of Jeevanakkagi Kamadhenu
scheme.

The Hon. Secretary said that, we are encouraging for self employment through dairy farming
especially ladies from the remote and rural areas.

Sri T. Shivanand Shetty congratulated Sri Radhakrishna Shetty, Chairman and Sri K. Gopal
Shetty, Convernor of Social Service Committee for introducing Jeevanakkagi Kamadhenu Scheme
and said that we should not insult the beneficiaries.

Sri K. Suresh Hegde Sought clarification for admitting additional number of students than last
year.

Hon. Secretary clarified, the total strength of the students has been increased gradually since 10
years due to the demand for admission in our school. This year we have admitted maximum bunt
students to school & college and we have admitted maximum number of students to | PUC who are
passed out 10th standard from our institution. We have also added 6 class rooms by reducing the size
of'the bigger class rooms.

Sri T. Shivanand Shetty informed that, Executive Committee members Smt.Shakila S. Shetty
had donated Rs.5 lakhs to Endowment Fund which has been not reported in the annual report.
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The Hon. Secretary informed that, Smt. Shakila S. Shetty donated Rs.5 lakhs towards
endowment award in the memory of her (late) father-in-law and mother-in-law which has been
published in Snehachinthane. As the amount is accounted during this financial year (2018-19) it
will be reported in the coming year. The general body appreciated Smt. Shakila S. Shetty for her
social concern.

Sri Prem Prasad Shetty informed that, the report of Youth Wing committee is very short and
some of the program report was omitted. Sri Prem Prasad Shetty informed that, in the EC meeting
attendance in pg.48 it has been mentioned as ‘up to 14.05.2018 & in the back cover page Youth
Wing Chairman up to 18.02.2018 and sought clarification for the same.

The Hon Secretary clarified that, in the EC meeting held on 14.05.2018, it was decided to expel
Sri Prem Prasad Shetty from the Executive Committee for non-submission of accounts and
procedural lapses made. As the Registrar of Co-operative Societies authorities has passed an
interim order to allow him to participate in the meeting and accordingly we had allowed him to take
part in the EC meeting. In the order it has been clearly mentioned that, enquiry can be continued.
Accordingly an independent enquiry committee has been formed and report was submitted to the
sangha which we can implement. As Sri Prem Prasad Shetty had terminated from the post of Youth
Wing Chairman in the EC meeting held on 18.02.2018, it has printed as up to 18.02.2018.

The Hon. Secretary clarified that, the Swaccha Bharath and Kambala Nishedha Horata were
organized during the year 2016-17 and the same were reported in the 2016-17 Annual Report.

Sri T. Amarthnath Hegde said that, as Mr. Prem Prasad Shetty is an EC member, such matters
should have been discussed and settled in the EC only. The President should not allow for such
discussions in the general body.

With this Hon. Secretary Report was approved. Proposed by Dr. B. Tharanath Hegde and
seconded by Sri K. Bhagavandas Rai.

Agenda 7- To Adopt the audited Accounts and Report of the Auditor for the period 01.04.2017
t031.03.2018

Treasurer Sri B. Anandram Shetty proposed the Audited Annual Accounts and report of the
Auditor for the period 01.04.2017 to 31.03.2018 to the general body. Treasurer said that, our
committee is running the administration and financial aspects transparently and informed that the
revenue of our Sangha has increased.

Sri K. Suresh Hegde said that, membership fees received should not be considered as income.
Some of the clarifications sought by Sri K. Suresh Hegde were replied by the Treasurer.

Sri K. Pramodchandra Bhandary said that, some of the figures in the audited balance sheet and
the excess budget circulated were not matching. The Treasurer said that, the same will be corrected.

Sri U. Rajaram Shetty and Sri K. Suresh Hegde sought clarification about the parameters
followed for staff increment as there is huge increase in the BSRNSV staff salary.
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The Treasurer replied that, due to the new appointment of staff the salary expenditure has been
increased based on the higher qualification and experience of the staff members.

The Hon. Secretary said that, based on the experience, qualification we have revised the basic
pay for some teachers as per the service rule. Next year onwards there may not be change in the
basic and increment will takes place as per the slab system. The same has been discussed and
approved in the governing council meeting.

Dr. B.Tharanatha Hegde expressed that, there is procedural lapse in allotment of membership
and membership has been allotted before the clearing of cheques.

