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OUR RITUALS AND THE ECO SYSTEM

Nature is the basic life
support system to every
living being with the
essential components like
air, water, light, flora and
fauna. Without any one
of these, there won’t be
any life in this planet. Any imbalance in this may
result in natural calamities.

The selfish man cuts the trees, kills the
animals, destroys the forests and mismanages
the water sources. Presently buildings are
constructed without leaving any lung space,
hills and mountains are excavated for mining
purpose. All these things result in imbalance in
the ecosystem.

One of the fundamental duties of any human
being is to protect the nature, in turn protecting
one’s own self. Hence, our learned ancestors
built prayer halls or Yoga and meditation centres
near to the forests or at the banks of rivers. These
halls are built as energy centres using a special
technology called “Agamas”. There were no
poojas or idol worship during that period.

However, this principle of Yoga and
meditation did not attract many of the
subsequent generations. Later idols of gods
were installed and poojas were started and the
halls were renamed as temples, so that people
would concentrate on the idols before starting
meditation. Many people did follow the system
and obtained some benefits. People started

believing in God and continued poojas in the
temples. Since majority of the people were
illiterate and ignorant, the cutting of trees and
killing of animals continued.

Our intelligent elders realised the ignorance
of the people. People believed in God but not in
nature and failed to understand that god and
nature are inseparable. Therefore our seers
started worshipping many plants and animals as
gods and made other people to follow. In fact in
many villages the native temples consist of
animal idols as deities and some other temples
used animals as vehicles for deities. Some of the
plants were worshipped as symbol of gods.
Peepal tree is regarded as incarnation of trinity.

Sanskrit was believed to be the language of
god. Mantras were composed in Sanskrit which
was not spoken or understood by the majority of
the people. Hence, priests were introduced, to
conduct poojas in the temples as middlemen.
Gradually, commercialisation was started in the
temples. As a result, money started playing a
major role in the routine functioning of the
temples. Priests and other temple authorities
started making money and became very rich. In
early 20th Century this was observed by British
rulers and they started interfering with the
affairs of the temples and subsequently took
over many of the money spinning temples under
their control.

Gradually, many clever people became
swamijis and started their own ashrams, prayer

halls and their own temples. They started
J
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encroaching government lands in the forests to
start their own ventures and slowly they ended
up with real estate business.

Apart from these godmen/swamijis,
businessmen and politicians entered this area
for the purpose of circulating their illegal
wealth. As a result, what began as a centre for
achieving peace and tranquillity by the
individuals, turned into pleasure and
entertainment centres. This led to negative
impact on flora and fauna inducing the animals
to move out of the forests to the nearby human
habitation creating man animal conflicts. In

addition to this in the forest areas encroachment
of land started. In the bargain, the hills and
mountains have been sold for financial gains.
Our great spiritual leaders used to visit temples
as mind healers and as preachers of moral
lessons for the good of the society. However, the
present day the people with wealth and power
are becoming society leaders and converted
these centre for their personal benefits.

Thus what was started as spiritual centre to
conserve nature, finally turned out to be
destructive for the environment and harm full to
the people because of human greed.

A total of 1050 children between
class 1-4 were screened for Dental,
Paediatric and general medical
problems.

community medicine Dr Shalini and the doctors from Ramaiah medical college and
Faculty of Dental Sciences for the hard work they put in screening students for over 6
hours continuously, daily. Many thanks to Dr Nishakanth Shetty, Mr. Suresh Hegde and
Dr.Vibha Shetty who made it possible to be at the camp.

Many needs of the school were identified that the doctors' cell hopes to address. The
school administration headed by the principal Mrs Laxmi Sridhar and headmistress of
the primary school Mrs Somavathi R. Shetty were simply invaluable in making sure the
process was streamlined very well.
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As a long practising eye surgeon, I along
with my colleagues have observed some
perceptions and myths that patients have about
their eye care and would like to clarify the same.
Patients tend to endanger God’s gift of eyes by
relying on these methods and only reach out to
us when the problem has become severe.

1) There is no first aid, home aid or self-aid for
all eye disease and injuries. The best
possible aid is to rush to an ophthalmologist.

2) Washing eyes with bore water or tap water is
dangerous as it can contain impurities
causing further infection.

3) Eyedropsonce opened has to be used within
one month. The expiry date written on the
cover is for “an unopened bottle”.

4) There is a spiker in every eye drops bottle to
open it. If we tighten the cap this will
automatically open the seal. Never use
external pins to make this hole as it may
contaminate the eye drops.

