Suicide; it is happening
around you and me,
sometimes even within

us. Here is a statistical

' surprise - for each
Dr. Ashok Shetty complete suicide, there
are 5-10 suicide attempts
(Abortive, incomplete, non lethal means), 90%
of Suicides are not impulsive, it involves
thinking about it several times and then acting,

and hence they can be prevented.

Any “NORMAL” person can tend to
become suicidal and goes through a sequence
of thoughts which include - he/she feels that
there is no one to help him, nothing good is
going to happen in the future and finally life is
not worth living.

Also the sad part is that there is a lot of
stigma and misconception attached to this act,
making people insensitive to those who attempt
suicide. Some even call them “cowards” which

legally is an offence under IPC section 309.

Practically, one needs a lot of courage to
end his life and thus such people have a strong
will. Their only problem is their inability to
cope with the situations & circumstances that
they are in. Thus helplessness, hopelessness,
worthlessness sets in pushing them to that
extent of darkness where they cannot see their
light source (Family support, Friends, Doctor,
and other help lines).

HOW TO REACH OUT AND
RECOGNISE SUCH HIGH RISK
PERSONS:

People who have attempted suicide
earlier, has a family history of suicide, are
under school pressure, parent pressure (peer
pressure), have undergone any major stressful
undesirable life events, those re-covering or
suffering from depression, are at more risk and
more prone to suicides. Also on monitoring
them closely, people showing loss of interest in
work, disturbed sleep, decreased food intake,
decreased interest in pleasurable activities,
having no plans for future, neglecting self care,
talking about being letdown are also under risk
for suicide. If he/she showing the above signs
(3 or more signs) please have the courtesy &
courage to ask what he/she is going through,
help them identify their problems/feelings and
gently ask whether he/she feels life is not worth
living, if he/she is getting thoughts of ending
life, if he/she says “YES”, be open, do not
hesitate to show your concern empathetically
(think in their situations, do not argue,
acknowledge their feelings non judgmentally
& accept them unconditionally) and encourage
them to seek help immediately.
