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KONNICHIWA JAPAN

Japan — The Land of the Rising Sun, the
Land of Cherry Blossoms and Wisteria, the
Land of Geishas and Kimonos, the Land of
Fujiyama and Sake! I had the privilege of
visiting this beautiful land along with my
daughter and granddaughter and felt truly
humbled by the experience.

Eleven days is not really sufficient to
explore the beauty and rich cultural fabric of
Japan but we i.e. My daughter, granddaughter
and me, did manage to visit five of its
prominent cities to at least get a flavour.

Tokyo, Kyoto, Kanazawa, Osaka and
Hiroshima were the cities we visited, each one
offering a unique platter of visual and
experiential treats.

Tokyo, the capital of Japan is a modern
city with all the trappings of a buzzing metro.
The Tokyo Sky Tree offers tourists, a glimpse
of the whole city while the famed Shibuya
crossing, impresses one with the efficiency of
their handling of traffic and pedestrians. The
Sensoji Temple dedicated to Lord Buddha is
beautiful. We were informed by our guide that
Buddhism and Shintoism are the two popular
religions, though the Japanese are more
spiritual than religious. Shintoism like
Hinduism involves worship of different Gods
(Mainly Nature — Rain, Sky, River, Lightning,
Sun and Moon are all worshipped.) What
impresses one, is the courtesy of the people
and the absolute cleanliness, where you are
urged to carry your garbage home with you, as
there are no trash cans in public. Mt. Fujiyama
was as picturesque as we had imagined and
apparently enterprising people do venture a
climb to its summit, which takes about 5-6

hours. We contented ourselves with the cable
car ride up a hill nearby and the boating on
Lake Kawaguchiko. Though we missed the
Cherry Blossoms, we saw a profusion of other
flowers at the Shibazakura Flower Show and
Wisteria in full bloom at the Ashikaga Flower
Park. This park had everything from ice-
creams, parasols, soaps, scents and apparel
based on the Wisteria theme.

An unexpected treat was a visit to the
Tochigi Strawberry Farm, where we could
pick and eat as many strawberries as we could
— ripe, large, succulent and sweet
strawberries. We ate to our heart’s content.
Satiated, we then visited the ancient Kitain
temple with its 500 Arhats. This temple
reminded us of our Indian temples with the
courtyards and idols. A walk through the old
town of Kawagoe and the penny candy street
completed our third and last day in Tokyo.

We took the Bullet train from Tokyo
station to Kyoto, the cultural capital of Japan.
(The Railway Stations are comparable to the
best airports with shopping malls, food joints
et al.) Our first visit here was to the Golden
Pavilion temple, which is a Zen Buddhist
temple constructed by the then Shogun. It is
covered with gold leaf and is situated in a
huge carefully tended garden with pools and
lakes. This is also known as the Kinkaku-ji
temple because the name Kinkaku is derived
from the gold leaf that the pavilion is covered
in. We then visited the Fushimi Inari Shrine
which is a Shinto shrine. It is famous for its
thousands of vermilion Torii gates donated by
patrons, which straddle a network of trails
behind its main buildings. The trails lead into
the wooded forest of the sacred Mount Inari,
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which stands at 233 meters and belongs to the
shrine grounds. This temple is dedicated to
the Shinto God of Rice — Inari.

The next day we visited Maikoya, where
we dressed in Kimonos and then attended a
solemn Japanese Tea ceremony. Our hostess
explained that the ‘Tea’ ceremony was a
meditative exercise, wherein one did not
indulge in conversation but savoured the
moment. Each movement was unhurried and
deliberate. The bowl had to be swivelled twice
and the green tea powder whisked with hot
water vigorously, before it was ready for
drinking. The tea which tasted medicinal was
served with a Wagashi sweet made of rice
flour and bean paste. After eating the sweet,
we had to sip the tea and finish it. Bowing
before and after the ceremony, was a
mandatory duty.

