Long and Eventful journey to Freedom

Guided by the
principles of Truth,
Non-Violence and
Sacrifice Indian
Freedom Movement
was a Revolution in
itself, like the French
Revolution (1789-1799), American War
of Independence (1775-1783) and the
Industrial Revolution. Ideas of freedom
and democracy were born. The memories
of golden period of the 'Freedom
Movement' will remain in our minds and
each new generation will derive
inspiration from our most enduring Icons
of freedom struggle. The luminous
around their supreme sacrifice, suffering
and service will remain undimmed for
ever.

Indian National Congress was founded
in 1885 as a result of political awakening
during the 19th Century. The Mutiny of
1857 generally referred as the 'First war of
Indian Indpendence'. This ended the rule of
East India Company, when British
Parliament took charge of Indian affairs.
The East India Company's Chartar Act of
1813 permitting the company to interfere in
the affairs of Indian States had a clause
which fecilitated the entry of British
Missionaries into India which opened the
process of conversions.

Economist-Historian Angus Maddison

said that “India was the richest country and
had World's largest Economy till 17th
Century”. India's decline to poverty striken
“Third World Country Status” happened
during the British Rule when India's share
dropped down to 4% of global GDP.

The Indian Freedom Movement was
just taking shape and to curb this, Lord
Curzon partitioned the Hindu majority
Bengal in 1905 which led to major agitation.
Hindus of West Bengal who dominated
Bengal's business and rural life thought that
the division would make them a minority in
Bengal. They were outraged at what they
saw as a “Divide and Rule Agenda”.
Britishers helped to start 'All India Muslim
League' as part of their Divide and Rule
Policy' to get representation in Provisional
elections. Later on the Minto-Morley
Reforms 1909 permitted separate electorate
for Muslims. At that juncture Mahatma
Gandhi returned from South Aftrica in 1915
started, Satyagraha, a form of peaceful
Agitation against the oppressive foreign
rule. The Champaran Movement of 1917
Kheda of 1918 and the peaceful Non Co-
operation movement became powerful. The
Britishers introduced Rowlett Act 1919
suspending civil liberties and the horrible
Jallianwala Bagh Massacre happened
during this period. The young nationalists
such as Chandrashekar Azad, Bhagath
Singh, Sukhdev and Rajguru resorted to
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violent agitation against the Governement.
The demand for freedom from oppressive
rule intensified. Gandhiji undertook Dandi
March protesting against heavy tax on salt.

SIMON COMMISSION

The British Government to ease the
situation, sent 'Simon Commission' to
assess the ground reality and to suggest the
level of freedom to be granted to Indians.
The commission arrived in India on 30th
October 1928 and was to travel to Lahore by
train. By then Navjavan Bharath Sabha had
organised protest against Simon with Black
flag 'Simon go back' chants. Lala Lajpath
Rai and Pandit Madan Mohan Malaviya
were to lead the protest. When the agitation
was finalised one young boy went to Lala
Lajpath Rai and persuaded him to lead the
protest movement and brought Lalaji to the
venue. The boy was none other than the
irresistable - Bhagath Singh.

When Simon Commission arrived at
Lahore Railway station a big mob of
Agitators greeted him with slogans “Simon
Go Back”. The young revolutionaries
blocked the passage and stopped Simon
from proceeding further. Then Police
superintendent Mr.Scott discussed the
situation with other police officials to
protect Simon, and other Members from the
fury of the mob. Scott called his trusted
Assistant Police Superintendent Sanders,
asked him to clear the way, if necessary by
using force. Sanders immediately ordered
Lathi Charge and the mob was subjected to
severe cruelty. At that moment Lalaji was

.

standing at a place without moving away.
Sanders with a big wooden club hit Lala
Lajpat Rai in head and chest in spite of
grave protest from Bhagath Singh and
others. Lalaji sustained severe injuries and
fell down. In the evening at the same place
'Moree Dharwaja Maidan' - a public
Meeting was arranged. Lalaji while
addressing the People thundered “I declare
that the blows struck at me will be the last
nails in the coffin of the British Rule in
India”. Lalaji succumbed to the injury on
17th November 1928, 18 days after the
incident. This enrgaged Bhagath Singh who
was a student of National Collage Lahore
founded by Lala Lajapath Rai, Bhagath
Singh and Rajguru after waiting for some
days shot down Sanders while he was
coming out of his office at about 4 PM on
17th December 1928. They became friendly
with another freedom fighter
Chandrashekara Azad. They formulated
another plan to disrupt the Delhi National
Assembly meeting which was about to pass
two Bills aimed at stopping freedom
movement, though Bills were passed by the
congress government. The Viceroy with the
Veto power was about to pass the Bill.

