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HUMAN BODY-A STORE HOUSE OF TOXINS

Most of the educated
people nowaday are
health conscious and
consume only required
quantity of food /
calories and burn it
through regular
exercise. A few highly educated people eat
food derived from organic farming. But
most of us are not aware that we consume
and store many chemicals and poisonous
substances in our body without our
knowledge. These substances have
deleterious effect on our body and health.

In the morning we clean our teeth using
tooth paste which contain certain
chemicals. Whatever care we take, some
amount of paste enters our body causing
many ill effects. Chronic stomach pain with
mild loose stool was said to be due to the
chemicals contained in the tooth paste.
Now scientists believe that tooth paste
causes chronic pains in the bones.

All of us are aware that many of the
soaps that we use contain chemicals which
are irritants to the skin and a few may cause
allergic skin reactions or other allergic
symptoms. More fragrant soaps are more
harmful to the body.

Deodorants are being regularly used by
us to get rid of bad body odour. Similar

substances are also used as room fresheners
or air fresheners. Some of these chemicals
are so pungent that they themselves cause
breathing difficulties and irritation in the
chest because of narrowing of the airway
and damage to the lining of lungs.

Utensil / plates in the kitchen are
usually cleaned with perfumed caustic
detergents. These chemical agents are not
thoroughly cleaned, a layer remains in the
surface of the vessels and mix with food,
not destroyed by the heat enters the body
which may cause many ill effects.

Fruits and vegetables are the healthiest
food for the human body. They come with
vitamins, minerals and also pesticides.
Artificial manures and pesticides used in
the regular farming enter the food, not
destroyed by cooking which cause chronic
health problems. Pesticides are known to
cause depression in adults. Today organic
farming is being practiced but only
sporadically. Only small sections of the
people use these organic products which
are generally pricey.

These days many middle aged people
have grey hair, probably because of
adulterated food and stress of life. Majority
of the people use hair dye to change the
colour of the hair. Most of these hair dyes
contain ammonia which is harmful to
lungs.
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In India, mosquitoes are a big menace.
They cause many infectious diseases. To
get rid of the mosquitoes we have to
eliminate their breeding places. But usually
we adopt easy and harmful method of using
mosquito repellents that are harmful to
lungs especially in asthmatics and children.

Not Good for Health

Many millennial use packed food
which is easy to cook. The preservative
used in this packed food is not good for
health. Apart from this, the vegetables,
fruits and meat are being preserved using
toxic formalin which is harmful to kidneys,
liver and lungs. Normally this formalin is
used to preserve the dead body and organs
in medical colleges.

Taste makers like mono sodium
glutamate are being regularly used in most
of the Chinese restaurants. This is also
known as ajinomoto which after
consumption causes sweating, headache,
stomach pain, sometime mild diarrhoea
and is known as Chinese restaurant
syndrome. Similarly many colouring
agents are also used in the preparation of
food which is harmful to the body.

Non-sticky cooking pans have toxic
metallic coating, when heated release
cancer causing chemical agents to the food.
Subjecting the patients to CT Scans has
become a routine practice, which emanates
radiation of 300 to 400 times more than the

normal x-rays. This may be the cause of
future cancers in pregnant women and
cancers in children also.

Use of plastic products in our day to
day activity has become a way of life.
Starting from spoon, utensils, storage
devices for storing of food items, plates
used for eating food items etc. These plastic
items when come in contact with heat,
release harmful chemicals which enter our
body through the food we consume.

Most of the doctors do not have enough
knowledge about drug interactions. Many
patients take multiple drugs at a time and
these drugs will interact with each other
relieving toxic by products which damage
liver, kidney and other vital organs.

Modern day scientific developments
are responsible for changes in our routine
habits and life style. The few of the
instances explained above are our daily
routine and we hardly give any thought to
their adverse reactions on our body. Earlier
days our ancestors knew the harmful
effects of the chemicals and farming was
carried out without use of chemical
fertilisers and pesticides. Milk and milk
products were without preservatives. The
water and air were pollution free. Though
those days cannot come back, we can take
some amount of care wherever possible
while using the products which are harmful
for the body.
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Common Illness in Hospitals of India

India is a diverse
country and so are its
population and the
diseases. People are
getting more and more
busy each day thus not
getting time to look after
themselves and their
health. But they don’t have the slightest idea
that what they are ignoring to be as a normal
cough or a plain headache could be actually a
life threatening disease. From time
immemorial man has been interested to
control diseases.

