These weddings were directed,
as said earlier, by a senior member of the
family or community. That being the case,
naturally the Arachakas (purohits) had no role
to play in a Bunt wedding till as recently as
about 40 years ago and as such, even homas
(sacred fire rituals) were not part of our
wedding rituals.

But still most of the Bunt

manner and in as much detail as possible, a

FORGOTTEN BUNT WEDDING RITUALS

obtained from time to time from my maternal
uncle and my father in law the late Aerya
Lakshminarayana Alva and also from Sri Kudi
Vasanth Shetty. I have focussed here specially
on the Tulu speaking Bunts while I am sure that
the old traditions of the Kannada speaking
Bunts from Kundapura area is not much
different though I have not had the opportunity
of researching on the same.

In this document, I have also mentioned as to
who is responsible to perform a particular
sequence, items required for each sequence and
also as to how the items are to be arranged. It is
pertinent to note here that the rituals, the
persons responsible and items required may
vary slightly from village to village. Kindly
bear this aspect in mind while going through
this document. With this disclaimer, I proceed
to write down the forgotten Bunt wedding
rituals in a sequential manner here below:

Sutthe Deepuni : This is the very first step.
Deepuni means placing a thing in its designated
place. Sutthe is believed to represent Ganesha.
Question naturally arises as to how Ganesha
came into picture here if the Bunts followed
their own pre-Vedic beliefs. The answer could
be that either this was borrowed as an
additional ritual from out of Vedic traditions
after the advent of Vedic times or that the Bunts
also believed in a Deity somewhat similar in
form and powers as that of Ganesha. Another
school of thought believes that Swastika is
pronounced in Tulu as Sutthe. The word
Swastika is supposed to represent the Sun God.
Without getting into a debate as to which
inference is correct, Sutthe Deepuni is for sure
an act of invoking the Lord and seeking His
blessings right in the beginning of the wedding
ceremony for the event to go off smoothly
without any obstacles.

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Items required: Harivana (tray) preferably of
silver, brass or copper, 1 seer or approx 1 kg
rice -preferably parboiled as used in the olden
days, coconut with hood intact, 6 betel leaves,
two areca nuts, a small string of Mallige flower
and a bunch of areca flower strings (Pingara),
Mane (low wooden seating for a single person
used in the olden days) and a gold coin or silver
or any other coin.

The rice is poured on the Harivana and the
coconut is placed on top and 3 betel leaves each
are kept on either side of the coconut one above
the other and an areca nut each is kept on the
betel leaves. Mallige & areca flowers are
arranged in front of the coconut. The coin is
placed on the top surface of the coconut.
Harivana along with the above items are
together called Sutthe. The Mane has to be first
placed in the centre at the front edge of the
Mantapa (wedding platform) and the Sutthe is
then placed on the Mane with the hood of the
coconut facing the audience. Assuming that
Sutthe signifies Ganesha, the coconut hood is
supposed to represent the trunk of the Ganesha
and the betel leaves kept on either side, the
ears.

Sutthe is generally placed by the eldest male or
female member of the bride’s family. It is
possible that this honour is given to some other
member of the family due to minor variations
followed in different villages, as mentioned
earlier.

Note: Before placing the Sutthe, two chairs or
sofas are to be placed on either side towards the
front edge of the Mantapa to be used as pre-
ritual seats by the bride and the groom
immediately after their arrival, in addition to
the two chairs or sofas placed in the centre of
the Mantapa for seating the bride & the groom
during the rituals.

Placing the Dhaare Gindi : The Dhaare Gindi
is a brass pot with a spout.

Items required : Dhaare Gindi, water, small

quantity of sandalwood paste, one stem of
coconut flower, coconut with hood, Mane or a
decorated stool, kariamani and a gold coin or
silver or any other coin

The Gindi is filled upto about three fourth with
fresh clean water with a small quantity of
sandalwood paste added to the water. The coin
is dropped into the water. The stem of coconut
flower is placed inside the mouth of the Gindi
with the stalk towards the bottom and the
flowers spread out in all directions from the
mouth of the Gindi. Over this, the coconut is
kept with the hood up. The kariamani is placed
around the hood of the coconut. Dhaare Gindi
containing all the above items is placed on the
Mane or stool right in front of the seats meant
to be used by the bride and groom during the
rituals.

Placing the Dhaare Gindi is generally
performed by the bride’s parents.

Nade Dalya : Nade means walk and Dalya
means fresh clean cloth.

Items required: A clean white cloth of about 3 ft
width and length as per requirement.

