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Minutes of Special General Body Meeting held on 06.11.2021 at
RTB Auditorium, Bunts’ Sangha Bangalore at 04.30 pm

The President, Sri R. Upendra Shetty called the meeting to order at 4.30 pm. On confirmation that
there was no quorum to conduct the SGM proceedings as per Article I1I-2 (V) of the Bye-laws, the
meeting was adjourned to be reconvened at 05.00 pm. The adjourned meeting was resumed at
05.00 pm.

Agenda 1- Invocation:
The proceedings began with prayer by Sri Sadananda Sulaya
Agenda 2- Welcome Address by the President

The President welcomed all the Office bearers, EC members, past Presidents, past Hon.
Secretaries, senior members and all the members for the meeting. The President requested the
members to participate in the deliberations and give guidance in the interest of the Sangha.

The Hon.Secretary read out the following corrections in the meeting notice; Page 16, vii — ‘No
change’ should be read as ’17 other members elected by the General Body of which at least 4
should be lady members. Page 21, last para, last sentence should be read as “.... natural justice
which mandates sufficient opportunity to be give to the accused to defend himself/herself”.

Agenda 3 — Bye-law Amendment

President said that the Executive committee had taken a decision to amend the Bye-Law and rules
and regulations of our Sangha. After the demise of Dr. R.N.Shetty, the post of Governing Council
Chairman was vacant. According to our bye-laws in the event of the position of the Chairman of
the Governing Council falling vacant the President of Sangha shall assume the charge and
convene a Special General Body Meeting of the Sangha within 180 days to re-constitute the
Governing Council. But, due to pandemic the calling of SGM was delayed. On this context the
EC had proposed some amendments in the bye-law and decided to place the same before the
Special General Body for approval. The President requested Sri Ramith B. Shetty, Legal Cell
Chairperson to present the bye-law amendment proposal before the General Body.

Dr. B. Tharanath Hegde, M.No. 795 raised a point of order and sought deletion of the paragraph 3
& 4 in the note on Agenda 3, page ...... , as it was not related to the Agenda. Only after the
approval of the bye-law amendment, we could discuss about the nomination of the Chairperson.

Sri H. Shankar Shetty, M.No.1528 raised his point of order for the contents published in
paragraph 3 and 4. He said that under the bye-law amendment agenda you have proposed for the
position of Chairman Governing Council and asked under which clause have you brought this
proposal under Bye-law amendment agenda. Sri H. Shankar Shetty said that, according to our
bye-law the Executive Committee was not vested with any power to make any recommendation
for the post of Governing Council Chairman. The Executive Committee needs to come with the

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amendment proposal to the General Body to discuss about the modalities of future course of action for re-
constitution of Governing Council. Now the General Body has to decide the modalities and incorporate the
same in the bye-law to be give effect whenever there is a vacancy, with the procedure for nomination of the
new Chairman and other guidelines.

Sri H. Shankar Shetty further said that, what they are going to amend today was a permanent solution to fill
the vacancy as and when it arises. If we frame the rules properly, that would remain permanently. If we
nominate the Chairman before amending the bye-law it would be a bad precedent in the future. Hence, the
above paragraph should be deleted and the bye-law amendment should only be discussed.

CA. Ashok Shetty, M.N0.2080 said that first they had to amend the bye-law by making necessary changes
for nomination of new Chairman and reconstitution of Governing Council. Instead of calling one more
SGM, you have included the nomination of Chairman in the Bye-law amendment agenda. Your interest may
be good, but that has to be discussed after the approval of the bye-law amendment by this SGM.

Sri T. Shivanand Shetty, M.No0.3778 said that without making amendment to the bye-laws, EC could not
take decision for nominating a person for Chairmanship. This is a mistake, it has to be rectified and then we
can take up the bye-law amendment agenda.

The President informed that before bringing the proposal for nomination of Chairperson we had taken the
opinion from the past Presidents & Secretaries, educationists, former governing council members etc.
According to the majority opinion the Executive Committee unanimously proposed a single name for the
Governing Council Chairman. Hence, we have brought this for the approval of the General Body. If there
were any technical issues we could rectify the same and proceed further.

After deliberations, the President said that the above said paragraph was deleted and Bye-law amendment
Agenda would be taken up. After Bye-law amendment, the decision regarding nomination of Chairman
would be decided.

Sri Ramith B. Shetty, Chairman Legal Cell, proposed the amendments to the bye-law. After deliberations
the General Body approved the bye-law amendments as detailed below.

ARTICLE XI: FINANCIALACCOUNTS
FINANCIALYEAR: No change

The financial year of the Sangha shall be 1st April of the
year to the 3 1st March of immediately following year.

Accountant, and statement of accounts so audited together
with the report of Auditor shall be placed before the Annual
General Meeting for approval.

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ARTICLE XIII: MINUTE BOOKS

Separate Minutes Book shall be kept, to record the
proceedings /decisions of the General Body, Executive
Committee and Sub-Committee meetings and the minutes
so recorded shall be signed by the President / Chairman of
the respective meeting. The recorded minutes of the
meeting duly signed by the President / Chairperson shall be
the conclusive evidence of business transacted at that
meeting. Only members submitting requisition in writing
seeking copies of the minutes correspondences shall be
furnished.

ARTICLE XIV: INDEMNITY

The Office Bearers and Executive committee members of
the Sangha shall act honestly, accountably and
transparently applying their utmost diligence in all their
acts done for and on behalf of the Sangha. They shall be
held responsible for all their acts committed detrimental to
the interest of the Sangha. They shall discharge all their
duties corresponding to the powers vested with them in
good faith without any dereliction.

