Courage

Courage is often described as a lynchpin of leadership. It is something that empowers a leader to follow
their guts, make bold decisions, and put forth ground-breaking ideas or solutions. Courage is what the
followers want you as a leader to emanate so that they may rely on you or your decisions without
hesitation.

Narayan Murthy famously said— “The most critical quality of a great leader is courage. To dream big and
make bold decisions, one must be brave. One must have the courage of conviction, courage to defy
conventional wisdom, and courage to take the path less travelled.”

Integrity

Integrity in leaders refers to being honest, trustworthy, and reliable. Leaders with integrity act in
accordance with their words which essentially mean that they practice what they preach. The most glaring
benefit of practicing integrity in leadership is that it builds credibility with clients, investors, and
employees alike. Research on leadership has consistently rated integrity as one of the most important
character traits of a successful leader. Leaders who demonstrate integrity garner trust among their

colleagues. They aren't afraid of the truth, and they stand up for what they believe in.

Effective Communicator

This quote by Stephen Covey is one of my favourites — “As a leader, every time you open your mouth, you
create culture.”

Communication is at the core of effective leadership. If you want to influence and inspire your team, you
need to practice empathy and transparency, and understand how others perceive you, through your
verbal and non-verbal cues. Effective communication and effective leadership are closely intertwined.
Leaders can accomplish nothing without clear, compelling, credible messages that inform, motivate and
involve people.

If you’re not an effective communicator with the people you are supposed to lead, none of the other
leadership qualities or characteristics would matter as much. Clarity is especially important. According
to the Predictive Index People Management Study, the leaders who were rated “bad” by their team
members, 58% don’t communicate clear expectations. This can be immensely frustrating for the team
they are leading.

Perseverance

Perseverance can be defined as a healthy mind-set of persistence in a set of actions or tasks when faced
with severe difficulties, discouragement, and obstacles. From a leadership perspective, being
perseverant means that he or she is not ready to give in to the challenge and is willing to do whatever it
takes to accomplish the goal.

It doesn’t necessarily mean making the right decisions at all times and dealing with every problem
adeptly. It also means managing the team morale and boosting team member’s confidence when the
chips are down. A leader lacking this quality would diminish his team’s chances of achieving their goal
and crumble under extreme external pressure.

Empower Others
