I couldn’t have found
a more apt quote.
We currently live in a more
Dr. Shalmalee Suresh yesternized India. Western
dance, is in vogue in modern India. It has almost
become synonymous to entertainment, which
is quite understandable; when presented with
precision, it has its own beauty and elegance.
Butwhile it is important to broaden our horizons and
become more accepting of the universal cultures, it
is equally important to stay connected to our roots.
Thus, this isn’t a ‘versus’ article, but plainly
a millennial dancer, having seen and adapted
to a fair amount of both sides of the coin,
trying to elucidate the importance of learning
an Indian Classical Dance form in one’s life.
Classical dance whether learnt from a young age
or as an adult, is a win-win. How? Let us see.

The cultural roots

To begin with, being classically trained is one of
the easiest ways we can stay in touch with our
Indian culture. Fundamentally there are 8 classical
dances in India — Bharatanatyam, Kathak,
Mohiniattam, Kathakalli, Kuchipudi,Manupiri,
Odissi and Sattriya; all arising from the
NatyaShastra that Bharata Muni wrote, speaking
greatly of the rich culture of India in the
styles of the places they originated from. The
compositions of each dance form, depict a story
of our Indian Mythology and thus if children
begin learning classical dance from a young
age, they automatically learn our rich culture
and the morals that our mythology propagates
and as for adults, it’s a great way to dive deeper

or stay in touch with our Indian cultural roots.
And the beauty of dance is that once you do so,
with the use of Abhinaya, you can lay it out to
the audience, and enlighten them with the same.

It's role in all-round fitness

Next, as a doctor, I can’t stress enough on the
mind and body fitness that classical dance imparts.
Speaking of the mind first, Indian classical
dances promote spiritual, intellectual
wellness and instills moral values.
Most of our classical dances originate from
the temples; bhakti being the center element.
Thus, classical dance is a form of worship
and when performed with involvement, a
divine thread connects the dancer to God,
promoting a sense of spiritual upliftment.
Intellectually and morally, it improves focus,
discipline, creativity and memory and this, I
can say with first-hand experience. I began
learning classical dance from the age of 3 and
I attribute most of my discipline and moral
values to classical dance.Different elements you
learn in the process, adds to this. For instance -
The opening and closing namaskar at the
outset, where the dancer seeks permission from
Mother earth (to stomp on her), God, guru
and audience, inculcates in us, the importance
of being humble, respectful and systematic;
the choreographies and how different
stories can be depicted in different
ways, adds to our creativity skills;
the intricate steps that one retains, improves our
memory, and so on.

Physically, classical dance is a great way to not
only strengthen your muscles, keep your core
strong and improve flexibility but also to keep
your immunity at its prime. Natya is sampoorna
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yoga, it is said. It activates all your senses. The
postures, the movements of the hands, the feet,
the head and the eyes, all add to your mind and
body coordination. Whether it is Bharatnatyam’s
aramandi, Kathak’s chakkars, Odissi’s bhangis,
Mohiniattam’s chuzipus, Kuchipudi’s fast and
rhythmic footwork, Kathakali’s geometrical
movements,Sattriya’s stance or Manipuri’s gliding
movements, all involve intricate methodical body
movements, that tone your muscles, and add the
grace that you need. So going classical, is an
amazing way to stay aesthetically in shape!

In addition, it also upgrades your verbal skills.
All Indian Classical Dances have a complex
sollukattu or bol, in different speeds that challenge
our capacity to enunciate different sounds. Thus,
when recited strengthen and stretch your oral
muscles; similar to the effect tongue twisters have.
Hence, they help enhance your pronunciation.

Master the other dance forms easily

Lastly, for all the western dance enthusiasts,
learning a classical dance form, always gives
you an upper hand, in addition to all the above-
mentioned pros.Learning any other form of dance
becomes easier for a classical dancer, as you’ve

already mastered the basic art of discipline,
balance, footwork,coordination and expression.
In addition, your senses, grace and creativity have
already been elaborately sculpted and thus, you
can imbibe the style of another dance form with
much ease and precision.

With that, I hope through this article I invoked a
sense of pride in all those classical dancers and a
will or a dash of interest in the others to learn or
know any of our Indian Classical Dances.

But before I close, 1’d like to throw light on the
importance of basic training.

‘Halfknowledge is worse than ignorance’ - Thomas
B. Macaulay. It is essential to emphasize on
receiving proper learning from a trained classical
dancer and then only present it or build on it.
Remember, a building is only as tall enough as
the foundation is strong enough, to build on. So,
whether it is for your child, or for you, do make
sure, you receive the basic training from a trained
dancer, for only then can you build on it and let
your individuality and artistry paint the world
with the accurate colors.

So don’t think twice. Fasten those ankle bells,
and dance gracefully away!
