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Minutes of the Annual General Body Meeting of Bunts’ Sangha Bangalore held on Saturday,
27.07.2024 at 1.45 pm at Radhabai Thimmappa Bhandary Auditorium, Bunts Sangha Complex,
No. 324, Chord Road, Vijayanagar, Bangalore-560040.

Agenda 3- Welcome address by the President:

The President welcomed the office bearers, EC members, past office bearers & EC members and all
the members for AGM.

He expressed his views on how the journey of his two years tenure went on, what are all the hurdles
he faced, expressed his deep gratitude to all the office bearers and EC members for their support
throughout. He also thanked all the sub-committee members for their good work. He explained about
the mega project for the Sangha which was planned with the initiative from Mr. K. Prakash Shetty,
but due to various comments and reactions from a few members the project had to be dropped, in the
process we lost nearly 6-7 months.

The President expressed his displeasure for not being able to carry out his promises which he
made during previous election. The main reason being there were issues regarding financial
misappropriation within the Sangha and later we had to appoint inquiry committees, audits etc.,
and the further actions taken thereafter. However, he said that he has the satisfaction of bringing
transparency in Sangha’s management & financial dealings and for having taken strict action against
those who were responsible for the misappropriation. He thanked Mr. Amarnath Shetty, the treasurer,
for his involvement in this.

He heartily thanked everyone for electing him as the President and his office Bearers. He said, two
years of his Presidential Post was a challenging Task. He and his Team worked together for the
benefit of the Sangha and school.

Agenda 4. Ratification of the Minutes:-

Sri H. Shridhar Hegde Mem. No. 1740: Regarding the installation for software and maintenance of
Asset register, Treasurer replied that, we have to do it.

Sri H. Shridhar Hegde Mem. No. 1740: replied that the statement is not correct and it should be
recorded correctly.

Agenda 5 Adoption of Action taken report of the Previous AGM held on13/01/2024.
Pending Fees collection has been done. Parents teachers meeting has been done

Separate meeting for Teachers has been done. Building Maintenance of both the schools has been
taken care.

Concerns were raised about the lack of an assets register, which was discussed in the previous AGM.
For this the President replied that they had discussed in the EC. With the approval of EC members,
committee was formed. Mr.Shankar Shetty was nominated as the chairperson. Meeting was held
in the year October 2022. Accounts department, maintenance department,office bearers were also
present.Mr. Shankar Shetty had health issues and there was no progress in the assets register updating.
So till date it has been pending. So I would request the nextincoming committee to take it forward.

Treasurer said that Tagging, Evaluation and depreciation has to be done. We need to hire an agency.
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New software for assets maintenance is available. This can be done within 3 months and it can be
done by the Next Committee.

Mem. No.CL000795 Dr. Tharanath Hegde: asked about Mr. Shashikiran Shetty, Allcargo has
promised to donate Rs.1 crore to Bunts Sangha. Hon. Secretary replied that Chairman Sir mentioned
that donation will be Utilized for our forthcoming Projects.

Whether Governing Council is Supreme or the President of sangha. Mr. Chandrahas Rai, Past
President said that the Governing Council is a special sub committee, Mr Sridhar Hegde said that if
Governing Council is having Separate meeting without elected body,then we have to pass resolution
stating that Elected Body i.e. President,Secretary, Treasurer are the supreme decision makers.

Mem. No. CL003778 Sri. Shivanand Shetty stated that it is an insult to the Bunt Community that
Governing Council has conducted meetings without Ex-Officio members.As we members have
elected the Committee, President, Secretary and Treasurer are the Supreme Body.

Mem. No. CL003781 Mr. Santhosh Shetty also stated that Ex officio have all the powers to attend
meetings with Governing council. Amendment should be passed in the Bye-Law that Elected Body
should be allowed to attend meetings with governing council.

Agenda 6: To adopt the Annual Report of the Sangha

M No1760 Sri Chandrahas Rai D. stated that case against BHEL v/s BUNTS Sangha, area covering
2.29 acres of Land. Sr. Advocate Mr. Shankar Shetty was handling the case.He said that the Land has
been sold by BHEL Co-Operative society. Hon. Secretarysaid that letter for survey has been sent to
Revenue Department. We still have not received any reply for the letter.

Mem. No.CL000795 Mr. Taranath Hegdemade a statement that Office —Bearers who are holding
responsible positions should be responsible in their commitment towards work. Otherwise resolution
should be passed and Amendment to be made in the Bye-Law Book. Hon. Secretary and Treasurer
replied that as resolution has been passed no amendment has been made. It can be decided by the
next committee.