Ms. Suneha Bhandary, Mem. No. LM011413 and Smt. Anitha Bhandary insisted Smt. Kanthi
Shetty to give clarification about membership allotment.

Sri T. Amarnath Hegde said that, the sub-committee heads or any EC members should not be
allowed to speak in the AGM and it is the discretion of the President whether to allow them or not.

Smt. Manjula Shetty CL953 said that, she had also worked as Joint Secretary and she was able
to scrutinize 10-15 applications per day. As per my knowledge, these applications were not
scrutinized by the Joint Secretary. Smt. Manjula Shetty requested Joint Secretary to give
clarification on this. She had also stated that, by giving money we can get any judgment in our
favour.

Sri H.V. Srinivas Sooda, CL1776, Sri M. Manjayya Shetty, Mem.No.CL 3656 and Sri H.
Karunakar Shetty Mem.No0.4265 raised their objection for the disrespecting the court. Sri H.
Karunakar Shetty, Mem.No0.4265 said that, this time most of the small business holder and others
had become the members and we should not insult the new members.

Smt. Manjula Shetty apologized for her remark before the AGM.

Dr. Veena J. Shetty Mem.No.7557 said that, if we go for mass membership there may be
chances creating one group and having their own administration in the Sangha. She said that, they
might be legally right and asked are they morally right ?.

Dr. Vinay B. Shetty, Mem.No.10868 said that, we all are bunts and there should not be any
discrimination considering their profession and business. We should support everyone to become
members of the Sangha.

The Hon. Secretary replied that, membership has been allotted as per the bye-law provision and
there is no confusion in the allotment of membership. When the Joint Secretary refused to discharge
her responsibility as a Chairperson of Membership Committee as an Administrative incharge he
had personally scrutinized all the applications and verified the documents. The applications which
are in order are processed for approval before the Executive Committee and rest of the applications
were rejected for non-fulfillment of norms. If any member provides wrong information in his
application the introducers and the applicant/s are responsible and action can be initiated against
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them for wrong information. In the EC meeting held on 30.03.2018, it was decided to allot the
membership to the applications received on or before 30.03.2018 subject to fulfillment of norms.
However membership number was allotted only after the confirmation of the payment. Further the
membership confirmation communication was sent to approved members. All the applications
were scrutinized, approved and confirmed as per the bye-law provisions of Bunts Sangha
Bangalore.

Auditor has been clearly stated as ‘cheques in hand’. We had allotted the membership for
cheque bounce applications only against the collection of membership fees and cheque bounce
charges through DD/ cash and membership has been allotted for the subsequent month only.

When some of the members filed case/ submitted writ petition against the allotment of
membership as on 31.03.2018, before the Registrar of Co-operative Societies, City Civil court &
High Court, for which we had produced membership applications, voter list, EC minutes, Bye-law
copy and other related documents. The Registrar of Co-operative Societies authorities had
dismissed the appeal and even the Hon’ble High Court has been rejected the writ petition and
upheld the allotment of membership and ordered to give voting rights to all the members who
become members of the Sangha as on 31.03.2018 and whose name appears in the voters list.

Sri T. Shivanand Shetty said that, there is procedural lapse in allotting membership and the
membership is made for purpose of the election. Sri Shivanand Shetty insisted for forming a
committee to look in to the allotment of membership.

The Treasurer replied that, in the EGM held on 09.12.2017, it was decided that, those who
become members as on 31st March of the year their names should be added in the voters list.
Usually the receipt will be generated against the applications which are in order and membership
will be allotted after the approval of the EC. Subsequently, the cheques will be sent to the bank for
clearance. After the confirmation of the receipt of membership fees membership confirmation
communication will be sent to the members. This year also we have followed the same procedure.

The President ruled that, as the membership matter is already before the City Civil Court, there
isno question of formation of any committee to look in to this matter.

Sri Prem Prasad Shetty Mem.No.LM7945 said that, some of the bills of Yuvaikya programme is
pending and without settling the Yuvaikya Accounts the Annual accounts can’t be passed. He
further requested to form independent committee.

Sri H. Shankar Shetty opined that, when there is pending payment in Yuvaikya Accounts, the
Annual accounts can’t be closed.

The President informed that, in spite of many reminders Sri Prem Prasad Shetty had not
submitted the Income & Expenditure accounts with original bill, the Executive Committee
constrained to close the Annual Accounts.
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The Treasurer clarified that, all the sub-committee accounts and annual accounts will usually
pass in the Executive Committee meeting. Similarly the Executive Committee meeting held on
14.05.2018 has passed the Youth Wing accounts and closed while passing the Annual Accounts.
Further there is no question of keeping one sub-committee account open while closing the Annual
Accounts. Hence, the matter is closed and requested the Chair to give the ruling not allow any
further discussion on this.