5) Please follow the doctor’s instructions on
frequency of use of drops. Over use and
under use of the frequency of eye drops can

8) AbigNOtohen's blood, plant extract, castor
oil, mother's milk and many more such
native medicine into the eye as treatment.

9) Glasses if prescribed by eye doctors for
children is a must to wear constantly. If not
followed then the child could suffer from
lazy eye (AMBYLOPIA )at a later date.

10) Reading glasses after 40 years of age
changes every 2 years. Do check yourself
and do not wear or share others’ reading
powered glasses available athome.

The above may seem odd but these are
frequently encountered beliefs.

Agenda 2- Welcome Address by the Hon. Secretary

The Hon. Secretary, Sri Madhukar M. Shetty welcomed all the Office Bearers, Executive
Committee members, senior members, Past Presidents, Secretaries, Donors and all the members
of the Sangha for Special General Body meeting. The Hon. Secretary remembered late Smt.
Radhabai and Thimmappa Bhandary for donating this land and thanked all the Past Presidents,
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Hon. Secretaries and their team for their efforts and contribution for the development of our
Sangha. The Hon. Secretary stated that, in the History of 60 years of Sangha’s existence, with
the efforts of many past Presidents and their team Yalachaguppe land was purchased during the
2014 and today we are going to start the project at this land. He requested all the members for
their active participation in the deliberations and valuable suggestions for the development of the
land.

At this point Sri T. Shivanand Shetty, Mem.No0.3778/CL raised the point of order and said that,
Agenda 4 should be taken first and after the detailed discussion, agenda 3 should be taken up.

The President replied that, the total project (i.e. Agenda 3 & 4) would be briefed to the general
body.

Agenda 3. Discussion on Master Plan for proposed Educational campus (Bunts Sangha
RNS Vidyanikethan — II) at Yalachaguppe land and approval for project cost and
budget.

Agenda 4. Statutory payments towards new campus
a)  Betterment charges for BDA

b)  Environment & Pollution Board approvals

¢)  Building plan approval

d)  Katha Payment

The President said that, in the year 2014 under the leadership of Dr. Naresh Shetty, about 9 acres
1 gunta of land at Yalachaguppe was registered in the name of the Sangha and the legal issues
were settled under the leadership Sri D. Chandrahas Rai and additional 17.5 gunta of land was
also purchased. Dr. R.N.Shetty and the Project Committee Chairman Sri K. Prakash Shetty are
interested in setting up an educational campus at Yalachaguppe and all the senior members and
Past Presidents also insisted our new team to take up the school project at Yalachaguppe as the
legal issue is settled.

Further, the President informed that, in the year 2016, when the Bunt University proposal brought
to AGM, the project plan was submitted to BDA through our Architect Sri Anup Naik & the BDA
was also issued a demand notice of Rs. 45.00 lakhs to pay the betterment charges to BDA. As per
the latest bye-laws says that, the permission cannot be given for starting
degree/engineering/medical/ other colleges if any land is access to 60 feet road or less than 60
feet road. As our land is access by only 40 feet road, we can’t start such courses and the only
option is to start school & PU College. For starting University, huge land is required and AICTE,
NAAC & UGC rules to be fulfilled. We should have a college and after the permanent affiliation
of 5 years & certification of NAAC we can apply for University. This this is a very lengthy
process and it will take minimum 10 years. Considering these facts we have dropped the Bunt
University plan.

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In the year 2014, the Chief Secretary of Karnataka had issued a Gazetted notification that,
educational converted land of any trust should be developed within the 4 years from the date of
purchase otherwise the govt. may take over the possession of the land. As our Yalachaguppe land
is converted in the year 2011 under LRF 109, we need to develop the land immediately.

The existing BSRNSV is one of the reputed institutions in the city and about 4150 students are
studying here. For the pre-nursery admissions we were getting about 400- 500 applications
within a week’s time and if we extend the issue date we may get about 1000- 1500 applications
also. Out of 200 available seats in Montessori section 25 % of the seats will be reserved to the
applicants of RTE students as per govt.’s instructions and remaining seats will be allotted to the
applicants. Some of the residents of Vijayanagar, Rajajinagar, Nagarabhavi, Kengeri and other
localities are sending their wards to Swamy Narayan Gurukul, Kumbalgod, The Smart School,
Machohalli, Sri Vani Public School, Machohalli, Delhi Public School, Konanakunte and other
reputed schools. As the distance to our new campus is only about 16 Kms from our existing
campus, we can attract the students from Vijayanagar, Chandralayout, Nagarabhavi, Kengeri,
Jnanabharathi, Thavarekere and other surrounding areas of our new campus.