We then drove past the Nijo Castle and
on to the Togetsu Kyo wooden Bridge on our
way to the Bamboo Grove, through which we
walked. We also boarded the scenic tour train
that takes one around the forest. We then
experienced a Sushi meal at Naritaya where
the order comes to you on a conveyer belt.
The Kyomizo Dera Temple was our next port
of call. This is also known as a Pure Water
Temple and is one of the UNESCO heritage
sites. Our day ended with a cultural show at
the Gioni Centre, where we witnessed a
medley of Ikebana, dance, puppet show and a
comedy show. On our way back, we tasted
some Sake and Tempura.

We left for Kanazawa, again by bullet
train. Kanazawa meaning ‘marsh of gold’ is
famous for its gold. There is a lovely garden
with a golden pagoda made of gold sheets. It
has the oldest fountain in Japan, operating by

.

natural water pressure, Yiigao-tei, a teahouse,
the oldest building in the garden, Kotoji-toro,
a stone lantern with two legs, Flying Geese
Bridge (Ganko-bashi), made of eleven red
stones, laid out to resemble geese in a flying
formation and the Kaiseki Golden Pagoda.

From there, we walked around the
Kanazawa castle before indulging in some
gold ice cream. (Ice-cream with gold leaf) A
walk down Geisha street, where we did
glimpse a Geisha, completed the day’s
itinerary before going to the view point, from
where one can see the whole of Kyoto,
Kanazawa and the Sea of Japan. The next day
we took the tour bus from Kanazawa station
to the UNESCO heritage site villages of
Shirakawago and Gokayama. Here you see
the ancient Japanese gassho-zukuri
farmhouses, some of which are more than 250
years old. Gassho-zukuri means "constructed
like hands in prayer", as the farmhouses' steep

~
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thatched roofs resemble the hands of Buddhist
monks pressed together in prayer. The
architectural style was developed over many
generations and was designed to withstand the
large amounts of heavy snow that falls in the
region during winter. The roofs, made without
nails, provided a large attic space used for
cultivating silkworms.

There is a shuttle bus that takes you to
the Observation point and back. The villages
are serene and we walked around absorbing
the scenic beauty. We then went to Shinwara
and tried our hand at baking rice crispies,
before having our fill of them with lemonade.
We left for Osaka from Kanazawa station
again by train.

Our first port of call at Osaka was the
famous Todaiji Temple with a huge Buddha
and his two disciples on either side. This is
also a UNESCO heritage site. We followed
the cleansing ritual with which we were now
familiar. Washing our hands with water,
before entering the temple, clapping twice
before bowing and praying and then clapping
again and bowing before exiting.

We then went to the Deer Park at Nara,
which has thousands of deer that we can feed
with the special cookies on sale. A visit to the
Umeda Sky building to see the sunset and a
panoramic view of the city, was our last visit
that day. The penultimate day was the most
moving and touching part of our tour as we
took the train to Hiroshima. This was the city
devastated by the atom bomb on August 6th
1945. One solitary building stands as a silent
reminder of the blast, while the city has been
rebuilt with no other signs of the mindless
genocide. The peace memorial museum has

all the stark images of the effects of that
fateful day, when more than 70,000 people
lost their lives. The city now looks beautiful
and as our guide told us, they have moved on
and do not wish to look back.

We then visited the Miyajima island
which is a sacred island. Miya means shrine
and Jima means island. The Isukoshima
Shrine is situated here and hence, it is
considered sacred. We had to take a ferry to go
there. The interesting custom here is that no
births or funerals are allowed on the island.
The expectant mother goes to the mainland
for her delivery, while the dead are also taken
to the mainland for cremation. (Japanese
cremate their dead.) The shrine is a Shinto
shrine so there are many idols of the Gods of
Education, Music, and Water etc. We also saw
many Sake barrels which are offered to the
Gods. Our guide told us that there were 108
big boards from entry to exit in the temple
which is considered auspicious even in
Hinduism. The Tori gate here is 108 years old
and was fortunately not destroyed during the
bombing.

We left Hiroshima admiring the grit and
determination of the people.

Our last day was a leisurely stroll
through the Universal Studios at Osaka,
enjoying the various rides, shows and sights.
The Hogwart’s School of Magic was quite
interesting.

Sayonara Japan! Arigato for being a
pacifist nation balancing both the cultural and
technological facets, while rising from the
ashes, like a veritable phoenix.