J/
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Bhagath Singh and others entered visitors
gallery with fire arms and Bombs. When
Viceroy exercised his Veto, bombs were
hurled in the Assembly hall with cries of
'Inkilab Zindabad'. Both of them did not
try to escape from the hall, sending the
message of Revolution. They were arrested
and charge sheeted.

At this time Mahatma Gandhi was
about to leave for England to attend the
Round Table Conference. The judgment
was pronounced on 7th October 1930
awarding death sentence to Bhagath Singh

and others. This caused wide spread protest
by Yuva Vahini and NauJawan Bharath
Sabha started signature campaign against
hanging of these Patriots. They requested
Gandhiji to discuss this issue, strongly plead
for Amnesty to these three youngsters.
Gandhiji discussed with Lord Irwin every
subject pertaining to Non Co-operation
Movement which was withdrawn and
People arrested during non co-operation
movement were freed. But Gandhiji did not
discuss the issue of Clemancy for some
reasons. Eventually they were hanged on
March 23rd, 1931 at 7.33 PM, first

Sukhdev, next Bhagath Singh and then
Rajguru all of them smilingly went to
gallows. Lord Irwin had agreed to every
demand of Gandhiji, he would have agreed
to pardon these three revolutionaries had
Gandhiji pleaded for that.

Mahatma Gandhiji who protested
against the award of 1932 giving separate
electorate to Muslims which widened the
divide between the two communities. In the
election held in the Provinces, Congress
won 8 out of 11 provinces held during 1936
and 1937. The Cripps Mission which
visited the country during March 1942
promised Dominion Status, but it did not
happen. Protecting against this Gandhiji
started 'Quit India Movement' and called
on the People 'Do or Die' agitation. Netaji
Subhash Chandra Bose revolutionized the
movement and founded Indian National
Army in September 1942. During March-
April 1924-1944 the Indian National Army
captured some parts of Manipur.

MAN MADE TRAGEDY

Robert Clive joined East India
Company at Fort St. George Madras around
1746 had a reasonably successful career.
The French took over Fort St.George,
Robert Clive fled to Bengal. Later on he
rose to higher position while the company
along with the Trade, started intervening in
the political land scape of India. As a
General Clive defeated Siraj ud daula at
Plassey in 1754 which opened up vast
resources of Bengal and other Indian
provinces. During this period he along with
some other officers amassed wealth and
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later on left for England. When questioned

in the British Parliament on the suffering of
millions who died in India due to starvation,
Robert Clive replied that his loyalty was to
East India Company and not to poor Indians
of Bengal whom he described as either
submissive, humble tyrannical and
treacherous. Similar sentiments were also
echoed by Winsten Churchill, Prime
Minister of Britain over the tragic death by
starving nearly 3 Lakhs Indians, a man
made tragedy. Churchill and his followers
diverted the shipments of food material sent
by America and Australia to other areas. 'l
hate Indians, I have the least sorrow for
what is happening in Bengal now' said
Chruchill.

SECOND WORLD WAR AND INDIAN
INDEPENDENCE

The second world which devastated the
whole world, started on 1st September 1939
when Germany attacked Polland. France
and Britain entered after 2 days of Hitler's
attack on Polland. More than 6 crore lost
their lives about 3% of total World
population during 1940 in this bloddy war
between 1939 to 1945. The world was
divided into two fierce groups. The genesis
of Second world war was visible in the end
of First world war itself, which could have
been avarted, had the prominent leaders of
big powers taken little care. The desire for
territorial expansion, nationalism, industrial
advancement and control of emerging
scientific knowledge were some of the
reasons for the outbreak of second world
war.