Top 10 causes of death in India are
cardiovascular diseases, diarrheal diseases,
neonatal disorders, non-communicable
diseases, chronic respiratory, diabetes,
mental disorders, unintentional injuries,
neoplasms and nutritional deficiencies

The most common diseases encountered in
India are as follows:

Communicable disease: Diarrheal diseases
are the primary causes of early childhood
mortality. These diseases can be attributed to
poor sanitation and inadequate safe drinking
water. AIDS in India is ranked third highest
among countries with HIV-infected patients.
India has the world's highest incidence of
rabies. Malaria has been a seasonal health
problem in India from a very long time.
Dengue and chikungunya transmitted by
Aedes mosquitoes, is another problem of
concern in India. Dengue outbreaks have

continued since the 1950s but severity of
disease has increased in the last two decades.
In 2016, India reported a total of 58,264 cases
of chikungunya. Chicken pox cases were
reported to be 61,118 & deaths to be 60 in
2016. In 2012, India was polio-free for the
first time in its history because of the Pulse
Polio programme.

Non communicable diseases: These are also
called as chronic diseases which may be
permanent, leave residual disability or
expected to require long term of supervision,
observation or care. These contributes to the
major causes of death in India. Twenty six
percentage of deaths are caused by
cardiovascular diseases in India, followed by
13% chronic respiratory disease, 7% cancers
and 2% diabetes. This is mainly due to non
modifiable risk factors like increasing age,
gender or ethnic variations. Modifiable risk
factors which contribute to these are tobacco
consumption, alcohol consumption,
insufficient physical activity, unhealthy diet,
overweight / obesity, raised cholesterol and
cancer associated infections.

High infant mortality rate: Despite health
improvements over the last thirty years, lives
continue to be lost to early childhood
diseases, inadequate newborn care and
childbirth-related causes. More than two
million children die every year from
preventable infections. Shortages of
healthcare providers, poor intrapartum and
newborn care, diarrheal diseases and acute
respiratory infections also contribute to the
high infant mortality rate.

Sanitation: As there are more than 122
million households that have no toilets, and
33% lack access to latrines, over 50% of the
population defecate in the open. Open air
defecation leads to the spread of disease and
malnutrition through parasitic and bacterial
infections.

Female health issues: Maternal deaths are
similarly high. Malnutrition : The main cause
of female malnutrition in India is the
tradition requiring women to eat last, even
during pregnancy and when they are
lactating. Breast Cancer : One of the most

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Agenda 4. Ratification of the Minutes of the previous AGM held on 28.07.2018 & SGM held on
22.09.2018.

. Minutes of the AGM held on 28.07.2018

Sri H. Shridhar Hegde, Mem.No. 1740/ CL raised his point of order raising the doubt for the approval
of Annual Accounts for the year 2017-18. He said that, as per his knowledge the agenda was postponed
to afternoon session and Dr. B. Tharanath Hegde has been nominated to look in to the lapses of
Yuvaikya account and it was decided to approve the accounts after the report. The Annual Accounts
was supposed to be approved based on Dr. B.Taranath Hegde’s report.

Sri Prem Prasad Shetty, Mem. No.7945/LM said that, the Annual Accounts were not passed as there
were lapses in closing of Yuvaikya accounts. He also informed that, in the minutes actual points
discussed were not recorded and the minutes are biased. He said that, he had filed a complaint to
District Registrar of Societies against the unilateral decision of suspending him by the then Hon.
Secretary which is not recorded in the minutes. Sri Prem Prasad Shetty requested to make necessary
corrections in the minutes.