The white cloth is spread on the floor from the
entrance of the venue right upto the Mantapa.
If the entrance of the venue is quite a distance
away from the Mantapa, the Dalya can be
spread upto about 5 meters from the Mantapa
on the walking path. The bride is supposed to
arrive walking on this cloth, probably intended
to protect the tender feet of the bride or may be
to ensure that the bride’s feet are not dirtied.
The groom also comes in walking on the same
Dalya.

The spreading of the Dalya used to be the job
of the Maddela (washerman) in the olden days.
After the bride & the groom are seated in their
pre-ritual seats, Maddela removes the Dalya
and that becomes his property.

Madmal na Dibbana : Dibbana means
procession & Madmal means the bride.

J/
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Items required: 3 betel leaves, one areca nut
and a traditional band in attendance.

The bride arrives with her family members to
the wedding venue in a Dibbana to the sound of
the traditional band. The Dibbana arrives at the
venue about half an hour before the scheduled
time of the Muhurtha (auspicious time fixed for
the wedding). The bride has to hold 3 betel
leaves and an areca nut placed on top of the
betel leaves in her left hand which she will
continue to hold till the Kariamani ritual is
completed.

Bride is led by a Maami (aunt) - preferably the
eldest from father’s side, by holding the bride’s
right hand with her right hand.

Washing Bride’s Feet : As the bride arrives at
the entrance of the venue her feet are washed.

Items required: Chombu (pot) - silver, brass or
copper preferred and water.

Generally, a female relative who is younger
than the bride performs this act. This privilege
may fall upon some other relative, as said
earlier, due to variations from village to village.

Bride’s Aarati : Aarati for the bride is
performed at the entrance of the venue after her
feet are washed.

Items required : Aarati Thatte (plate), wick,
Yenme oil (Til / sesame oil), matchbox, Mallige
flower string, Kunkuma holder with Kunkuma
& Arashina (turmeric) holder with Arashina. A
candle and camphor powder may also be kept
ready. Camphor powder when applied on the
tip of the wick makes it easier to light the wick
and a candle duly lit will make it easier to light
the wick than the match stick.

The Aarati is performed by 5 Muthaides
(married women) from the Bride’s side.
Kunkuma is applied on the bride’s forehead by
one of the Muthaides after the Aarati is done.

The bride’s Dibbana proceeds to the wedding
Mantapa after the Aarati with the bride
walking on the Dalya. The bride is seated on

.
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the pre-ritual seat on the right side of the
Mantapa (i.e to the left side of the audience).
Some elders believe that the bride has to be
seated on the left side of the Mantapa.

The bride is led to the Mantapa by the Maami
(the same person who led her to the venue)

Madmaya nu Yedkonuni : Yedkonuni means
welcoming or receiving and Madmaya means
the Groom.

Items required : 3 betel leaves, one areca nut
and the same traditional band in attendance.

The groom’s Dibbana arrives to the sound of
the traditional band about 5 minutes after the
bride is seated.

The groom also has to hold 3 betel leaves and
an areca nut placed on top of the betel leaves in
his left hand which he too will continue to hold
till the Kariamani ritual.

As conducting the wedding is generally the
responsibility of the bride’s parents, the
Dibbana of the groom is welcomed at the
entrance of the venue by the bride’s parents,
family and close relatives.

The groom is led by his brother in law (sister’s
husband) by holding the groom’s right hand
with his right hand.

Washing groom’s Feet : The groom’s feet are
washed at the entrance of the venue.

Items required: Chombu and water. (The
Chombu used earlier for washing the bride’s
feet can also be used)

Washing of the feet is performed by the
younger brother of the bride.

Groom’s Aarati - Aarati for the groom is
performed at the entrance of the venue.

Items required: Items as listed earlier for
Bride’s Aarati or the same Aarati thatte with
other items can be used again after cleaning
and replacing the wick.

The bride’s mother and 4 more Muthaides from
the bride’s side perform the Aarati. Kunkuma is
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applied on the groom’s forehead after Aarati by
bride’s mother.

The groom’s Dibbana proceeds to the wedding
Mantapa after the Aarati, with the groom
walking on the Dalya. The groom is seated on
the pre-ritual seat on the left side of the
Mantapa. However, as said earlier, if the bride
is seated on the left side, as is followed by some
families, the groom will be seated on the right
side.

Sutthu Barpuni : Sutthu Barpuni means
walking in a circular fashion or Pradakshine in
Kannada.