ARTICLE XV: AMENDMENTS

Amendments to the rules and Regulations of the Sangha
may be made by the General Body by three fourth majority
of members present in person and voting at a meeting.

Notice of 21 days should be issued to all Members before
the meeting of General Body or EGM for the said purpose.

Amendments to Memorandum of Association of the
Sangha may be made by General Body by three fourth of
members present in person and voting at a meeting for
which a notice of at least 21 days previous to the date of the
General Meeting has been given to every member entitled
to attend and vote. The notice should mention the
proposition to be voted. The amendments should also be
confirmed by a similar majority of votes at a second general
meeting, convened after an interval of 30 days after the
General Meeting at which amendments were first passed.

All provisions of the Karnataka Societies Registration Act,
1960 are applicable to the Sangha and any rules of the
Sangha which are contrary to that Act shall stand modified
to that extent.

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No amendments to the Memorandum of Association and
Rules and Regulations shall be made which may prove to be
repugnant to the provisions of section 2(15), 11, 12, 13 and
80G of the Income Tax Act, 1961 or any modification
thereof and to that extent shall be deemed to be invalid and
never have been made. Further, no amendment shall be
carried out without the prior approval of the Commissioner
of Income Tax having jurisdiction.

ARTICLE XVI: DISSOLUTION

If not less than three fourth of the members of the Sangha so
decide the Sangha shall stand dissolved. Any surplus
property remaining after meeting all debts and liabilities
should not be distributed amongst members, but should be
transferred to any other Organization whose objects are
similar to those of this Sangha and which enjoys recognition
u/s.80G of the Income Tax Act, 1961, and determined by the
members by majority of votes not less than three fourth or in
case of default thereof.

Provided however, by a simple majority of votes by
members the surplus asset remaining may be transferred to
Government to be utilized for any of the purposes referred
to in the Section 3 of Karnataka Societies Registration Act,
1960.

The above amendments were approved by the General Body with requisite majority.

After the amendment of the Bye-law, the General Body nominated the President Sri R.
Upendra Shetty as the head of the Search Committee as a special case and authorized him
to form the Search Committee with another four members of his choice from among the
general body/ members of the managing committee and propose the name for the
prevailing vacant position of the Chairman Governing Council of Bunts Sangha RNS
Vidyaniketan Governing Council.

As per the direction of the General Body Sri R. Upendra Shetty, President being the head
of Search Committee nominated Sri Korgi Bhojraj Shetty, Smt. Amruta S Shetty, Sri
Madhukar M. Shetty and Sri Deepak Shetty as the members of the Search Committee.
The Search Committee headed by Sri R. Upendra Shetty recommended the name of Sri

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K. Prakash Shetty for the post of Chairman, Governing Council Bunts Sangha RNS
Vidyaniketan to the general body. The General Body considering the proposal made by
one time Search Committee constituted, unanimously nominated Sri K. Prakash Shetty as
the Chairman, Bunts Sangha RNS Vidyaniketan proposed by CA. Ashok Shetty and
seconded by Sri D. Chandrahas Rai.

Both, Dr. B.T.Hegde and Sri H. Shankar Shetty reiterated that, this Search Committee
constituted by the general body shall be treated as a special case to correct inadvertent
error committed in framing Agenda 3 and the same shall not be used/ quoted in future as
precedent to decide any ambiguity/ violations in future. In future the contemplated/
amendment brought in to bye-laws, the Search Committee should be formed by a special
General Body in accordance with prevailing bye-law provision.

Agenda 7. Discussion and Approval for conducting AGM for the year 2020-21 and
Management Committee Election in the month of January 2022.

Sri H. Shankar Shetty opined that, you should place the audited accounts of 2020-21 till
you relinquish the office before the General Body and give provisional balance sheet till
31st December and proceed. But, project accounts should be cleared before the present
committee relinquishes the office, give the accounts and go. It will be difficult to conduct
election in April. You put everything in line and leave with clarity particularly in respect
of the accounts for the year 2020-21 and 2021 -22.

Sri K. Pramodchandra Bhandary M.No.1996 informed that, if you conduct the election in
the month of January, the incoming committee will have to present the accounts of 10
months of previous committee. The new Treasurer can’t present the 10 months account of
previous term.

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Sri T. Amarnath Hegde M.No.1645 said that the incoming committee would not get the

complete term for administration. AGM to AGM is one term and the new committee will

get about one and half years not get 2 years for administration. Hence, it is better to
conduct the election in the month of June or July. You have done a big and good project,
lot of things had to be explained to General Body and the members also would like to
know the costing and other details of what you have carried out during the administration.

Sri T. Shivananda Shetty M.No0.3778 also opined that it is better to conduct the election
during the regular month by submitting complete accounts.

Sri B. Karunakar Shetty M.No.4257 said that, to maintain the continuity and to settle the
accounts of ongoing project election should be held in the month of July 2022.

Sri K Jayaram Sooda M.No. 269 and Dr. B. Tharanath Hegde, M.No.795 endorsed the
opinion expressed by the above members.

CA. Ashok Shetty, M.No. 2080 said that the accounts of your period should be audited
and approved in the General Body, otherwise it will be difficult for the incoming
Treasurer as this involves huge financial transactions. Still if you wish to go early, you
can finish the audit in the month of April and conduct the election.

The President informed that we will finish the accounts up to March as early as possible
and call for the election.

After deliberations, the General Body directed the Management Committee to submit the
audited accounts for the year 2021-22 and conduct the election during the regular period.