Mem.CL003778Sri. Shivanand Shetty said that Membership Audit had to be done. Secretaryreplied
that all Bunt Members documents wereverified and application form were filled and cheques have
beenreceived from Members. The President briefed about the legal opinion obtained from Sri Shekar
Shetty, Advocate on this issue, where the opinion says membership audit was not required and it was
not possible too.

Mr. Sushan Shetty (LM012331) member, commented that in the previous AGM it was mentioned
that his membership would be cancelled for his misbehavior. Secretaryreplied this subject was
clarified in the previous AGM. Sushan was told that a warning letter was issued to him and he had
apologized for the same in the last AGM.The President said no more discussions on this issue and
he dismissed it.

Mr. Chandrashekar Shetty (LM 9247) regarding safety of the school. He said as his child is also
studying in the same school he is concerned. His previous request was to remove the auto stand which
hampers the school Buses, when they go out. So again he requests the auto stand to be removed.
Secondly Electrical Mesh is surrounded across the R.T.B. campus; there might be short circuit which
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is dangerous. There is leakage. If any school children, by mistake touche the mesh it is very risky.
Secondly I would request the Tree Barks to be trimmed as they seem to be falling and again Children
might get hurt. I also appreciate President and his Team for keeping a separate Garbage Room which
is very useful and also hygienic.

Mem. No. CL001996 Sri. Pramod Chandra Bhandary stated that CBSE Affiliation has not been done
at RNS I1.

President replied that CBSE Affiliation Procedure is being done very meticulously. According to the
CBSE Board, FR (First recognition), RR (renewal of the recognition) has been done. In the month of
September Portal would be opened for applying NOC.As soon as we receive NOC, CBSE affiliation
process can be done.

He also mentioned that there were chaos and arguments in the college Campus.Local rowdies had
come to the campus with the students’ parents.

Hon. Secretary replied that Preetham, 2" Puc student had failed in the board exams and even in the
supplementary he got very less marks. Due to some technical error, staff could not trace his name in
the PU Board portal. Later the issue was resolved and TC was issued to the student.

Mem.No. CL003778 Mr. Shivanand Shetty debated on Chief Executive Officer for RNS 1 & 2.He
is being paid huge salary of 1.5 lacs.He has not submitted his original documents to the School.
He should be terminated from the school was the response from many Members. President and
Treasurer said that anotice was issued to him regarding this. The President said that we have updated
the matter to the Chaiman, GC, since he was directly appointed by the Chairman

President said that if he fails to give original documents he would be terminated.

Mr. PramodchandraBhandary enquired as to why Accounts reports are being delayed and submitted to
EC. Every month Accounts reports should be given in the next month’s magazine, Sneha Chinthane,
whereas it was given after 3 months, there is no accountability. For this Treasurer replied that Internal
Auditor had resigned and they needed time for appointing new internal auditors. So there was delay
in the Accounts report.

Agenda 7: To adopt the Annual Report of the Bunts Sangha R.N.S Vidayniketan

Regarding the BSRNSV report, members asked about the concession criteria and concession given.
The Treasurer briefed about the concession given:

BSRNSV I — Total Concession of Rs.1,17,55,552/- given.

Regarding Sankalpa Education scheme at BSRNSV —II members asked details of students, Treasurer
replied that total number of students selected are 64, for the academic year 2024-26. Tuition fee,
uniform, food and accommodation are given free under the Sankalpa scheme.

Agenda 9: To adopt the Audited Balance Sheet, Income and Expenditure Account and report
of the Auditor for the period 01.04.2023 to 31.03.2024.

Treasurer presented the Accounts before the General Body.

Mem. No.CL001996 Mr. Pramod Chandra Bhandary questioned about delay in submission of
monthly accounts. Treasurer clarified that during March 2022, we have started the internal enquiry
for the Hostel receipts along with one more committee to look after the RTB receipts followed by
Revenue Audit by the Audit experts. During the process the Sangha has terminated few employees.
The Balance sheet of 2022-23 was also delayed for the finalisation of revenue loss and the same was
finalised during December 2023. Same time the internal auditor also resigned and we have requested
them to continue till June 2024 by giving the extension approvals.

These are all the reasons for the delay in finalising and submitting the monthly audit reports to the
EC. Mr. Nagaraj Shetty also asked the same question and Treasurer clarified the same as above.

Mem. No. CL003778,Mr. Shivananda Shetty questioned about huge fees receivables. Treasurer gave
break up of fees receivables. He said that out of total receivables Rs.1,04,39,350/- is for the year
2020-21, due to Corona. Rs.30,02,044/- due for the year 2021-22 of BSRNSV-1 and Rs.35,65,800/-
of BSRNSV-II. Sought permission to write off fees due for the year 2020-21 and 2021-22.