Sri H. Shankar Shetty, Sri Amruth Naik Mem.CL11621, Sri Amarnath R. Hegde CL2803, Sri T.
Shivanand Shetty, Sri U. Rajaram Shetty suggested to form a committee to look in to the lapses of
Yuvaikya programme.

After deliberations, the AGM decided to nominate Dr. B. Tharanath Hegde to look in to the
procedural lapses and lapses in the accounting system of Yuvaikya programme in detail about the.

With these accounts was approved. Proposed by Sri Chandrashekhar Shetty Kalavara
Mem.No.CL1663 and seconded by Sri H. Karunakar Shetty Mem. No. CL11061

Agenda 8-To approve the Budget for the year 2018-19 and 01.04.2019 to 30.09.2019
Treasurer proposed the budget for the year2017-18 & 01.04.2018 t030.09.2018

Sri K. Suresh Hegde requested to make some modifications in the proposed budget and the
Treasure said that, the necessary corrections will be made.

Budget approved. Proposed by Sri U. Rajaram Shetty and seconded by Sri K. Suresh Hegde.
Agenda 9--To Appoint the Auditors for the year 2018-19 and fix their remuneration

Sri. UK Hegde appointed as Auditor for the year 2018-19 with the remuneration of Rs. 60,000/-

Proposed by Dr. B. Tharanath Hegde and Seconded by Chandrashekhar Shetty Kalavara.
Agenda 10- To consider Resolutions moved by the members of the Sangha.
As there were no resolutions from the members, the Agenda was not taken up.

Agenda 11- To elect the following Office Bearers and Members of the Executive Committee of
the Sangha for the period 2018-20

The President said that, due to the limited space at Ayyappa Swamy Temple Trust hall this year
we have added only about 14 pincodes of nearby areas for MSRS Nagar.

The Hon. Secretary informed that, the pincodes for MSRS Nagar Voting booth were finalized as
per the discussion and recommendation of Sri S. Ashok Kumar Shetty Sri Veerendra Shetty and the
Returning Officer. As this year we have not getting EVM’s and adopted ballot paper system we have
made provision for voting to 2165 voters.

The Hon. Secretary briefed about the ID card distribution and other arrangement for voting. He
informed that, we have arranged for 10 counters at Vijayanagar and 2 counters for ID card printing
as well as distribution of existing cards. The new cards will be issued to members those who were
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not having/lost smartcards by showing their old cards or any other photo ID proof. To avoid the
queue we have arranged 120 booths at Vijayanagar and 30 booths at MSRS Nagar with separate
arrangements for senior citizens.

Some of the members sought clarification about booth arrangements and distribution of Smart
cards, which were clarified by the Hon. Secretary.

Sri T. Shivanand Shetty & Sri U. Rajaram Shetty requested to arrange for distribution of smarts
cards today as promised in the candidates meeting and the same was assured by the President.

Agenda 12- Any other Matter with the permission of Chair

Dr. B. Tharanath Hegde congratulated the Sri D. Chandrahas Rai & team for settling the
Yalachaguppe land issue. He opined that, Office Bearers should cautioned the subcommittee heads
to follow the procedure and bye-laws while conduct sub-committee programmes. He said that, we
must have control over the sub-committees raising fund for the sub-committee activities.

Dr. B. Tharanath Hegde suggested to recover the loan scholarship amount from the
beneficiaries.

Sri Dhananjay Rai, Mem.No.10847 suggested to avoid clarification/ information’s about the
internal issues of the Sangha as the magazines will reach the non-members also.

Sri Amarnath R. Hegde, Mem.No. CL2803 congratulated the President and his team for settling
the legal issues of the land and he gave some valuable suggestions to the upcoming team for the
development of the Sangha.

Sri K. Rathnakar Bhandary Mem.No.10705 appreciated the efforts of Sri D. Chandrahas Rai
and team for settling the legal issues. He suggested to form the Nomination Committee to avoid the
election and related expenditure. The savings may be used for the education of economically
backward students.

Smt. Kanthi Shetty Joint Secretary thanked all Office Bearers and Committee members, all Past
Presidents and members of the Sangha for their presence at the AGM.