We had taken the feasibility report from Sri Dev Prakash, former Director of Education
department, Govt. of Karnataka, Dr. Nithyananda Aradhya, Senior Asst. Director, Dept. of
Education, Govt. of Karnataka. In their report they had strongly recommended to start the CBSE
School and PU College. They had stated that, as our institution is well established and reputed,
the parents would come forward to admit their wards in our new educational campus if we
provide quality education, convenient transport, hostel, cafeteria and other facilities. By starting a
CBSE school in our new campus we can provide additional option to our existing students to
study CBSE syllabus under the same management, thereby we can reduce the total strength of
students per class and restrict the strength as per the ICSE board norms and maintain the quality
education at our existing institution. As the CBSE board is coming under Ministry of HRD and
CBSE syllabus is the base for most of the competitive exams like NEET, CET etc., we would be
expecting more admissions in the new campus. By considering these facts, we have proposed to
start CBSE School and semi residential PU College. The hostel facility will be provided for about
150 girls and 250 boys of PUC section. We are also planning to provide free education to
economically backward meritorious students of the community.

As the land falls under green belt we can use only 20 % of the land with construction of ground
& st floor as per the BDA bye-laws. Accordingly we have requested our Architect Sri Anup
Naik to prepare Master plan which will be displayed through PPT.

Sri T. Shivanand Shetty Mem.No.3778/CL said that, the new committee had called Special
General Body in a very short period and congratulated the new team. He informed that, in the
BDA demand notice, they had given approval for starting higher primary school only. As the
President said, our land is converted for educational purpose, which should be developed within
3 years of the conversion, what action has been taken?.
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The President replied that, we had met the Chief Secretary and appraised through a letter that, the
land was not developed as there was a court case relating to the land and BDA related
correspondences were also submitted to them. They had directed us to proceed further as the
legal issues are cleared. We had also approached the BDA authorities for changes in the proposed
project and reduction/ waiving of penalty.

Sri H. Shankar Shetty, Mem.No.1528 said that, you could apply for transfer of Khatha only after
paying up to date tax. He opined that, as some of the expenses mentioned in page no. 18 &19
were not quantified, the total budget may go up to 60 crores.

The President replied that, we are in the process of transferring Khatha to Sangha’s name and
after that only we can pay the tax. The matter is appraised to the Revenue Minister and he
assured us to get it cleared shortly.

Sri B. Sudhakar Shetty: Mem. No. 2348/CL suggested to run the administration transparently and
suggested to go through the lapses, which were mentioned in the report of Fact Finding
Committee, which was submitted by him along with Sri B.L.N. Hegde, Sri K. Bhagavandas Rai
& Dr. B. Tharanath Hegde with lot of efforts. He informed that, CEO of concerned Village
Panchayath is the competent authority for transfer of Khatha. There was no fixed/specified tax till
the year 2016. But after 2016, they had fixed the rate of tax for each category of land and the
CEO of concerned Panchayath reserves the right to revise the tax once in 6 months. The tax
pertaining to our land is pending for 7 years we can submit our representation before the
committee to reduce the tax also. He also suggested to make an agreement with Sumukha
Charitable Trust to pay the old rate for the encroached part of 14 guntas after clearance from the
competent authority as we have not paid the amount for the encroached part. He also suggested
giving clarity about the total area, area in possession, kharab land and net land.

Sri T. Amarnath Hegde, Mem. 1645 informed that, out of 9 acre 1 gunta of land registered, 8 acre
29 gunta is in our possession as 12 gunta is missed in the hissa, but it is not encroachment. After
2-3 surveys and Govt. surveys and while going for plan sanction we came to know that, 12 gunte
is missed in the hissa and it is not encroachment. For 2 gunta of land we have not paid the
amount as it may go to road at the time of widening of road. Even though we had agreed for 65
lakhs per acre we have paid lump sum amount and there is no question of per acre. The land area
will differ and correction should be made. He insisted to make the payment of pending liaisoning
charges of solving legal issues of the said land and suggested to appoint Project Management
consultant for easy co-ordination and speedup the process.

The S. Prakash Shetty, Mem. No.11017 suggested to mention the total area as per the record. In
future if anybody encroached we can legally take possession from them, otherwise permanently
we will lose the land.

Dr. B. Taranath Hegde: Mem. No.795: said that, the suggestions expressed by the members
should be taken in to consideration while implementing the project. He said that, he would like to
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propose in principle to go ahead with this proposal and to call one more general body for the
financial approval

Sri K. Narayan Shetty, Mem. No. 4059/ CL said that, as there may be loopholes, legal issues, but
we should maintain the unity and move further with the support of all the members and donors.
He suggested to start from 8th Std to PUC as the teachers and parents may not support for
starting Nursery and Primary sections as the distance is very long. Once we get reputation in the
eyes of public we will get admission for lower classes.