Soviet Union's attack on Polland from

the eastern side, was the immediate reasons
for the war. Rivalry was going on for quite
sometime. As the war started powerful
nations aligned with France and enemy
camp forming two blocks. More than ten
crore people belonging to 30 countries
including India participated in the War.
Japan was looking for an appropriate reason
to establish hegemony over Asia Pacific
region had rivalry with China. In the mean
time Germany started gaining control over
major portions of Europe. At this point
'Malatov-Ribbon Trap Agreement' was
signed, USSR and Germany divided Europe
between themselves. Japan jumped into the
fray in 1941. Japan suffered setback in the
battle of Hawai in 1942 and Germany was
defeated by USSR in 1943 following many
defeats. The allied forces defeated Italy in
Sisily, then Japan suffered major setback
during 1944-45 in South Central China area.
Germany was defeated by the combined
onslot of the Allied Forces and Berlin was
taken by USSR and Polland forces.
Germany surrendered unconditionally on
8th May 1945 ending the war in Europe.
Japan attacked Pearl Harbour which upset
America and dropped atom Bomb on
Hiroshima and Nagasaki cities on August
6th and 9th August respectively.

Gandhiji and other Indian leaders
might have thought that by supporting Great
Britain India would be granted
independence as early as possible. In reality
it seems the war actually delayed Indian
Independence at least by two three years.
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PROVINCIAL ELECTIONS

In the provincial elections held in
1945-46 Congress party secured majority
and Lord Wavell Governer General of India
invited Nehru to form the interim
Government in September 1946.
Mohammad Ali Jinnah, who was nursing a
strong ambition of becoming the Prime
Minister of India was disappointed. He
thought that he can never dream of
becoming Prime Minister in Hindu majority
India and wanted to partition the country on
communal basis. He instigated Muslims to
revolt and demand for the partition of the
country and formation of Pakistan at any
cost. They even tried to reduce Hindu
majority by resorting to Direct Action week
in Hindu majority Bengal. More than 1
Lakh Hindus were butchered in Kolkatta
city alone. Then British Government
realised that the situation was grave and
freedom could not be delayed any longer.
Accordingly the 'Cabinet Mission' came to
India to discuss the modalities of
Independence. After this India's Tryst with
Destiny happened on 15th August 1947.

FREEDOM FIGHTERS

Millions of patriotic men and women
struggled to free the motherland from the
Britishers. They had faced untold
hardship, torture, went to jail and lost
everything for the sake of Motherland.
These freedom fighters gave us insights
into human freedom, dignity and search
for meaning with the power to transform
lives of millions.

Freedom fighters of Karnataka were
role models for others. They were the
supreme symbols of selflessness, sacrifice
and service. Mahadevappa Shivabasappa
Pattana of Ramdurg taluk, Belagavi district
was a well known freedom fighter of
Karnataka. Born in a well to do family
(26-09-1911) lived for 107 years was a born
freedom fighter, trained hundreds of
volunteers and sacrificed every thing he had
for the well being of the people.
Mahadevappa Pattana was an ardent
follower of Sardar Vallabhai Patel and
jumped into the Quit India Movement. The
women freedom fighters like Bellari
Siddamma, Nagarathna Hiremat, Gunekal
Bhimakka and Holalkere Gangamma
played important role in freedom
movement.

Flag hoisting was prohibited in
Shivapura Congress Conference, even then
Smt. Siddamma and Yashodhara Dasappa
boldly hoisted the Flag. Nowadays some
leaders shockingly share the dias with the
anti India gang, tukde tukde brigade who
want to distablise and divide the country.
These people see the present situation
through through dystopian Eye. Britain
was devastated in the Second World war
and was about to go bankrupt. The
patriotic British People stood firmly with
the Government and saw through the
difficult days. It is said that there are no
anti-nationals in Japan, Isreal and many
countries. When we will see such
Patriotic Nationalism in our
Motherland?
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A Friend You Can Bank Upon - Vijaya Bank

Some things in life are
forever. Some memories
give you pain, some
happy times but some
leave you with a loss
which is difficult to
explain. One
incident that caused immense turmoil was
the recent development, where Government
in its wisdom chose to merge three banks
together. Among them one was Vijaya
Bank, which gave lifeline to so many
families in South kanara, now known as
Dakshina Kannada & Udipi districts. A few
weeks ago, I met a relative of mine who had
worked and retired from Vijaya Bank.
During our conversation, he spoke at length

such

about his total career in the Bank and his
experiences in a small village in interior
South kanara to posting in North East part
of India to working in Capital city of Delhi.
He appeared totally disturbed by the
decision of the Central Govt. and expressed
his displeasure over the merger of the Bank
with which he was associated for the last 30
years! The strange part was all his
colleagues still introduced themselves as the
employees of the previous Bank entity and
clearly, did not know how to deal with the
new situation.