Sri Prem Prasad Shetty further informed that, after the decision of the general body, he had contacted
Dr. B. Tharanath Hegde several times over the phone and requested to call a joint meeting to give
clarification on Yuvaikay accounts and also requested the Hon. Secretary to settle this issue. He further
told that as a part of natural justice, his views should have been considered while concluding the
report. But, Dr. B. Tharanath Hegde has submitted his report without conducting any enquiry. Since
the report is unilateral and did not cover all the truths, this may be questioned in the court of law.

Sri H. Shankar Shetty, Mem.No.1528/CL referred page no. 16 and said that, in the last general body he
had expressed his opinion that, when there is pending payment in Yuvaikya Accounts, the Annual
accounts can’t be closed. The report submitted by Dr. B. Tharanath Hegde, states that, (page no. 31)
closure of account related Yuvaikya programme of Youth Wing without discussion in the Annual
General Body of Bunts Sangha is not in order. The statements also shows that, Rs.12,05,710/- is
pending towards suppliers. That means the accounts were not approved and passed. He said that, Sri
Prem Prasad Shetty should clarify whether there are any pending bills which are vulnerable to be
challenged in the court of law.

Sri B. Anandram Shetty Mem.No. 2139 informed that, the Executive Committee in its meeting held on
14.05.2018 has passed the Youth Wing accounts and closed while passing the Annual Accounts as
there is no question of keeping one sub-committee account open while closing the Annual Accounts.
The General Body had approved the accounts proposed by Sri Kalavara Chandrashekhar Shetty and
seconded by Sri H. Karunakar Shetty. Sri B. Anandaram Shetty asked how this year’s accounts agenda
can be placed in this general body, if the account is pending for the previous financial year?. We have
closed the accounts as per the suggestions of internal and statutory auditor. He said that, for the
pending payment of Rs.12,05,710/- mentioned in the report, there is no commitment/ P.O. or any
record from the Sangha. He requested the Chair to not allow for such discussion on accounts.

President requested the members express their views clearly without raising voice and addressed to the
Chair.

Sri J. Santhosh Shetty, Mem.No.3781 clarified that, basically we can’t close the accounts while
keeping any sub-committee account pending for approval. Hence, after the deliberate discussions in
the last AGM, Annual Accounts was passed with majority. However Dr. B. Tharanath Hegde has been
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nominated to look into only the procedural lapses of the Yuvaikya Accounts. The Annual Accounts has
been approved in the last AGM and the same has been minuted and circulated. Sri J. Santhosh Shetty
requested the august body to re-confirm the same.

Sri J. Santhosh Shetty said that, it is in the clear records of Bunts Sangha that, the Executive
Committee unanimously decided to remove Mr. Prem Prasad Shetty from the Chairmanship of youth
wing. He had kept the collected money with him and deposited to Sangha after receiving the notice
from the Hon. Secretary. He had also collected fund for organizing Yuvaikya programme before the
approval of the programme by the Executive Committee. He said that, even though, there were some
balance relating to Youth Wing was available within the systemized accounts of Sangha, Bunts Sangha
is not liable for such payments as we had not sent purchase order for them and as a Sangha we do not
have contractual obligation with such vendors, wherein without any confirmation from Bunts Sangha
they seems to have supplied materials based on the personal communication from Sri Prem Prasad
Shetty. We had made the payment for all the bills for which purchase order has been issued. The
records of the Sangha are open to the members and they can go through the documents with prior
permission from office.

Sri J. Santhosh Shetty informed that, EC also decided to appoint an independent enquiry committee
consisting of minimum 3 members lawyers who are not related to bunt community and having enough
legal experience in the field. The Committee had served notice to Sri Prem Prasad Shetty and insisted
to attend before the enquiry committee. Since Sri Prem Prasad Shetty had not attended the enquiry, the
committee had gone through the available documents in the Sangha and submitted the report to the
Executive Committee.

CA. Ashok Shetty, Mem.No0.2060 said that, the Annual accounts were approved in the last general
body and technically we can’t stop passing of accounts. The general body directed Dr. B. Tharanath
Hegde to look in to the proceedural lapses of youth wing accounts and submit report.