The groom and the bride are led around the
Dhaare Gindi 3 times with the groom walking
ahead of the bride.

The groom’s sister leads the bride and her
spouse leads the groom. Right hands of the
groom and the bride will have to be held with
the right hand of the one who leads.

Maale Pagapuni : Maale Pagapuni means
exchanging of the garlands.

Items required : 2 garlands

At this stage, the bride and the groom exchange
garlands. The bride garlands the groom first
followed by the groom. The groom stands
facing east and the bride facing west. Facing
directions may be the other way round as
followed in some villages.

Nowadays, the groom in jest tries to lean back
or jump up when the bride is about to garland.
However, as there were some instances of the
garland falling on the floor when the bride tried
to throw the garland around the groom’s neck
to counter his teasing. As this could be
construed as inauspicious, it is better to avoid
such playful acts in the midst of such sacred
rituals.

Blessings for Dhaare : The Dhaare Gindi is
taken around to the audience for their blessings
and brought back to the Mantapa. This is

performed by the Bride’s parents. In the olden
days, the maternal uncle of the bride and his
spouse used to perform this auspicious ritual as
the maternal uncle, as Yajamana of the family,
was responsible to perform the weddings of all
his nieces, nephews and other family members
as per the Aliyasantana traditions.

Dhaare Eraavuni : Dhaare Eraavuni means
raising of the Dhaare.

Once the Dhaare Gindi is brought back to the
Mantapa, holding the Dhaare Gindi, the
parents come to the centre of the stage and
announce loudly to the audience as follows:

“Dhaare eraava... Dhaare eraava ...Dhaare
eraava” (meaning permit us to raise the
Dhaare)

The audience is expected to reply as follows:

“Aavu panpa...Aavu panpa ... Aavu panpa’
(meaning yes, you have our permission)

This is typically taking the permission for
raising the Dhaare from the relatives, friends
and guests who have gathered to witness the
wedding.

The Dhaare Gindi is then raised from the floor
to above the head, as the bride & the groom
witness the same. This signifies seeking of
blessings from all the 5 sacred elements — earth
(Prithvi), water (Jala), fire (Agni), air (Vaayu)
and space (Aakasha). 1t will be of interest to
note here that the Bunts had a tradition of
revering all the 5 elements of nature from time
immemorial. This important and sacred step of
the wedding ritual has to be performed
precisely at the auspicious time fixed
(Muhurtha). The ritual may be performed by
the parents of the bride & the groom together.
In the olden days, the bride’s maternal uncle
and his spouse used to perform the same. Once
the ritual is over, the water is disposed off at the
base of the coconut tree or any other fruit
bearing tree.

J/
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Some other communities follow Kanya Daana
or Dhaare Mypuni in which the sacred water
from the Dhaare Gindi is poured on the palms
of the bride & the groom signifying ‘giving
away’ (Daana) of the girl. After Kanya Daana,
the bride is supposed to belong to the groom’s
family and in some communities even the name
of the bride is changed. But in case of Bunts,
the girl is not 'given away' and instead she
continues to belong to her mother’s family as
per Aliyasantana traditions.

Blessings for the Kariamani (or Karimani) :
Kariamani is the necklace with blackbeads
which is considered very sacred.

The Kariamani kept on the Dhaare Gindi is
taken out and blessings are sought from 5
senior Muthaides.

This is performed by the bride’s mother.

Kariamani Kattuni : Kariamani Kattuni means
tying of the Kariamani.

In this important segment of the wedding, the
groom adorns the Kariamani around the bride's
neck, after which the bride and groom become
man and wife or considered married.

Aarati for the couple : Aarati of the newly
married couple is performed after tying of the
Kariamani. Nowadays an Aarati song is sung
live or played in the background which in my
opinion is not a bad idea to continue.

Items required: Items as listed earlier for
bride’s Aarati or the same Aarati thatte with
other items can be used again after cleaning
and replacing the wick.

The Aarati is performed by 5 Muthaides.
Kunkuma 1is applied on the bride and the
groom’s forehead after Aarati by all those who
performed Aarati. Thereafter, the couple
occupy their designated seats in the centre of
the Mantapa with the groom seated on the right
and the bride on his left.

Sese Paaduni : Sese is the sacred rice or
Akshate in Kannada and Paaduni means

.

N
showering as a form of blessings.

Items required: Rice (preferably parboiled — as
in the olden days) mixed with Kunkuma and
Arashina, Harivana (tray) and a decorated
stool. Quantity of rice should to be sufficient so
as to last till the wishing by the last guest.