For the year 2022-23: 54,35,249/- BSRNSV-I, Rs.8,17,000/- of BSRNSV-II,
2023-24: BSRNSV-I: 43,84,090/- & BSRNSV-II: 38,74,950/- RTE Due: 44,48,000/-

Members asked what actions taken against fee defaulters. Treasurer said that, we are sending fee
reminders regularly, phone calls to parents from class teachers and office, holding hall tickets,
holding marks cards..etc. In our Last General Body we had detailed discussions and 50% concession
was approved for all Bunts parents and 100% based on the review and eligibility by the EC.Members
suggested to issue Transfer Certificates to fee defaulters. Mr. Pramod Chandra Bhandary said that
along with the fees, we have huge loss in transportation of BSRNSV?2. Treasurer clarified that as of
now our total strength is very less and the loss will be regularised in the coming years after our CBSE
affiliations and increase in school intake.

Mr. Suresh Hegde said, for fees defaulters not to give admission for next year. A few members said
that Bunts Sangha is to help poor Bunts, suggested to check the background of Bunt fees defaulters,
and if genuine case, full fee concession can be given. Mr. Shridhar Hegde asked whether this was
discussed in Governing Council. President clarified that the Governing Council instructed to call
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those parents for discussions. When invited, only a few parents attended the meeting. Mr. Sudhakar
Shetty informed to take measures to collect fees. Mr. Ashok Shetty suggested not to give marks card
and informed to conduct Parent Teacher Meeting and follow up should be done.

Mem. No. CL004462Mrs. Shakila Shetty, said we are charging very less fees. Out of that 50% we are
collecting. Suggested to give three months notice to pay fees. President said that for few non Bunts
the concession was given by considering the eligibility and genuine cases.

Mem.No. CL003778,Mr. Shivananda Shetty asked clarification on the increased revenue in discount
of Books amount. Treasurer briefed the new tendering methodology while negotiating with the
booksvendors. The order was placed to M/s. Hema Book World by considering the best quality and
lowest MRP. Treasurer replied that we are able to collect more than 70 Lakhs revenue during the
present academic year.

Mr. Shivananda Shettyalso said that there were a lot of complaints from parents regarding quality of
uniforms.

After discussions the General body gave permission to write off fees due for the year 2020-21:
Rs.1,04,39,350/, 2021-22: Rs.30,02,044/- of BSRNSV-1 and Rs.35,65,800/- of BSRNSV-II.

Treasurer briefed about the procedures implemented in his term. The cash balance in this year balance
sheet is ZERO due to the cashless payment methodology implemented from Jan-2024 onwards.
Tally Edit log version is implemented, appointed new internal auditor from July 2024 onwards.
Online booking was initiated for RTB, Gents hostel, ladies Hostel and Scholarships. Also said that
PF issues solved, out of 76 staff members, it was now reduced to 3. We have to pay PF penalty up to
approx. Rs.10 Lakhs for the late payments from previous 10-12 years and the same is appearing in
our PF portal. But as of now we have not received official communications for the penalty. The same
can be challenged before making the penalties if any.

Treasurer stated that during Covid period huge amount of Fees was due.He requested members to
give guidelines to collect fees. Bunts Students have 50% discount on fees. Member Smt. Shashirekha
said that concession should be given to Non-Bunt who are BPL card holders. She mentioned Bunts
Sangha is a charitable Institution.

Treasurer Stated that he had noticed in this 2 years of his term in office as a Treasurer, lots of
discrepancies in the manual vouchers of Boy’s Hostel as well as in the R.T.B Bookings vouchers.
So to avoid all this duplicate receipts, Maker & checker methods is initiated for all vouchers &
receipt embossed with Treasurer’s signature. And also in the Tally there is no option of delete, only
Treasurer shall have the Password and he can access directly. Internal auditors have been appointed
and they are regularly doing the Audit in RNS1, RNS 2, and BUNTS Sangha. So every Audit report
will be shared to the Treasurer.

Stopped all cash Payments & initiated only digital payments.
Online bookings for R.T.B has been initiated.

Asset register has been maintained for the Temple. Gold and silver ornaments were measured and
photos have been taken of the weight of the ornaments. These have been kept safely in the locker in
the Bunts Sangha office.

The Treasurer stated that Executive Committee would make the decision regarding the appointment
of statutory auditors and General Body would approve the same.

President stated that, he had invited members for the unanimous election but there was not much
response from the gathering.

Agendal-Invocation:
The proceedings commenced with a prayer led by Smt. Sujatha Shetty.