On behalf of Architect Sri Anup Naik, Sri Vijay Upadhyaya presented the proposed project in
detail through power point presentation to all the members.

The President thanked Sri Vijay Upadhyaya for the beautiful presentation of the proposed project.

Sri B. Anandram Shetty, Mem. No. 2560/CL informed that, in the year 1999 -2001 when late
Smt. Susheela P. Shetty brought the new school proposal some of the members objected for
expansion of school as the auditorium noise will disturb the students. But the building was
constructed in the year 2004 under the leadership of late Sri .M. Jayaram Shetty with generous
contribution of Sri R.N.Shetty and now the school is very successful. Now the 2nd unit of our
educational institution is proposed which shall be approved with financial sanction. Approval for
any additional expenses can be taken in the next general body.

Sri A.N. Shetty Mem. No.8692/CL congratulated the new team for bringing this project. He
suggested to take in to the confidence of all the members and to update the developments to the
members through our house magazine to maintain the transparency and proceed further. He
informed that, late Sri S. Sanjeev Shetty had donated two sites and it is in record. Sri A.N. Shetty
asked whether any dues relating to settlement of legal issue relating to the said land is still
pending?.

Sri H. Shridhar Hegde: Mem. No.1740 suggested to purchase the construction materials by our
own, so that we can save the GST upto 6 to 7 crores.

Sri K. Suresh Hegde : 1108 /CL said that, GST can’t be claimed for capital goods. He also
suggested to start from 5th Standard onwards.

Sri Amarnath Shetty : Mem. No. 5279: opined that, as this is a very good project, we should start
the work as early as possible. He suggested to maintain transparency in tender process,
procurement etc.

Sri T. Shivanand Shetty complimented the architect and requested to make provision for Indoor
games. Building committee should be formed and by purchasing material by our own, so that
GST can be saved. He said that, as the projected balance sheet & feasibility report is not
circulated and lengthy discussion is required for financial approval, the financial approval should
be taken in the next general body. The procedures such as apply for license, payment of tax, etc.
can be processed.
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Sri K. Jayarama Sooda opined to go ahead with the project and Sri K. Balachandra Shetty,
Mem.No. CL001647 suggested to take suggestions of all the members, transparency should be
maintained and we will support the project.

Sri B. Karunakar Shetty asked can we start Engineering College in future and asked can we start
Senior Citizen Home in the new campus.

Dr. M. Jayaram Rai said that, the land is very precious we should utilize the available land
optimally and suggested to plan for 3 phase project. He opined that, as the Pre-school is very
delicate issue, and requires lot of facilities including a good hospital, we have to start from
Primary up to PUC and later we can think of pre-school.

Sri H. Sampanna Kumar Shetty: 2059/CL, said we should plan for parking, auditorium other
things with a vision keeping in mind for another 100 years project. As the department CDP also
will change, so we have to study the case and plan accordingly.

Sri B. Umesh Rai: 2970 CL suggested to plan for indoor and outdoor stadium, so that Annual
Sports meet can be conducted there. He opined that, due to the distance, we may find it difficult
to start Nursery section, we can shift the higher classes to the new campus. He suggested to
collect building donations for the new admissions of nursery.

Sri B. Sathyodaya Hegde, Mem. No. 1354 proposed the project and said that under the dynamic
leadership of K. Prakash Shetty and with the support of senior members the project will be
successful.

Sri Diwakar Shetty, Mem. No. 173 proposed the project and requested the general body to
unanimously approve the project.

Dr. K.C. Ballal, Mem.No. 993 proposed the project and suggested to find out a good land nearby
to start Deemed University in future by using the surplus of the present institution. For the
construction we can raise the donation from the members.

Sri Raviraj S. Shetty: Mem. No. 3800 suggested starting a separate campus with college and
professional courses. He opined that, a report from the governing council and an expert
committee should have been circulated along with this proposal. We can start the lower classes in
future.

Sri B. Karunakar Shetty, Mem. No. 4257 suggested to include architects, chartered accountant
and experts of construction and education field, even non-bunt also for project committee.

Sri H. Shankar Shetty, 1528/CL opined that, imperativeness remains unsubstantiated. As there is
no master plan, report from G.C., report from Chartered Engineer/ architect and feasibility report
we can’t approve this huge 45 crores project. As the surrounding area is also not developed, we
may not get sufficient strength. If we give option to go to Yalachaguppe to the parents who seek
admission here, only 10 % may agree. This is the practical reality. Implications also we should
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try to find out. He suggested to not club the new project which are going to take up in
Yalachaguppe with our existing institution.