What I realised during these
conversation was, mergers and acquisitions

play on the minds of the employees and all
internal and external stakeholders. There is
a collision of work cultures; a cloud of
uncertainty surrounds the situation; an
impact on the sentiment of stakeholders
towards the brand — so much so that it can
dispirit individuals due to the fear of lack of
identity.

When 1 heard the Government’s
proposal to merge Vijaya Bank with Bank of
Baroda my first thought was — How am I
going to let go something which was a part
of life since childhood? Established by a
group of farmers in Dakshina Kannada in
1931, the bank was the lifeblood of the
farmers who had lost their land due to the
Land Reforms Act. The bank offered jobs to
many who lost their land, provided credit
facilities at a lower rate of interest and
empowered farmers to cultivate their land
without the dependency on untrusted
financial resources. As far as [ know, every
Bunt family (the bank also having been
started by Bunts) would have had at least
one person who has worked for the bank or
been associated with the bank! It created job
security to employees. To people like me,
the first loan came from Vijaya Bank to
buy a car, a house ‘to call my own’ was
attained through this bank; my children are
all well-educated today, thanks to Vijaya
Bank’s timely trust and support. I continue
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to have a loan for my new investment. The
bond with the Bank remains.!

Vijaya Bank has always been like
family, whenever 1 entered the bank, I
would meet a lot of people from my close
circle and feel like a family gathering! I
have grown up with this bank; this is the
bank I have dealt with all my life; it has
been my financial partner throughout, how
do I part with it?

A surge of
emotions surround me, dampening my
spirits, taking Vijaya Bank away (with its
name and identity) is, for me like losing a
member of my own family.

‘I banked on Vijaya Bank’ and now it is
history. Yet, I also know it is hard to forget
someone who added so much value to your
life and gave you so much to remember!

Agenda 3- Discussion and approval for taking a building on lease for 20 years for the purpose of;
a)  Starting Bunts Hostel (for gents)

b)  Shifting of BSRNSV PU classes

The President said that, our Sangha was established about 60 years back. Bunts Mathru Sangha which
was established about 110 years back at Mangalore had the concept of starting the Hostel for the need of
students and youth employees of the community.

The youths who are from the rural background coming to Bangalore for the purpose of higher studies as
well as to take up fresh jobs have to incur huge amount towards accommodation and food. I had also
faced the same problem when I came to Bangalore about 22 years back. Our committee is thinking of
affordable hostel facility for boys/ men who come from villages of South Canara. The aim is to provide
them a good facility to stay at reasonable cost and give them a moral support when they come to the
busiest city Bangalore. It is also our social responsibility to support the youths. If we bring up the youths
who are in need, they will definitely become an asset to the society in due course.

The President informed that, our committee had identified premises, which is just 400 meters away from
Sangha complex and suitable for our hostel project. The owner has agreed to let the ground floor and 1st
floor (each having 7208 sq. feet built up area) for 20 years on lease cum rent basis. The first floor will be
used for gents hostel and the ground floor for shifting commerce classes of BSRNSV PU college.

Atpresent in our BSRNSV we are having total strength of about 4100 students and in some of the classes
. J
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there are 50 -55 students. As per ICSE and CBSE norms the limit is 40 students per classroom. Even
parents are also pressurizing the management to reduce the strength as the teachers are not able give an
average single minute attention to the students during a period. Considering these facts and to maintain
the standard of education, we have decided to shift 3 class rooms of BSRNS PU sections to the said
premises.

The present class rooms of college section are big, we can bifurcate each room into 2 rooms and we will
get additional 6 classrooms. Hence, we can add some sections and reduce the total strength per class as
per the ICSE board norms and maintain the quality education at our existing institution.

Regarding the source of fund, the President informed that, already 4 donors have come forward for
sponsoring this project and ensured us all the support for setting up the hostel. Being a charitable
organization we should not only aim at profit, we have some social responsibility. Even our ladies hostel
is running under no profitno loss basis.