Sri Deepak Shetty, Treasurer clarified that, there will be a contractual obligation between the Sangha
and vendor if we issued Purchase Order to any vendor. During the last one year no vendors have
approached us for the dues relating to Yuvaikya accounts. Since there is no outstanding is shown in the
previous year’s balance sheet, the question of payment does not arise. We could have a chance to settle
the accounts if it was reserved as payable. At present we have the budget for the present youth wing
committee only. The Treasurer requested the general body to give clear direction to the present
committee how this issue can be sorted out legally.

Sri D. Chandrahas Rai, Mem.No.1760/CL said that, we are bounded by the constitution of Bunts
Sangha called bye-law. The bye-law of our Sangha clearly states that, ‘All the Chairpersons of Sub-
Committee shall submit a brief report of programme/ activities under taken by them to the Executive
Committee within 30 days of the completion of the programme along with statement of accounts. In
case of unauthorised expenses incurred without the approval of the Executive Committee, the
Chairperson is liable for the disciplinary action”. We have extended several opportunities to Sri Prem
Prasad Shetty to submit the Yuvaikya accounts properly and close the matter, but he did not
reciprocate. Sri D. Chandrahas Rai appealed the President to not to go for lengthy discussion on the
subject as it was discussed a lot in the previous AGM and it was closed.

Sri T. Amarnath Hegde, Mem.No.1645 said that, if the minutes are not proper, you have to prove
technically and if there is any corrections it can be rectified. There is no necessity of further discussion
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on the subject and appealed Chair to call Dr. B.T. Hegde for clarification.

Sri Prem Prasad Shetty informed that, after the receipt of the copy of Dr. B.T.Hegde’s report, he had
communicated his objection to the Hon. Secretary about the contents of the report. But, Dr. B.T. Hegde
report has been published in the AGM notice and circulated to 14,000 members all over the country
without asking his consent which is defamatory and he is going to take separate criminal defamation
case against the publication this report. The Management committee should take the responsibility of
consequences arising by publishing this report. He said that, he had not attended the enquiry and sent
his objection on 12.07.2018 to the enquiry officer as the enquiry committee formation is not in order.

The President replied that, it is our duty to place the report before the General Body as the committee is
directed by the General Body. The President replied Sri Prem Prasad that, he can proceed legally if he
wishes to do the same.

Sri K. Balachandra Shetty, Mem. No.1647 informed that, as there was a programme scheduled on the
same day of Yuvaikya programme, the proposal was not considered in the EC meeting. As an incharge
Vice-President, he had personally requested the EC for permission with a hope that, Sri Prem Prasad
Shetty will successfully conduct the programme. But, he failed to submit the accounts in proper way in
spite of repeated requests. Sri K. Balachandra Shetty requested the President to conclude the issue
without violating the rules of the Sangha.

The Hon. Secretary informed that, after assuming the charge we had requested Dr. B. Tharanath Hegde
to look into the lapses as per the direction of the last General Body and provided relevant documents.
The report has been placed before the EC and EC decided to place the same before the General Body
as the commiittee is formed by the General Body.

CA. Ashok Shetty, referred Agenda 8 of the minutes of the general body and said that, while approving
the budget, he had raised his clear objection for not providing 25% profit reserve for sinking fund and
they assured to correct the same. But the same has not been reflected in the minutes. He requested to
correct the same. He said that, today you have followed the same budget and spent excess than the
budget.

The President ruled that, the agenda is adjourned for one hour as Dr. B. Tharanath Hegde is not here at
present. The decision will be taken in his presence. The President took up the adjourned agenda. The
President said that, we had approached Dr. B.Tharanath Hegde and he informed his inability to attend
the meeting.

CA. Ashok Shetty said that, there is no meaning in dragging the matter. If any lapses are made by a
committee member, you have to advise him and settle the matter amicably. As you have not taken
permission for writing of some major expenses in other cases, you can also pay these expenses if it
found genuine.

Sri H. Shankar Shetty endorsed the opinion expressed by CA. Ashok Shetty and said that, we should
not give scope for court cases. He said the available fund in Yuvaikya account can be released towards
the pending payment. The shortage of fund should be borne by Sri Prem Prasad Shetty.