The rice mixed with Kunkuma and Arashina is
poured on the tray and the same is placed in
front of the couple on the decorated stool. After
placing the Sese tray, the guests are invited to
wish or bless the couple by showering Sese.
Refilling of the Sese tray on a continuous basis
to be ensured so that rice is available in the tray
till the wishing by the last guest.

The guests are served with vegetarian lunch /
dinner after they have wished the couple.

Placing of the Sese is the privilege of the eldest
married female member from the bride’s side.
In the olden days, for weddings held in
Mangalore, the eldest female member from
Kudalda Guthu had the privilege of placing the
Sese plate.

Dompa Japudavuni : Dompa means wedding
platform or Mantapa and Japudavuni means
getting alighted.

Items required: Chombu and water (the
Chombu used earlier for washing bride &
groom’s feet can also be used again), gift/ cash,
tender coconut, knife for piercing and straw
(only if required)

After the greetings by the guests are over, the
couple is led outside the wedding venue and
their feet are washed. This is the time when the
groom is supposed to handover a handsome gift
to the boy who washes his feet. Some other
communities, especially in North India, get into
a bargaining mode for bigger gift or cash, of
course all in jest, at this stage by hiding the
footwear of the groom. Though this typically is
not a part of the Bunt tradition, since by this
time the actual wedding rituals are over, it is
upto the family members to decide whether to
include this as a fun element. The couple is then
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brought back and made to sit in front of the
Mantapa (groom on the right of the bride).
They are offered a tender coconut and the
groom drinks the tender coconut water first
followed by the bride (both preferably without
using the straw).

The same couple who led the groom and the
bride around the Dhaare Ginde leads the
couple in this ritual of Dompa Japudavuni.

Washing of the feet is performed by the bride’s
younger brother who had earlier washed the
groom’s feet when the groom arrived at the
venue right in the beginning.

Vochhid Korpuni: Vochhid Korpuni means
sending away.

The relatives from the bride’s side led by her
mother stand face to face with the relatives of
the groom. The mother holds the bride’s hand
and leads her gently towards the groom’s
mother and relatives. At this point one of the
elders from the bride’s side, either male or
female, generally says a few emotional words
as to how lovingly the bride was raised by her
parents and also requesting the parents of the
groom to take care of her for the rest of her life
in a similar manner. Some families sing or play
a song echoing similar sentiments.

Proceed to Groom's house : After all of the
above rituals are over, the bride, the groom and
the family proceed for lunch / dinner, after
which the couple proceeds to the groom’s
house where they are welcomed with milk in a
silver tumbler.

Items required: 2 Silver tumblers, milk and
sugar if required.

Nowadays, the couple generally visits a temple
before they proceed to the groom’s house.

This completes the wedding and I have tried to
put together the entire set of wedding rituals
from beginning to end in the proper sequence
to the best of my understanding and as collated
by me from other sources. Kindly pardon me

for omissions and commissions, if any. At the
cost of repetition, I would like to reiterate that
this document need not be treated as sacrosanct
since there may be some variations from
village to village as already said in the
beginning of this article.

I had performed my son Bimal’s wedding with
Supang precisely as detailed above in the year
2016 and for the benefit of our guests that day, |
had requested our dear friend Sri Kudi Vasanth
Shetty to explain every sequence in Tulu &
Kannada and our close relative Smt Smitha H
Shetty to do so in English as the rituals
unfolded. I take this opportunity to express my
gratitude to both of them for their valuable
contribution. I have written this article with the
ardent desire that all the Bunt families will
make it a point to revive the forgotten Bunt
wedding rituals. Now anybody who is keen to
perform weddings in the old tradition can do so
easily without anyone’s guidance by referring
to this article. I think more and more of us
should opt for performing weddings in this way
so that the same is passed on and followed by
generations to come which will ensure that this
invaluable treasure of our unique legacy is not
lost in the dark alleys of history.

There existed a few more rituals in the olden
days and a couple of those are:

One of the rituals is called Kanchi Deepuni.
Two brass trays, one each from both the bride
and the groom’s side were kept in front of the
couple, immediately after the Sese is placed,
for the guests to place their Muyyi (gifts,
generally cash) and there also used to be a
'custom' of announcing the amount given by
each guest. Another pre-wedding ritual that
was prevalent in the olden days was Bolpaale
Chappara which may not be convenient to
perform in cities these days.

I would like to place on record my gratefulness
to the late Aerya Lakshminarayana Alva and to
Sri Kudi Vasanth Shetty for their invaluable
inputs.