President Mr. Muralidhar Hegde welcomed Vice President Dr. Jagadish V Shetty, Lady vice president
Smt. Geethanjali D Ajila, Hon. Secretary Anandram Shetty B, Treasurer Amarnath Shetty, Joint
secretary Smt. Shyamala Shetty, EC Members,all the past office bearers & EC membersand all the
members to the meeting.

The meeting started with Special General Body Meeting.

President addressed the audience saying there were corrections in the AGM Copies which were
issued to the members. Hon. Secretary read out the corrections and said that the copies were kept at
the Entrance of the Auditorium.

Sri. H. Shreedhar Hegde M. No (CL1740) intervened, saying that 21 days prior to the AGM, the
copies had to be posted to the Members. He requested President to give valid reason for the delay in
posting AGM copies.

President replied to Sri. H Shreedhar Hegde’s Query. He said that, they had prepared well in advance
for the AGM, but there was delay in the accounts and some clarification had to be made, that was only
reason for the delay. He humbly apologized to the members, saying it was not done intentionally.

Sri. Shankar Shetty M. No CL1528 discussed the same subject, stating that in the Bye —Laws book,
it is clearly mentioned that 21 days prior notice to be issued to all members before the General Body
or SGM.He stated that accounts should have been prepared well in advance and submitted to the
Auditor.

Dr.Taranath Hegde M. No CL795 intervened, saying you always find lame excuses from your office
and again delay in posting the AGM notice books to the members.

Sri. Pramod Chandra Bhandary M. No CL1996 Clearly mentioned that accounts had to be closed in
financial year March and why have they carried forward till June. Rules and regulations has to be
followed which is lagging behind. Again following the Amendment Act mentioned in the bye- law
Page 23, has to be followed. No excuses to be given.

Mem. No. CL000497 Sri Prithviraj Rai complained saying he had not received any notice of AGM
nor he is receiving any messages regarding the Sangha.

Hon. Secretary explained to Sri. Prithviraj Rai that as he was receiving previous messages and
copies, the same mailing address was considered. Nothing has been doneintentionally.He also said
that here was a delay in accounts and so posting was also delayed for which we regret. We once again
sincerely apologize to the members.

Sri. Shivananad Shetty, M.No CL 3778 argued the same point that there might be discrepancies in
the Post Office. Stamps might not have been put on the AGM books. Franking should have been done
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to give more clarity. He also said that you have no evidence as to whether all stamps have been put
on the AGM books.

Sri.Shankar Shetty asked for clarification and evidence as to which post office the books were given
for posting. He said, would take the matter legally and speak to the Post master.

Sri. Lakshmi Narayan Shetty M. No CL003350 clearly stated when you don’t follow Bye-laws Book,
why should we have SGM or AGM. There is no point in saying sorry and repeating the mistakes
again and again. If your team had not prepared the accounts, you should have postponed the AGM.

President said, we have not hidden any mistakes. We have accepted that there was a delay in posting
the books. I once again repeat that, becauseof clarifications in accounts we had to delay in posting
the books and our staff were busy in the upcoming elections. He humbly requested the Members to
allow them to further continue the Meeting.

Hon. Secretary stated that RTGS has been done to Hampinagar Post Office.

Sri. Karunakar Shetty M.No CL 4265 said that he had been an old member of the Sangha. He said he
would appreciate the healthy debate in the AGM.

M.No CL 3778 Sri. Shivanand Shetty made a statement that he appreciated the President for his
goodwill and service to the Sangha. But further he also mentioned no such discrepancies should
occur in the future. He said,they wouldtruly acceptyour apology and further requested to continue
with the AGM.

Mem. No. CL001528 Sri. Shankar Shetty gave a rigid and mandatory statement to all members
that in the forthcoming elections, committee members should follow the Sangha rules religiously.
Disciplinary action should be taken if any discrepancies are found.

Agenda 3. Discussion on placing of Audit Committee Chairman CA B.T. Shetty’s report:-

President mentioned that the AGM held on 13" of January 2024, wherein he had mentioned that he
had no objection in forming the Forensic AuditCommittee, to ascertain whether Forensic Audit is
required or not.Accordingly a committee was formed with CA B.T. Shetty as its Chairman and three
more CAs and an advocate in the committee as members. Subsequently CA B. T. Shetty submitted
his report.