Sri H. Shankar Shetty objected for non-implementation of general body decision of transferring
funds lying in the name of governing council in spite of the directions of the 4-5 general bodies
and the present school license is still in the name of RNS Vidyaniketan. First we have to correct
this, otherwise it will lead to legal implications. The amount paid towards purchase of 17.5
guntas of land recently is paid from Sangha account and asked why it has not paid from school
account?.

Sri D. Chandrahas Rai, Mem. No.1760 informed that, to safeguard the interest of Sangha and to
take the project by the new committee, legal issues of the said were settled on 27th July 2018
with the help of some members and police department. Mr. Jain had demanded for Rs. 1 crore for
settling the issue. We have paid 75 lakhs as per the decision of the general body and for the
shortage of 25 lakhs, we had purchased 17.5 guntas land from M/s Sumukha Charitable and the
amount paid from Sangha account as the Chairman was out of station at that time. The amount
can be transferred to Sangha account later from school account.

Sri J. Santhosh Shetty, Mem.No. 2959/CL proposed the project and said that CBSE syllabus is
the base for most of the competitive exams for admission for Engineering, Medical, Civil
Services etc. Most of our members have also requested the previous general bodies to shift to
CBSE from ICSE syllabus. The wards of IAS, IPS officer are also studying in our institution and
we should be proud of that and they are happy about the management. Hence, we should
continue the name as Bunts Sangha RNS Vidyaniketan to our new project. When the matter was
discussed in the governing council about starting the new institution at Yalachaguppe, they had
agreed for their whole hearted support. We have to move together with suggestions of the seniors
and fulfillment of statutory requirement. As the surrounding areas are developing drastically, we
can start from Ist standard itself even if we may not be able to get profit up to 5 years. If we
provide qualitative education in the international standard, it may be a stepping stone for one
more standard educational institution of our Sangha and later stage we can start MBA/
professional courses as the class rooms are designed as per international standard.

Sri H. Shankar Shetty, 1528/CL, Sri T. Shivanand Shetty, Mem.No0.3778/CL, Sri B. Karunakar
Shetty Mem.No. 4257 requested to note their dissent for approval of project.

Dr. B. Taranath Hegde, Mem. No.795/CL: said that, in principle we can approve the project
whole heartedly, but, one more general body should be convened to show the transparency and
afterwards you can take financial approval. He also requested to note his dissent for financial
sanction.

CA. Ashok Shetty, 2820/ CL said that, in the page 20, it shows that bank loan is not required and
if the loan is required it has to come as an agenda. He said that, as per the information, the
budgeted receipts and payments are also worked out by the internal auditor and suggested to

include the internal auditor in the Project Committee and said that, all the procedural aspects
should be taken care by the professionals. Sri Ashok Shetty proposed the project.

Sri Bhaskar Shetty Bellala: Mem.No. 2890/ CL, Sri Karunakar Shetty Heranje, Mem.No0.4265,
Sri B. Anandram Shetty, Mem. No. 2560/ CL, Sri Ramesh Shetty, Mem. No.12313 proposed the
project.

Sri Mutthaiah, Mem No. 1937 said that, because of the efforts and sacrifice of our seniors, today
we have achieved to this level. He informed that, he had prepared a plan for international
standard project in 8 acres of land which submitted to Sri A.N.Shetty and suggested to study the
same.

The President assured that, the whole project process will be carried out transparently with the
direction and guidance of the Project Committee Chairman Sri Prakash Shetty along with
members of Project Committee and Architect. The Project Management Consultants (PMC) will
also be appointed for co-ordination and speed up the project work. The tender notification will be
released in Kannada & English newspapers. Anybody who fulfills the conditions can collect the
BOQ from the office and apply for the tender as per the specifications.

After deliberations, the General Body approved the Master Plan, project cost and budget of
Rs.44,94,15,247/- (inclusive of GST) for proposed Educational campus (Bunts Sangha RNS
Vidyanikethan — II) at Yalachaguppe land and all the applicable statutory payments such as
Betterment charges for BDA, tax payments, Environment & Pollution Board approvals, khatha
payment etc. proposed by Sri T. Amarnath Hegde, Mem. No. 1645/CL and seconded by Sri
Amarnath Shetty, Mem. No.5279/CL.

The General Body approved for payment of liaisoning charges as and when required.

Agenda 5. Ratification of appointment of Architect and Payment of Professional
Charges

The General Body approved the appointment of Sri Anup Naik (M/s Urban Frame Pvt. Ltd.) as
Architect with remuneration/ professional charges of 1.75% of the total project cost.