The video clippings of the premises were presented to the members on the screen.
The President requested CA. Vijay Shetty to brief about the financial aspects of the proposed project.

CA Vijay Shetty said that, this is a Social concept charitable activity. If we charge Rs.6000/- per head in
the initial stage, the profit of 2019-20 (for 7 months) projected profit is Rs.0.88 lakhs. In the 2nd year
profit is Rs. 8.00 lakhs profit, 3rd year Rs. 9.00 lakh, 4th year Rs. 8.00 lakh, S5th year Rs. 9.00 lakh. The
calculation is based on the certain assumption.

Sri K. Pramodhchandra Bhandary Mem No.1996, said that, Project report is lack of some information’s
like total no. of rooms, no. of persons per room etc. He said that, it is not advisable to run gents hostel and
PU classes in the same building. He asked whether the G.C. has agreed for shifting the class rooms for the
new premises.

Sri H. Sridhar Hegde Mem.No. 1740, while congratulating the committee endorsed the opinion
expressed by Sri K. Pramodchandra Bhandary. He said that, some of the major expenditure items like
security charges are ignored in the report etc. He said that, there is no report about the demand for the
hostel and asked whether there any demand for the hostel.

Sri T. Shivanand Shetty Mem. No. 3779 said that, location and atmosphere of the premises is not suitable
for hostel and college class rooms. Some of our members who were residing there had also faced
problem at the Attiguppe area from the local people. He said that, considering the safety point of view, he
will endorse the views of Mr. Pramodhchandra Bhandary.

Sri Suresh Hegde Kolkebail Mem.No.1108 said that, in the report you had mentioned that, advance
amount is Rs. 20 laks and in the statement of cost it has been mentioned as Rs.8.00 lakhs and requested to
clarify the same. CA.Vijay Shetty replied that, the remaining amount will be paid from school account.

Sri T. Amarnath Hegde Mem. No. 1645, opined that, if necessary caution is taken, it will be a good
project. As we are taking the building on rent we can depute additional security for the purpose of safety.
He said that, only hostel portion is calculated and asked what about the calculations and other details
about class room shifting.

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Sri Karunakar Shetty B, Mem. No. 4257 said that, he had already sent one letter regarding taking up of
this project. He said that, as we are already took one major project at Yalachaguppe, we should think
before taking up this project as it may leads to financial pressure.

Sri H. Shankar Shetty Mem. No. 1528 said that, before taking up of any project, we should prepare an
elaborated feasibility report by considering all the facts and figures. The said area is also congested to
accommodate 120 inmates. He asked can you provide food to one person at Rs.100/- per day and
whether any survey is conducted regarding demand for the hostel. Even if we do not need profit, we
should run the activity atbreakeven level.

Sri Ajith Shetty Mem. No. 12325 said that, project is a good initiative and has social concern. He
appealed to the members to approve the project.

Sri U. Rajaram Shetty Mem. No. 8098 appreciated the project and said that, it is one of the most visionary
plan. He said that, CCTV coverage is the most important aspect and that should be taken care.

Sri K. Balachandra Shetty Mem. No. 1627 said that, this is a very good project. You should take up this
project by considering all the cautions and suggestions given by the members and ensure that, there
should not be any financial burden on the Sangha.

Sri Karunakar Shetty H. Mem. No.4265 said that, strict vigilance and discipline should be maintained
and there should not be any disturbance to the students. He requested the President to think about
starting the hostel at our own building in future as this project will be at 20 years lease building.

Sri Sunil Shetty, Mem. No.10768 said that, the youths who are coming to Bangalore for the first time are
facing many problems including finding a good accommodation at reasonable cost. He informed that,
many members are enquiring about the hostel facility and requested to take up this proposal.

Sri Prashanth Shetty S. Mem. No. 3916 asked whether parents and students will agree for shifting of
class rooms. The said premises are not suitable for running classrooms. He also asked whether the
classes will continue in said premises for 20 years or it is temporary arrangement and will be shifted to
Yalachaguppe campus.