Sri Prem Prasad Shetty said that, Youth Wing team had orgranised national level programme in a very
short period. He said that, due to the time constraint, there may be procedural lapses from his side. In
the same way there were lapses from Sangha side also. Sri Prem Prasad Shetty requested to amicably
settle the issue.
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Sri Shivaram Shetty, Mem. No. 9197, expressed his displeasure for publishing Dr. B.T. Hegde’s report
in the AGM notice. He said that, report in the publication has affected the future career of Prem Prasad
Shetty and the reputation of his family. Sri Shivaram Shetty appealed the general body to settle
Yuvaikya Accounts amicably.

Sri H. Shridhar Hegde, Mem.No. 1740/ CL, Sri Prashanth Shetty S. Mem.No. 3916/CL, Smt. Indira H.
Shetty, Mem.No0.4408/CL, Sri K.B. Prithviraj Rai, Mem.No. 497/ CL requested to settle the Yuvaikya
Accounts amicably without dragging the matter much.

Sri Santhosh Shetty J. said that, he will be bounded by the decision taken in this general body. All the
records are available in Sangha. Sri U.K. Hegde is the Statutory Auditor for our Sangha and he is
representing our Sangha in all financial matters, you can consult him and as per his guidance proceed
further.

Sri Ajith Kumar Shetty K. Mem. No.6510/CL said that, if we settle such cases without any proper
document, it will be a bad precedent for the future committees.

Sri P. Prasad Shetty, 3887/CL said that, for conducting all sub-committee programmes prior approval
should be taken and as per the directions and rules and regulations we have to work. In this case as
there is no provision for outstanding payment, there is no necessity for discussing about payment
which is not shown in the book of accounts.

Sri Amarnath Shetty said that, in the EC meeting 14.05.2018, it was unanimously decided to close the
Yuvaikya Accounts and asked how can we revoke the closed accounts?

Sir Prem Prasad Shetty informed that, he had taken prior approval from the Executive Committee to
proceed with food arrangements, cultural programme & waist coat without obtaining quotation.
Hence, the question of purchase order does not arise.

The President said that, it is the bounded duty of the President to place the report before the AGM as
this is the decision of the AGM. This issue is not related to the present committee. The President said
that, he had also advised Sri Prem Prasad Shetty to settle the accounts, but he failed to do the same and
issue became more complicated. In the last AGM matter could have been settled and there was no
necessity of forming Dr. B.T. Hegde committee on the last AGM. We have to see whether the amount
can be paid legally or not. The President said that, this general body should give consent to proceed
further with legal status.

B. Sudhakar Shetty said that, as the general body is supreme, the decision can be taken and close the
matter. Sri Raviraj S. Shetty said that, excess amount available in Youth Wing account should be paid
and settle the Yuvaikya accounts.

Sri B. Anandram Shetty said that, whatever deliberations taken place in the EC should be analysed.
The accounts were unanimously passed in the EC meeting after lengthy discussion. He asked if we
take decision to make the payment claimed by Sri Prem Prasad Shetty, where is the value for Internal
Auditor and Statutory Auditors report. Sri B. Anandram Shetty said that, in the last AGM Sri Prem
Prasad Shetty himself proposed to nominate Dr. B.T. Hegde for the said committee.

Sri H. Shankar Shetty said that, the then Hon. Secretary Sri J. Santhosh Shetty has confirmed the
availability of some excess fund in the Youth Wing Account during the financial year 2017-18. Dr.
B.T. Hegde report also states that, there was excess in Youth Wing account. Based in the veracity of the
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statement and if the availability of fund is legally provable, the amount can be paid in consultation
with Statutory Auditor Sri U.K. Hegde. The balance amount should be absorbed by Sri Prem Prasad
Shetty.

After deliberations, the general body authorized the Executive committee to settle the balance bills
pertaining to Yuvaikya programme accounts as claimed by Sri Prem Prasad Shetty, then the
Chairperson of Youth Wing issue on the basis of available records at Sangha in consultation with the
Statutory Auditor Sri U.K. Hegde. The general body also opined that, the present committee will not
be made responsible for the consequences arises by settling the accounts of Yuvaikya programme.