Mr Ashok Shetty stated that in minutes of the meeting published in Sneha Chintane magazine, Pg no
28, asked about the excess amount collected by the Sangha staff in booking and mentioning in the
name of Bunts Sangha, comments are being made with non-availability of records,but as per reports
it was said that there was no loss to the Sangha.How much money has been collected as per the tariff,
no such reports are available.You have audited only for one year,so there is a need for Forensic Audit
mandatorily.
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Mr. Jayaram Sooda, M.No CL000269 stated that CA B.T. Shetty has recommended for a Special
Audit which is definitely necessary. He mentioned that Admin Manager has been terminated whereas
Mr. Dinesh has been suspended and he still owes money to Bunts Sangha.

President Stated clearly that he met C.A B.T Shetty before appointing him as Chairperson for
Forensic Committee. He had meetings and approval with Office Bearers. C.A and Advocates were
selected for this Team, with utmost care and giving respect to their profession, our EC members have
also approved of this proposal.

Mr. Shivanand Shetty mentioned once again that there was procedure lapse that CA B.T Shetty should
not have called him personally to his office, instead, the meetings should have been conducted at the
Sangha office. Formal Letter should have been sent to the selected Forensic Audit Team.It should
have come from Secretary’s Desk.

Regarding Mr. Shivanand Shetty’s comments on the forming of CA B.T. Shetty committee, where
former EC member CA Vijay Shetty is the partner in CA B.T. Shetty’s firm, CA Vijay Shetty CL
6295 stated he had to clarify that B.T Shetty is no longer his Partner and as his name was involved
in Forensic Committee.l have no role in the Forensic Team.

Mr.ShivanandShetty made a statement that 3 committees were formed. In one of the committees
he was the member and found that a sum of Rs. 5Lacs was loss at the Boy’s Hostel.There ws a
difference of 6Lacs in the hall bookings.110 Applications seem to be missing. No proper records
were maintained.

Mr. Shankar Shetty Stated that there seems to be a loss of Rs.80 lacs from the Boys’ Hostel. There is
no proper attendanceregister, no proper receipts with serial numbers. Internal Audit has not justified
his work, Noreconciliation done.

Upon observing that a few of the members were recording the proceedings of the meeting through
their mobile phones, the President interrupted saying that no one should record the conversations
of the AGM.People have this bad habit of posting in Whatsapp and social media.Mr. Jayram Sooda
argued that all are Bunts members.Mr. President said it is against the rule to record the conversations.
If any member requests from the management, they can see the recordings through office documents.
If we find anybody recording the conversations, necessary actions will be taken against the member.

Mr.Jayaram Soodasaid that Mr. Dinesh is accused of taking Rs.3 Lakhs, or even more. We don’t have
any evidence on the same. President said that Mr. Shivanand Shetty and Mr. Shankar Shetty have
given a report through their committee, which was headed by Sri Jagannath Shettyabout Dinesh,
and Mr. Dinesh has returned some amount which was proved to be taken from him and still there is
another 2 lacs of rupees, which was said to be taken by Dinesh, for which there are no clear evidence.

Hon. Secretary interrupted saying that we have taken thereport from CA.B.T. Shetty and team.
Forensic Audit to be done or not is yet to be decided.

Mr Prashanth Shetty debated saying that President is only replying that there is no evidence against
the complaint raised on the staff, Dinesh Shetty and Malini Shettty. How the documents have been
misplaced, Receipts Books seems to be missing. There is no proper records of any documents.
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The President said if any documents are missing, the concerned Hon. Secretaries are responsible for
those years, for which the documents belong to. Otherwise, the missing documents will have to be
re-created by them.

President said, Forensic Audit for the past 8-10 years will cost a lot of expenditure to the Sangha.
Taking opinion from Mr. B.T. Shetty and Team, they have recommended not to go for the Forensic
Audit,as there are no proper evidence against the complaint, and there is no point in moving to
Forensic Audit. My humble suggestion is to the members present here that my opinion also remains
the same. EC Members have also suggested for not proceeding withthe Forensic Audit.

The decisions for next Forensic Audit will be passed on to the Next Committee.

Mr.Santhosh Shetty, M No.CL 3781 suggested that the enquiry should be done for the Past 25 Years,
and the members suggested as per bye-law only 8years scrutiny could be done.

The President finally gave a ruling that we will not proceed with Forensic Audit, but as
recommended by CA B.T. Shetty committee, we will go ahead with a Special Audit from
the year 2016 till date, by an independent audit firm with expertise in uncovering financial
irregularities and frauds in non profit organizations, as mentioned in the committee report.

Treasurer stated that budget and time —line will be fixed by the next Committee for the Special Audit,
within 3 months.

Agenda 4 Appointment and Approval of the Search Committee members for the selection of
Chairman of School Governing Council for the period 2024-27.

President stated that the Search Committee Team for the selection of Chairman, Governing Council,