Sri B. Anandram Shetty Mem. No. 2129, informed that, many members had objected for the construction
of BSRNSV School building in this premises as there is lot disturbance from our marriage hall programs.
But, now we are running successful educational institution in the campus. By following rules and
regulations of our bye-law the project can be taken up. He requested members to approve the project,
since this is the need based project. He also suggested for giving concession in the hostel for the
deserving inmates.

Sri M. Seetharam Shetty, Mem. No. 6836, Sri Prasad Kumar, Mem. No. 12773 and Sri K. Rathnakar
Shetty, Mem. No.2809, Dr. K.C. Ballal, Mem.No. 993, Sri Jagadish Shetty, Mem. No. 8460 opined that,
this is a very good project and appealed the general body for approval of this project.

Dr.Taranath Hegde B. Mem. No. 795, congratulated to the committee for the initiative to take up the
project. He said that, the suggestions and cautions given by the members should be taken and also
ensured that, the project cost should be confined within the projected figure. Dr. B. Taranath Hegde

asked whether the governing council approval is obtained for this?
. J
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The President said that, many members expressed their opinion and gave suggestions regarding security,
CCTV, Financial aspect/feasibility, cost of food, location of the project etc. The President thanked all the
members for their suggestions and concern. The President assured the general body that, all the
suggestions and cautions will be well taken while implementing the project.

Regarding the locality of the premises, the President replied that, it is very near to the metro and bus
station. Necessary CCTV will be installed and security persons will be deployed to take care of security
aspects as we are running hostel and class rooms in the same premises.

President informed that, there are 7 to 8 private PG’s are running successfully in the nearby
surroundings. We came to know that, vokkaliga and lingayath community hostel is providing hostel
facility. Some of the industrialists and other members are donating rice, coconut, groceries to these
community hostels. We are also having industrialists, entrepreneurs of our community and we can
approach them. In most of the companies there is provision for CSR fund and we can also approach them.

Regarding clarification sought by the members regarding cost of the food, the President informed that,
we can provide food with Rs. 100 to 110 costs as per our calculation. The President said that, the cost of
the project and profitability statement figures are projected figures and we will get the actual figures only
after the completion of the project.

The matter is discussed in the Governing Council meeting regarding shifting commerce classes for
temporary period and they had consented for the same. We had already took consent letter from the
parents in the beginning of the academic year for shifting classes to Yalachaguppe from the next
academic year.

Sri T. Shivananda Shetty sought clarification about per head expenditure and GST charges. The
President clarified approximated cost per head is Rs.6000/- excluding GST.

Sri H. Shankar Shetty, Mem. No.1528, said that, you should not take oral permissions/ sanctions and
suggested to take approval from the Governing Council and to minute the same if it is not done so far.

After the deliberations, the general body approved to for taking the building situated at No.11, 2nd Main
Road, Attiguppe, Vijayanagar, Bangalore-560 040 on lease for 20 years for the purpose of stating Bunts
Hostel (for gents) and shifting of BSRNSV PU classes proposed by Dr. B. Tharanath Hegde and
seconded by H. Sridhar Hegde and Harish Kumar Shetty.

Agenda 4 : Discussion and approval for considering the request received from Mulki Sunder Ram
Shetty Memorial Charitable Trust ® for donation of Rupees One Crore.

The President said that, late Sri Mulki Sundar Ram Shetty is one of the great personalities of our
community. His Contribution towards the growth of Vijaya Bank is immeasurable. When he joined
Vijaya bank as Chairman, there were only about 9 branches. Gradually he increased to 576 branches. By
giving employment to more than 8400 members of bunt community and indirectly supported the 8400
families. In the history of bunts, he is the only person in India and also in world who created such a huge
employment for bunts. Majority of bunt families are directly or indirectly benefited from Vijaya Bank.
Hence, it is our duty to remember the contribution of legendary banker to the society and bunt
community.

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Further, the President informed that, in the leadership of Mulki Sunder Ram Shetty Memorial Charitable
Trust ®, a convention centre is under construction with the project cost of Rs.25.00 crores in 1,10,000 sq.
ft. built up area at Mulki, the birth place of the great personality. We had received a request for donation
from our Sangha from the Central Fund Raising and Project Implementation Committee of the said Trust
which is headed by Dr. R.N.Shetty as Chairman. The Executive Committee met on 01.07.2019 decided
to place the matter before the SGM for approval. The President requested the general body to give
direction on the issue.