With this the minutes of the AGM held on 28.07.2019 were approved proposed by Sri H. Shankar
Shetty and seconded by Sri H. Shridhar Hegde

General Body approved the minutes of Special General Body meeting held on 22.09.2018 proposed by
Sri Amarnath Shetty Mem.No.5279/CL and seconded by Sri B. Anandram Shetty, Mem. No.2560/CL

Agenda 5. To Adopt the Action Taken Report of the previous AGM held on 28.07.2018 & SGM
held on 22.09.2018.

Hon. Secretary proposed the Action Taken Report of the previous AGM held on 28.07.2018 & SGM
held on 22.09.2018 and general body approved the Action Taken Report proposed by
Sri P. Prasad Shetty, Mem.No. 9887/ CL and Sri H. Karunakar Shetty 4265/CL.

Agenda 6. To adopt the Annual Report of the Sangha
Hon. Secretary proposed the Annual report of the Sangha for the period 2018-19.

Sri K. Pramodchandra Bhandary, Mem.No.1996/CL informed that, if any award is announced without
the permission of general body, it will not carry forward after the tenure of your committee. But you
have already announced 2 awards i.e. late Sri Mulki Sundar Ram Shetty award and Dr. Jevaraj Alva
Sadhbhavana award on 21.09.2018. He said that, regarding the announcement of awards he had sent a
letter to the President and Sri Kaup Diwakar Shetty also sent a letter. Sri Pramodchandra Bhandary
asked why late Madhukar Shetty award proposal is dropped here which was announced during his
Shraddanjali programme and requested to add the same.

The President replied that, late Madhukar Shetty award will be instituted and will be awarded to a
deserving Police Officer or any other efficient officer.

Regarding the clarification sought by Sri H. Shridhar Hegde about the payment of development
charges to BDA, the President replied that, Rs.45.09 lakhs has been paid towards development charges
and Rs.18.78 lakhs towards interest. The development charges were not paid during the year 2015 as
the then Treasurer denied for signing the cheque. Now BDA authorities instructed to pay the
development charges along with amount of interest of Rs.18.78 lakhs. We have approached the
concerned authorities for waiving of interest charges, but they have denied for waiving of the interest
as this is the lapse from our side. Hence, we have paid the charges along with interest.

Sri Ajith Kumar Shetty K., Mem.No.6510 sought clarification for the mess-up of food arrangements
and involvement of committee member in the catering service during Deepavali celebration. The
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President regretted for the inconvenience and clarified that, any committee member had not involved
in the bid.

Sri Srinivas Sooda H.V., Mem.No.1776 sought clarification about the action taken for recovery of
interest free loan scholarship and fee concession given to BSRNSV students. He also complimented
for Snehachinthane editorial committee for collecting huge advertisement to balance the printing
expenses will and making profit on the publication services.

The Treasurer clarified that, Rs.6,04,500/- has been recovered in the financial year 2018-19.
Regarding the fee concession given to BSRNSV students, the Treasurer informed that, we are
providing fee concession all the bunt students whoever applies for fee concession, staff children, merit
concession and also economically backward students totaling to Rs.71,55,446/-.

Sri B. Sudhakar Shetty, Mem.No.2348/CL sought clarification about the Khatha transfer and tax
payment for the additional land purchased during the tenure of Sri D. Chandrahas Rai.

The President clarified that, we have sent revised plan to BDA by adding the additional land
purchased. When we approached the concerned authorities for waiving of interest for development
charges, they informed us that, they do not have authority to waive of the interest. However, they have
reduced the interest by charging simple interest instead of compound interest. As per the Panchayath
Raj Act, Charitable organizations are exempted from tax. As we are also Charitable organization, we
had sent communication to Chennenahalli grama panchayath with relevant documents and court order
i.e. “The Sapthagiri Educational & Charitable Trust v/s The Samandur Grama Panchayath and
Another” and received reply from them that, they will look in to the matter and intimate us. We had
approached Karnataka Lokayuktha and discussed the matter. We had sent letter to the District
Commissioner and Zilla Panchayath also.

Sri Shivaram Shetty requested to give encouragement to agricultural as the bunts are basically
agriculturists. The President informed that, we are already having terrace garden training scheme
through our Social Service committee.