Sri. Shankar Shetty H. Mem. No 1528 said that, late Sundar Ram Shetty was the great personality of bunt
community. But the agenda placed before the general body is not in order. There is no explanatory note
about the source of fund for the said donation. The income of Sangha is not sufficient for the donation and
we can’t use the school fund as the surplus of the school is only meant for educational purpose. Sri H.
Shankar Shetty suggested for sending appeal to all the members for the contribution.

Sri T. Shivanand Shetty Mem. No0.3779 said that, we have great respect to Mulki Sundraram Shetty,
nobody will have objection for the donation. He asked, whether the agenda has placed before EC and
discussed about the financial arrangements. He requested the President to give the details to the general
body about the source of fund for the donation.

Sri AB Shetty, Mem.No.7060 said that, late Sri Mulki Sunder Ram Shetty, gave employment to the needy
persons like poorest of the poor, widows and depressed classes. We had already collected about Rs.16.50
crore from the Vijaya Bank employess and also from other sources. We need about Rs. § to 10 crores to
complete the project. Sri AB Shetty suggested to appeal all the members of the Sangha to give minimum
contribution of Rs.1000/- to mobilize the fund.

Sri K. Jayaram Sooda Mem. No. 2924 & Sri U. Rajaram Shetty, Mem. No. 8098  proposed for giving
donation to this noble project.

Sri Sridhar Hegde H. Mem. No.1740 said that, all the members are in favour for giving donation. But, we
should be specific about how much amount should be given from Sangha and how much donation should
be collected from members and move further.

Sri B. Sudhakar Shetty Mem. No. 2348 said that, late Mulki Sunder Ram Shetty was the noble person. He
requested the President to approach the members for collecting money for this project.

Sri B. Karunakar Shetty Mem.No.4257 suggested to form fund collection committee and to collect fund
for this purpose.

Sri Raviraj Shetty Mem. No. 3800, suggested to release Rs.25.00 lakhs immediately and the balance can
paid after the collection from the members.

Sri H.V. Srinivas Sooda Mem. No.116 opined that, it is better to mobilize the fund from other source than
paying from Sangha source as it may be precedent in future.

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Sri K. Pramodhchandra Bhandary Mem. No.1996, suggested to think about conversion of convention
hall to an educational institution, so that, we can donate the amount without any hindrance.

Sri Harish Kumar Shetty Mem.No.217 said that, late Mulki Sundar Ram Shetty is father figure of our
community. The fund generated from the said project will be used for the welfare of the bunt community.
Hence, we have to contribute for this project from the Sangha.

Dr. B. Srinath Hegde Mem.No.705, suggested to send appeal to the members for contribution to this
project. Sri B. Srinath Hegde announced his personal contribution of Rs.1.00 lakh to this project and
general body appreciated his generosity towards the social cause.

Sri Prashanth Shetty Mem. No.3054, Smt.Kanthi Shetty Mem. No.4452, Sri K. Balachandra Shetty,
Mem. no 1627 proposed for the contribution towards the project.

Dr.Taranath Hegde B. Mem. No.795 and Sri B. Anandram Shetty Mem. No. 2129 suggested to form a
separate committee for fund raising from the members to avoid legal problems.

Sri T. Amarnath Hegde Mem. No. 1645 said that, there should be a proper preamble note on the agenda
and details of the recommendation of the EC. We need to work according to the objectives of the Sangha
without dilution and adhering the bye-laws.

The President requested the members to come forward to join the fund collection committee. Sri K.
Jayaram Sooda expressed his willingness to collect Rs.10.00 lakhs from his close associates and friends
for this project.

The President informed that, after the approval of the EC, we had already paid Rs.5.00 lakhs for the said
project. Even though the school funds should be used for the purpose of education, the balance sheet is
combined. We will follow the rules and regulations of the bye-laws and proceed further as per the
direction of the general body. Appeal will be sent to all the members for the contribution.

After deliberations, the general body approved to donate Rs. 100 lakhs to Mulki Sunder Ram Shetty
Memorial Charitable Trust ® towards Mulki Sunder Ram Shetty memorial convention center at Mulki
proposed by Sri Harish Kumar Shetty and seconded by Sri K. Jayaram Sooda.