The President clarified the clarifications sought by Sri Raviraj S. Shetty about the G.C. meetings,
process like paper advertisement, preliminary and final interview etc. for recruitment of staff for
BSRNSV.

Sri Raviraj S. Shetty opined that, the committees like Social Service and Scholarship are
implementing new schemes according to their ideas and the same will be discontinued after the new
committee takes charge. One scheme should be there for at least 5-6 years.

Sri Raviraj S. Shetty said that, the details of BHEL v/s Sangha court case and site donated by late Sri
Sanjeev Shetty are not mentioned in the Secretary’s report.

The President informed that, we have not stopped any old schemes. If we form a special sub-
committee with intellectuals and experts with the approval of the general body and we can decide how
the managing committee should run in the future years.

As per the permission of the Chair Sri H. Ashok Kumar Shetty, Project committee Convenor explained
about BSRNSV-II project developments at Yalachaguppe. He briefed about project development and
other details like parking area, landscaping, educational area, residential zone, rain water harvest,
\ y,
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green building, control ground, environmental friendly construction, permission from green building
council of India, Admn. block, kindergarten block, primary, high school, PUC block etc. through
Power Point Presentation.

Sri Ramith B. Shetty, Co-ordinator informed and elaborated about the tender process, appointment of
PMC and weekly meetings etc. He said that, the process was done in very transparent way. He said
that, the contract work has been entrusted to M/s Gina Engineering Company. The Foundation stone
laying programme was conducted on 20.01.2019. We have targeted to complete the project by the end
of May 2020 and to start the PUC classes for the academic year 2020-21.

With this Annual Report was approved, proposed by Sri Raviraj S. Shetty, Mem.No0.3800/ CL and
seconded by Sri K. Pramodchandra Bhandary 1996/ CL.

Agenda 7. To adopt the Audited Annual Accounts and report of the Auditor for the period
01.04.2018 to 31.03.2019.

Treasurer Sri Deepak Shetty proposed the Audited Annual Accounts and report of the Auditor for the
period 01.04.2018 to 31.03.2019 to the general body.

The Treasurer presented the details of total project cost, payment made to the contractor, BDA and
other expenditure till date.

Sri H. Shankar Shetty H. sought clarification about maintenance of Assets Register of the Sangha and
the Hon. Secretary informed that, we are maintaining Asset Register at Sangha.

CA. Ashok Shetty informed that, when he was internal auditor, he had introduced maintenance of
purchase register and added the records from the year 1996. However marking number etc is followed
in various institutions including all purchase value, present value etc.

Sri K. Suresh Hegde said that, we have earned good income from our auditorium, but if we compare
overall P&L account, the profit margin is less since 4-5 years. As this is not a good sign for the
development of our Sangha, you have to have to control over the sub-committee activities.

The Treasurer replied that, all the sub-committee activities are conducted within budget and by
bringing sponsorship. As Sangha has reached the membership to more than 15000, the expenses like
food, printing, postage and other connected expenses has been increased gradually. We have increased
the charity activities like Scholarship, Karimani etc.

Sri K. Pramodchandra Bhandary suggested to avoid availing of OD facility in school accounts as there
is sufficient FD in the account.

Sri Deepak Shetty, Treasurer replied to the clarification sought by Smt. Kanthi Shetty and Sri B.
Sudhakar Shetty.

CA. Ashok Shetty, stressed about providing 25% profit reserve for sinking fund. The said fund should
be exclusively for purchase of assets only.

Sri Amruth Nayak, Mem.No.11621 sought clarifications about vendors panel and suggested to revamp
the vendors list. The President clarified that, we had given paper advt. for enrollment of new vendors
for the panel.
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Sri H. Shankar Shetty, asked about the transfer of fund from school account to Sangha account.

The President replied that, at present we are not facing any co-ordination problem for payment and all
the payments relating to project are paid from school account.

With these accounts was approved, proposed by Sri H. Shridhar Hegde, Mem.No. CL001740 and
seconded by Sri S. Prashanth Shetty, Mem. No. CL003916.
