He is 
a nature lover and a ardent advocate of Healthy 
Habits
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The Cultural Legacy and Resilience of Ayodhya

Ayodhya, nestled in the heart of 
our beloved country, resonates 
with history and religious 
devotion as the birthplace of 
Bhagwan Sri Ramachandra ji 
(widely known as Sri Ram), 
which means "beautiful, lovely 
moon," and is revered as the 

seventh incarnation (avatar) of Bhagwan Sri 
Vishnu. He is also known as Raghava, Dasarathi, 
Ram Lalla, and Maryada Purushottam Ram. He 
is born to Kaushalya and Dasharatha in Ayodhya, 
the ruler of the Kingdom of Kosala. His birth is 
a central event in the epic Ramayana, and the 
city holds immense significance in culture and 
spirituality. The narrative of Ram's life, teachings, 
and divine exploits has shaped the moral and 
ethical fabric of the philosophy of Sanatana-
dharma, making Ayodhya a pilgrimage site and 
a symbol of religious reverence for millions 
worldwide.

The Ayodhya Ram Janmabhoomi-Babri Masjid 
issue stands as one of the oldest disputes 
globally, spanning many centuries and resulting 
in numerous casualties in conflicts over this 
contested land. This complex issue has a history 
that has been debated for hundreds of years. 
According to an inscription found at the site, 
the Babri mosque in Ayodhya, constructed on 
the site believed to be the birthplace of Sri Ram, 
was completed in September 1529. It was built 
under the supervision of Mughal commander 
Mir Baqi, following orders from Babur, the first 
Mughal Emperor. Some believe it to be one of 
three mosques Babur commissioned to be built 
during the 16th century, along with those in 
Panipat and Sambhal. Throughout the trajectory 
of the Ayodhya dispute, it has been a witness to, 
and subsequently a source of communal tensions, 

as well as religious discord, across our country.

This case delves into the Mughal Regime, 
the British Colonial Rule, and the present 
Constitutional Regime. The earliest documented 
clash over the site between religious groups dates 
back to 1853, a period marked by significant 
social and political changes in our country. 
Historical records depict the Babri Masjid and 
Hanuman Garhi, a nearby temple, as central to 
the conflict. During that time, the Badi Devkali 
Mandir, a temple dedicated to Sri Ram's family 
deity, lay in ruins, with its central pond turned 
into a dumping ground. The ongoing neglect 
suggested that without restoration efforts, the 
violence and conflict surrounding the Sri Ram 
temple in Ayodhya would persist. Gurudev Sri Sri 
Ravishankar, founder of The Art of Living, took 
the lead in refurbishing the temple and reviving 
the pond. In 2002, he had a vision stressing the 
importance of restoring a specific dilapidated 
Devkali temple in Ayodhya.

Consequently, on September 19, 2002, the 
reconsecration ceremony of the Devkali Mandir 
took place. Interestingly, since the puja at the 
temple, the town has not seen any bloodshed 
or riots related to communal violence linked 
with the Ram Mandir conflict. Now, in 2024, 22 
years later, the entire world has witnessed the 
inauguration of the Ram Temple in Ayodhya. 
This highlights the significant influence that the 
subtle realm's forces have over what ultimately 
manifests in the physical world.

In March 2019, the Supreme Court appointed 
Gurudev, along with retired Supreme Court judge 
Justice Fakkir Mohamed Ibrahim Kalifulla and 
mediation expert Sriram Panchu, as mediators in 
the Ayodhya case. On 9th November 2019, the 
Supreme Court settled the dispute, permitting

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the historic reconstruction of the Ram Mandir. 
Ultimately, the court ruled in favour of building 
the Ram Mandir on the disputed land and allocated 
five acres of land, instead of the disputed 2.77 
acres, for a mosque. This judgment was widely 
praised as fair, emphasizing the importance of 
preserving communal harmony and respecting 
the sentiments of all communities in our nation.

We must applaud the Supreme Court for its 
unanimous decision on such a delicate and 
complex issue. Perhaps, nothing but a legally 
binding judgment could have resulted in the 
closure of such a long-standing dispute. It is in 
the interest of society that litigation comes to 
an end, and the Supreme Court has ensured this 
gracefully. The court does not make decisions 
about ownership based on faith or belief but on 
evidence. The law provides clear guidelines, such 
as ownership and possession. When deciding 
who owns the disputed property, the court uses 
established rules of evidence to determine which 
side has proven their ownership. The people of 
this country have accepted it with equal grace and 
humility. This, in itself, marks a great victory for 
the country.

The Ram Mandir Prāna Pratishtha was consecrated 
in Ayodhya on 22 January 2024, resolving a 
long-standing and emotionally charged issue 
deeply rooted in our country's history and 
culture. Symbolizing unity and inclusivity, the 
reconstruction of this mandir bridges religious 
divides and fosters national unity. Its inclusive 
approach involves contributions from people 
of all faiths, embracing the diversity of our 
great country and celebrating its ancient art and 
architecture. This mandir holds immense cultural 
and spiritual significance for all of us, showcasing 
our rich heritage through traditional architectural 
elements. The anticipated surge in visitors will 
boost the region's economy and contribute to its 
overall growth. As a symbol of religious harmony 
and national unity, this marks a significant chapter 

in our country's history.

The Ram Janmabhoomi temple stands as a 
distinctive exemplar of architectural finesse, 
embodying the tenets of Sanatan Dharma and 
showcasing the profound cultural legacy of 
our nation. Alongside the Ram Janmabhoomi 
temple, Hanuman Garhi stands out as another 
prominent religious site in Ayodhya, revered for 
its devotion to Bhagwan Hanuman. The temple's 
unique architectural style and its annual festivities 
attract pilgrims from diverse backgrounds across 
the globe. In a true sense, Ayodhya symbolizes 
values of love, compassion, and righteousness, 
transcending religious boundaries. Festivals 
such as Ram Navami serve as a unifying force, 
bringing together people of various backgrounds 
to celebrate universal brotherhood and promote 
the message of harmony. The government's 
initiatives to promote sustainable tourism in 
Ayodhya aim to preserve its cultural and natural 
heritage while enhancing its infrastructure for 
visitors' convenience.

Ayodhya hosts various cultural activities and 
festivals, fostering a sense of unity among diverse 
communities. Events like the Sita Rasoi festival 
highlight gastronomic traditions, while the 
International Ramayana Mela facilitates cultural 
exchanges on a global scale.

Sri. Prithviraj Rai (CL000497) raised an 
objection, stating that Mr. Muralidhar Hegde 
should not be addressed as President due to his 
submission of resignation on 20th November 
2023. He asserted that he was not eligible to 
preside over the meeting since his resignation 
was submitted. He emphasized that his 

resignation was not discussed during any EC 
meeting and there was no record of withdrawal. 
He requested details regarding the withdrawal 
of his resignation as recorded in the inward 
register, suggesting that if no withdrawal was 
documented, the First President should proceed 
with the meeting.
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In reply to the question, the president explained 
the whole process and said that all the papers 
are in order, EC has not accepted the resignation 
and all EC members’ along with Office bearers 
requested the president to withdraw his 
resignation and a letter was given, the president 
has accepted the request by signing the letter. 

In response, the Hon. Secretary clarified that 
while the resignation was received and recorded, 
it had not been accepted by the EC. He stressed 
that the EC had not taken any action on the 
resignation.

Sri Shivananda Shetty (CL003778) proposed 
rectifying any lapses during the meeting. 
The Hon. Secretary proceeded to read out the 
minutes, with Sri.H Shankar Shetty (CL001528) 
endorsing the member’s views.

Sri Santosh Shetty J.CL003781) intervened, 
stating that the President’s resignation letter 
was addressed to the EC/Office Bearers, not to 
the Members directly. He noted that the matter 
was taken up by the First Vice President and 
discussed, implying that further discussion 
on the resignation was unnecessary as per 
procedure.

Sri.Balachandra Shetty K (CL001647) stated 
that the President assured that the Sangha was 
functioning smoothly with only a few financial 
issues. He mentioned that the President regularly 
communicated updates through Sneha Chintane, 
addressing any concerns noticed. Regarding his 
own resignation, Sri. Balachandra Shetty K. 
CL001647 mentioned that after discussions in 
two EC meetings and receiving support from 
EC members, he withdrew his resignation and 
attended the Mahasabha.

Agenda 3 - Welcome Address by the President

President Sri M. Muralidhar Hegde extended a 
warm welcome to all members, EC Members, 

office bearers, Past Presidents, Past Secretaries 
and Sangha staff at the Annual General Body 
meeting. He expressed gratitude to donors 
Sri H Timmappa  Bhandary, Smt. Radhabai 
Thimmappa Bhandary Sri R N Shetty and Sri 
K Prakash Shetty, highlighting the Sangha’s 
development through Sneha Chintane.

The President emphasized the importance of 
reading Sneha Chintane by all members and 
maintaining decorum in the Mahasabha. He 
urged members to speak softly, be concise and 
avoid repetition for meaningful and healthy 
discussions.

A point of order was raised by Dr. B Tharanath 
Hegde (CL000795), questioning the validity of 
the AGM due to its delay. He requested proof of 
permission from the Registration of Society Act 
for conducting the AGM beyond the specified 
due date. The President explained that the delay 
was due to financial fraud, necessitating time 
for investigation and reporting. Permission was 
obtained to hold the AGM by the end of January 
2024.

Sri. H Shankar Shetty (CL001528) and Sri 
Shivananda Shetty (CL003778) supported Dr. B 
Tharanath Hegde’s point of order.

The President ruled that the AGM would proceed 
as per the agenda.

Agenda 4 - Ratification of Minutes of Previous 
AGM (30.07.2022)

During the meeting, the Hon. Secretary 
invoked Lord Varasiddhi vinayaka and read 
out corrections in Kannada. These corrections 
included:

•	 Page No.3: to read as: 30.7.2022 AGM 
held at Radhabai Thimmappa Bhandary 
Auditorium instead of Bunts Sangha RNS 
Vidyaniketan.
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•	 Page No.28: Free Auditorium booking total 
should be 3 instead of 17, Non A/c Guest 
room should be 283 instead of 190.

•	 Back cover page inside: Sl.No.6: Manjula 
Shetty N Instead of Majula Shetty. 

•	 On page 70 correction of the name from 
Malathi V Shetty to Malathi J Shetty in SL 
No.10.

•	 Sri. H. Shankar Shetty (CL001528) said, he 
had given dissent note for accounts, but it is 
not recorded. Now it should be recorded.

•	 Sri.H.Shankar Shetty (CL001528) has raised 
objection that in page no.6 his membership 
number is wrongly mentioned instead of 
1528 printed as 2598.

•	 Sri. B.Sudhakar Shetty (CL002348), referred 
to page no.28 of the last AGM notice and 
mentioned out of the land 9 acre 18.5 
guntas, 14 guntas of land in s.no.199 had 
been encroached by the neighbored and they 
cannot establish physical area. The sumukha 
charitable trust requested vide letter dated 
17.11.2014 requested the sangha to register 
14 guntas in the name of Sangha without 
payment of any consideration. Wanted to 
know any development in this.

•	 Sri. H.Shankar Shetty (CL001528) informed 
to record minutes correctly. Regarding 
removal of auto stand in front of Radhabai 
Thimmappa Bhandary Auditorium discussed 
in the previous AGM not recorded.

•	 The Hon. Secretary assured that it would be 
implemented, and the President suggested 
recording it through voice recording.

•	 Sri Pramodchandra Bhandary’s Concern 
(Mem no.CL001996) suggested replacing 
the word “concentration” with “proper 
maintenance.”

•	 President said that we will discuss in the 
Governing Council and form a Committee. 

The minutes of the AGM held on 30.7.2022 was 
approved. Proposed by Sri.H Shankar Shetty 
(CL001528) and seconded by Sri. Jayaram 
Sooda (CL000269) and Sri.Shivananda Shetty.
Further Intervention by Sri Shankar Shetty 
(Mem no.CL001528):
•	 Sri Shankar Shetty raised a point of order 

concerning the accounts.
•	 He insisted on using verbatim correctly.
•	 He informed the meeting that Sri A N 

Shetty suggested passing the accounts with 
a dissent note from him, and requested that 
this be recorded during the current meeting.

Intervention by Sri B Sudhakar Shetty 
(CL002348):

•	 Sri B Sudhakar Shetty (CL002348) 
highlighted that the Sangha balance sheet 
is approaching Rs. 200 crores and proposed 
forming a Finance Committee.

•	 The Hon. Secretary replied that committee 
formation has already been initiated in the 
school and will be extended to other places. 
He also mentioned the need for corrections 
in page 7 of the annual report.

Objection raised by Sri Shivananda Shetty 
(CL003778)

•	 The Hon. Secretary assured that it would be 
implemented, and the President suggested 
recording it through voice recording.

•	 A member raised the issue that the 
membership audit mentioned in the previous 
AGM has not been conducted.

Issues raised by Sri Nagaraj Shetty

•	 Sri Nagaraj Shetty referred to concerns 
raised by Sri Shankar Shetty regarding 
discrepancies in receipts and emphasized 
the need to rectify errors to avoid fraud.

•	 Sri Vijay Shetty, a member of the enquiry 
committee, stated that all 79 manual receipts 
had been accounted and deposited in the 
bank, despite difficulties in producing a 
report.

Further queries by Sri Shivananda Shetty 
(CL003778)

•	 Sri Shivananda Shetty inquired about 
the maintenance of assets register and 
depreciation calculations, particularly in the 
new school premises.

Agenda 5 - Adoption of Action taken report 
of the previous AGM held on 30.07.2022

Sri. K Pramod Chandra Bhandary  M.No.1996, 
referred to page No.3, raised question that Mr. 
Shashikiran Shetty,Alcargo  has promised to 
donate buses for our school worth up to Rs.1.00 
crore. What action has been taken?

Hon.Secretary replied that we have discussed 
in the Governing Council meeting regarding 
purchase of school vans. If we purchase buses, 
there is a chance of huge loss. Later decided to 
outsource school vans as in BSRNS-I. Chairman 
had discussed with Mr.Shashikiran Shetty, he is 
ready to donate big amount, and we can collect 
for pending construction works. 

Page No.6, regarding sale of gifted land, Hon. 
Secretary replied that we are paying tax, there is 
a problem in association, and hence we have not 
taken any decision.  

Sri. H.Sridhar Hegde, Mem.No.1740, page no. 
6 regarding installation suitable of software 
and maintenance of Asset register. Treasurer 
replied that we have to do it. For this Executive 
Committee taken a decision to complete before 
next AGM. Committee has been formed 
with H.Shankar Shetty as Chairman along 
with Maintenance Committee and Project 
Committee.  It is under process. Sri. Shankar 
Shetty said that due to his health reasons it was 
delayed. H.Sridhar Hegde asked why it was not 
mentioned in the Action Taken report.

Sri. H.Sridhar Hegde, referred the Page 
No.10, regarding all donations collected by 
subcommittee should be deposited to the Sangha 
Account.

Satish Shetty GC member 
given suggestion to go for outsourcing as on 
BSRNSV-1, it is difficult to maintain buses.  
Shivananda Shetty wanted explanation with rate 
analysis. President assured that he will discuss 
in the GC in this regard.

Smt. Shashirekha M Shetty M.No.3657, said 
that there is no clarity in Action Taken report. 

Sri. Shivananda Shetty questioned about Asset 
register of BSRNSV-II.  Secretary said that we 
are maintaining the record.

•	 Sri B Sudhakar Shetty brought up the issue 
of certain matters discussed in the previous 
AGM not being recorded, such as the removal 
of the Auto Stand in front of the Radhabai 
Thimmappa Bhandary Auditorium.

Issues Raised by Members:

•	 A member expressed concern about the 
scheduling of meetings, suggesting they 
should be held on working days.

•	 Another member emphasized the need for a 
membership audit dating back to 2016.

•	 A member raised the absence of an Accounts 
Committee and condemned its non-
formation.

Approval of Previous AGM Minutes

•	 Sri Dayanand Shetty, Sri Shivanand Shetty, 
and Sri Shankar Shetty approved the minutes 
of the previous AGM held on 30.07.2022.

Financial Matters

•	 The Treasurer mentioned the prohibition of 
cash acceptance for all transactions.

Concerns about Receipt Verification

•	 Sri Nagaraj Shetty raised a concern that only 
70 receipts were verified instead of 7000, 
seeking a reply from the general body.
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•	 Smt. Pallavi Samitha M.No. 6209 informed 
that only 79 receipts were audited, and the 
report was not produced.

Donation Clarification

•	 A member Smt. Shashirekha Shetty 
M- Cl003657 informed about an Rs.1 
crore donation by Sri Shashikiran and 
sought clarity on its utilization, to which 
the President replied that it would be 
communicated to the chairman.

Assets Register

•	 Concerns were raised about the lack of an 
assets register, with members suggesting it 
should be maintained, especially for new 
institutions. The President assured that an 
Assets Register would be prepared for the 
next AGM.

Fee Concession Guidelines

•	 Dr. B Taranath Hegde- Mem No.CL000795 
questioned the inconsistency regarding fee 
concession guidelines, seeking clarification 
on the procedure.

Fee Concession Details

•	 Sri Umesh Rai B. – CL003793 noted the 
absence of fee concession details in the 
Sneha Chintane and emphasized that it 
should only be provided to those in genuine 
need, not to individuals with substantial 
assets.

Approval of Agenda

•	 The General Body approved the agenda, 
proposed by Sri Sudharkar Shetty and 
seconded by Sri Sreedhar Hegde H.-Mem. 
No. CL001740.

•	 The member’s concern about the washroom’s 
cleanliness and maintenance is duly noted. 
It’s crucial to address such issues promptly 
for the comfort and well-being of everyone.

Agenda No.6 – To adopt the Annual Report 
of the Sangha.

•	 Sri. Pramod Chandra Bhandary raised 
concerns about poor maintenance in the 
Sangha and highlighted issues with the 
functioning of the Maintenance Committee.

•	 Sri. Shivananda Shetty questioned the 
allocation of scholarships totaling Rs. 
21,91,600/-, inquiring whether it was 
provided by the school or the Bunts Sangha. 
The Hon. Secretary clarified that Rs. 
4,87,514/- was given by the Sangha, while 
the rest was provided by the school for 
meritorious students.

•	 Sri. Srinivas Sooda questioned the significant 
expenditure of Rs. 20 lakhs for Karimani, 
noting that it was much higher than before. 
The President explained that there had been 
an increase in requests from members. 

•	 The Secretary added that there are criteria 
for providing Karimani, such as being a 
BPL cardholder and having the wedding 
conducted in a temple.

•	 Smt. Shakila Shetty sought clarification on 
scholarships and asked if a committee was 
formed to oversee them. The Secretary 
responded that fee concessions were not 
granted for the year 2022-23 and we have 
not given fee concession for the year 2022-
23.

•	 Dr. B. Tharanath Hegde inquired about the 
criteria for fee concessions, as there used to 
be specific criteria in place.
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•	 Sri.B Sudhakar Shetty (CL002348) 
suggested printing a handbook and 
distributing it to members.

•	 Sr. J.Santosh Shetty clarified that all 
schemes were uploaded on the website and 
encouraged members to refer to it. 

•	 Sri. Jayaram Sooda (CL000269) suggested 
printing and circulating a list of concessions.

•	 Sri. Srinivasa Sooda, (1776) said that Bunts 
should be given seat in school. President 
replied that applications will be checked and 
given seats to Bunts.

•	 Sri. Suresh Hegde sought clarification 
regarding fee concessions, which the 
President confirmed had already been 
discussed.

•	 Dr. B. Tharanath Hegde asked why only Rs. 
88,000/- in scholarships had been collected 
this year compared to Rs. 1,90,500/- last year. 
The Hon.Secretary explained that efforts 
were being made to increase collections.

•	 Regarding case No. REF.1177/2013-BHEL 
v/s Bunts Sangha, Sri. B Sudhakar Shetty 
(CL002348) asked for an update. The 
Secretary informed that it was under process 
and being handled by Senior Advocate 
Mr. Shekhar Shetty. Sri. Chandrahas Rai 
mentioned that the land area in question 
was 2.29 acres and had been sold by BHEL 
Employees Co-Op. Society. Sri. Shankar 
Shetty suggested conducting a survey to 
resolve the issue amicably, to which the 
Secretary stated that an application had been 
made for Government survey. 

•	 Mr. Muddanna Shetty suggested printing 
a summary of cases in the AGM notice, to 
which the Secretary responded that Case 
no. 3 was closed, and details could be 

obtained from the Bunts Sangha Office. 
Smt. Shashirekha Shetty mentioned that the 
information was available on the website. 

•	 Regarding case no. 2 OS2461/2016- 
Santhosh Shetty v/s Bunts Sangha, J. 
Santhosh Shetty requested the General Body 
to close the case. 

•	 Regarding case no. 4, it was suggested to 
resolve the case amicably. The Secretary 
explained that since there was no resignation 
from Mr. Nagesha N.S., the case remains 
pending.

•	 Sri. B Sudhakar Shetty (CL002348) 
congratulated the Sangha for collecting Rs. 
7,71,749/- from advertisements in Sneha 
Chintane.

•	 Sri. Shankar Shetty questioned the previous 
Project Committee about the collapse of 
the compound wall, attributing it to poor 
workmanship. 

•	 Mr. Ramith Shetty, the previous Project 
Committee coordinator, objected to this and 
clarified that heavy rainfall, approximately 
6.5mm, and the topography of the land were 
responsible for the collapse. 

•	 Sri. Shankar Shetty objected to Mr. Ramith 
Shetty’s explanation, suggesting he should 
have attributed it to a flood.

Agenda 7 To Adopt the Annual Report of the 
Bunt’s Sangha R N S Vidyaniektan

•	 Fee Structure Inquiry: Dr. B. Tharanath 
Hegde inquired about the fee structure. The 
president explained that new admissions 
require a donation of 100,000/- for Non-
Bunts. Siblings receive a 50% discount 
on the donation, and there is no donation 
required for Bunts. Additionally, there 
was a query about the number of Bunt 
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students in BSRNSV-1 and II, to which the 
Secretary provided the figures: 864 Bunts in 
BSRNSV-1, 14 Bunts in BSRNSV-II, and 
76 Bunts in the PUC Sankalpa program.

•	 Concessions Approval Process: There was 
a request for a list of concessions granted 
and clarification on whether all these 
concessions were approved in the Governing 
Council meeting. The Treasurer explained 
that approval from the GC is obtained for 
concessions, and write-offs require general 

body approval. The President affirmed that 
all concessions were indeed approved in the 
Governing Council meeting.

•	 Scholarship Inquiry: Shivananda Shetty 
raised a question about the scholarship 
amount given, specifically mentioning 
Rs. 21,96,200/-. There was a follow-up 
query about how much of this amount was 
allocated to BSRNSV-1 and BSRNSV-II.

•	 Treasurer explained the concession details 
as under:

•	 Concession Process Inquiry: Mr. H. Shankar 

Shetty raised a question about the timing of 
granting concessions, whether it’s at the time 
of admission or afterward. He mentioned 
that even after concessions are given, the 
balance amount is reflected as arrears, and 
he requested to stop such messages. 

•	 The Treasurer assured that they would cease 
sending such messages

•	 Appointment Procedures: Sri. Raviraj Shetty 
inquired about the procedures followed in 
appointments. 

•	 The President clarified that appointments 
are made according to the directions of the 
Governing Council. Vacancy advertisements 
are published in newspapers, resumes are 
received, and three rounds of interviews are 
conducted. The first round is conducted by 
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external agencies, followed by the Academic 
Committee and Office bearers in the second 
round, and finally, the salary is determined 
in consultation with the Governing Council 
in the third round.

•	  Teacher Appraisal System: The President 
explained the introduction of an appraisal 
system for all teachers, with the process 
already underway. The Academic 
Committee will evaluate each teacher, and 
increments will be based on the Principal’s 
ratings and the Academic Committee’s 
recommendations, ensuring transparency 
throughout the process.

•	 Teacher Turnover Inquiry: Mr. Raviraj 
Shetty questioned why teachers are leaving 
in the middle of the academic year. The 
President attributed this phenomenon to 
personal reasons, which he stated is common 
across institutions.

•	 Instructions to School Management: The 
President emphasized giving instructions 
to the Principal, Headmasters, and Co-
Coordinators not to insult teachers in front 
of others and to praise them for their good 
work.

•	 Influence on Teacher Appraisals Inquiry: 
Shivananda Shetty raised concerns about 
some teachers receiving more increment due 
to influence. He asked about the minimum 
and maximum increment given and the 
number of teachers who left during the 
President’s term. The President clarified 
that a flat 10% increment was given and 
that appraisals were not released based on 
influence. He mentioned sending a circular 
in December regarding willingness for the 
next academic year and discussed the notice 
period at the time of appointment, which 
currently stands at one month. Shivananda 

Shetty suggested extending the notice 
period to three months due to the difficulty 
in finding good teachers.

•	 B.T.Hegde, asked about total expenses 
incurred towards BSRNSV 2 inaugural 
function. Treasurer given clarification as 
under: 

Total amount spent: 71,00,136/-

Staff contribution: 10,79,445/-

Amount Spent:       60,20,691/-

Approved Budget: 25,00,000/-

•	 Sponsorship amount: 35,25,000/- deposited  
to Bunts Sangha Account.

•	 Treasurer said excess budget already 
circulated.

•	 Page No. 4 minutes wrongly mentioned, 
it should be ratified as amount spent:  
60,20,691/ and sponsorship: 35,25,000/- and 
staff & parents contribution.

•	 H. Shankar Shetty, questioned about 
implementation of service rules in School 
because there is more than 250 staff.

•	 President replied that we have adopted 
service rules. 

Agenda 8 – To adopt the Annual Balance 
Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account and 
report of the Auditor for the period 01.04.2022 
to 31.03.2023.

The Treasurer said, I would like to present the 
Accounts, before that I would like to say few 
points with regard the accounting observation 
of Gent’s hostel and Radhabai Thimmappa 
Bhandari Auditorium along with seminar hall 
and guest room receipts.

•	 Accounting Observations: The Treasurer and 
Executive Committee have noticed several 
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irregularities, including duplicate receipts 
and jumping vouchers, particularly in the 
Gents Hostel and Auditorium transactions.

•	 Prompt Action: Upon identifying these 
irregularities, immediate action was taken 
to conduct thorough checks and track the 
discrepancies in our records.

•	 Forgery Detection: Through close scrutiny, 
we uncovered instances of forgery within 
the Gents Hostel fee collection process, 
where duplicate receipts were issued, and 
payments were diverted to maintenance 
supervisor personal account.

•	 Enquiry Committee Formation: The 
Executive Committee promptly formed an 
Enquiry Committee comprising members 
such as Sri H Shankar Shetty (CL001528), Sri 
Shivanand Shetty (CL003778), Mr. Naveen 
Chandra Shetty (CL004465), CA Vijay 
Shetty (CL006295) and Chairpersons of 
Legal Committee, Youth Wing Committee, 
and Maintenance committee to investigate 
the matter.

•	 Appreciate the efforts of the enquiry 
committee members even though they are 
busy with their works and also in spite of 
the health issues Mr. H Shankar Shetty have 
attended and worked even late nights to get 
deep in to the matter.

•	 Priority on Sangha’s Interests: The Enquiry 
Committee ensured that all investigations 
prioritized the Sangha’s interests above 
all else, ensuring transparency and 
accountability.

•	 Meantime the EC has recommended to form 
an internal committee to check the duplicate 
receipts and formed a committee having 
Purchase committee chairperson Mrs. 
Manjula Shetty and its convenor Mr. Sunil 

Shetty, Youth wing chairperson Mr. CA 
Kishore Shetty and Sevadala chairperson 
Mr. Umesh Shetty.

•	 We have received the reports by both the 
committee and the executive committee 
immediately terminated the employees by 
maintaining the proper procedures.

•	 But the enquiry reports of Auditorium 
receipts was conducted by the internal 
committee members And hence Statutory 
Auditor and Executive committee decided 
to get the revenue audits by CA Firm and EC 
decided to have detailed Revenue Audits by 
the experts: M/s. Hegde Raj & Ullody who 
are an experts in fraud detection audits.

•	 With their reports to the EC, the statutory 
auditors finalized the audit reports.

•	 Meantime the executive committee took 
some serious steps to upgrade the accounts 
system by introducing  below mentioned 
steps:

	 Maker and checker not available.

	 Delete option enabled.

	 No deleted receipt traceability options.

	 No party ledger.

	 Advance receipts maintained manually.

	 Postdated cheques details maintained 
manually.

	 Other account formats are not in place.
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Hence we have migrated from tally ERP 9 
to Tally prime along with below mentioned 
upgrades from next financial year.

	 Vouchers wise back dated access control, 
track the changes done on the transactions 
and masters

	 Radhabai Thimmappa Bhandary Auditorium 
Online booking & billing software, Gents 
hostel and Ladies hostel online bookings 
will be developed.

	 QR code payment methods.

•	 Stopped all cash payments and receipts 
and initiated digital payments method from 
05/01/2024 onwards.

•	 U Lakshminarayan Shetty (CL003350) 
inquired about the misplacement of 82 Tariff 
cards.

•	 Treasurer replied that, all revenue was 
booked for all programmers as per our 
approved tariff.

•	 Ashok Shetty (CL010417) asked about 
excess booking it’s collected by Bunts 
Sangha using Bunts Sangha’s name and 
comments are urged on non-available 
records but as per report no loss to Sangha 
we should know now how much  they have 
collected who has signed the tariff they have 
collected in the name of bunts Sangha. You 
have audited one year only so that we are 
demanding forensic audit.

•	 Page No. 50-Notes to Accounts 1st paragraph 
the staff suspended and terminated. General 
body accepted their termination based on 
president ruling rectify the word suspended 
and terminated and president approved the 
same.

•	 Karunakar Shetty expressed concern that 
school fees were not being received and 
receivables were high compared to other 
schools. 

•	 Treasurer replied that, we are trying our best 
to recover the receivables. 

•	 U Lakshminarayan Shetty appreciated the 
efforts for finding the fraudulent activities 
and said that you took in charge in August 
2022 and you find out the misappropriation 
in April 2023 why so much delay?

•	 Treasurer replied that we are in action from 
day one from I took in charge and noticed 
the receipts jumping from November 2022 
onwards, the hostel receipt also noticed prior 
to the closure of financial year 2022-2023.

•	 Transparency Measures: Cash transactions 
for bookings were stopped to enhance 
transparency, and statements from auditors 
were read out by the Treasurer. Cash 
transactions were halted for BSRNSV-1, II, 
and Bunts Sangha from 5.1.2024. Previously, 
cash receipts were stopped except for library 
fines and other small transactions, and now 
all cash transactions have been halted.

•	 Financial Irregularities: H. Shankar Shetty 
raised concerns about financial irregularities, 
particularly regarding amounts received from 
Dinesh Shetty. There were discrepancies in 
the audit report, and Shankar Shetty stated 
that the account cannot be passed.

•	 Treasurer explained that the audit report 
had been provided by the Revenue Audit 
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agency. They clarified that the tariff forgery 
involved an increase in the base rent from 
Rs.1,50,000/- to Rs.1,75,000/-, as well as 
increased previous day kitchen and other 
charges.

•	 H.Shankar Shetty further pointed out 
discrepancies in the rental amount for the 
Beegara oota, stating that the rent was 
already set at Rs. 1,75,000/- as of November 
15, 2017. The Treasurer clarified that the 
higher rent of Rs.1,75,000/- was observed 
only for three transactions.

•	 The Treasurer added that despite the 
official tariff being set at Rs.1,50,000/- 
as of November 15, 2017, the revenue 
of the Sangha was not affected by these 
adjustments.

•	 Malini Shetty attempted to speak, the 
President objected, stating that her 
membership had been revoked due to 
allegations of financial fraud and procedural 
lapses. The President asserted that the 
decision was based on reports from two 
separate enquiries, and while Malini objected 
to the allegations, the President affirmed the 
decision, offering recourse through legal 
channels if she wished to challenge it.

•	 Malini, Divya, and Dinesh were terminated 
from their positions by the Executive 
Committee with legal backing, and two 
committees were established in response to 
this action.

•	 Mr. Ganesh Shetty inquired about proof, and 
the Treasurer stated that any proof required 
could be obtained from the Sangha Office, 
highlighting the extensive efforts made 
through three enquiries.

•	 Mr. Umesh Rai B (LM003793) opinioned 

that Enquiry committee and EC did a good 
job.

•	 H.Shankar Shetty said it is qualified report.  
Treasurer said that it is not a qualified report. 
The income of Sangha is intact. 

•	 Sri.J.Santosh Shetty, question about the 
responsibility of the Internal Auditor for the 
lapses in the accounts and fraud made by the 
staff members. 

•	 Pramod Chandra Bhandary said that since 
the Statutory Auditor has not given the 
qualified report, accounts can be passed.

•	 The Statutory Auditor, Sri. U.K.Hegde, 
clarified that the audit report was not 
qualified due to the insignificance of the 
amounts involved compared to the total 
revenue of the Sangha. He suggested 
considering an outside independent agency 
for further review Revenue Audit agency 
(CA firm) has given its repots based on these 
reports Balance Sheet was finalized.

•	 The Treasurer explained that three enquiries 
were conducted for transparency, causing a 
delay in Annual report.

•	 Under Agenda No. 8, Mr. B. Sudhakar 
Shetty (CL2348) sought permission of the 
President to discuss on investigation report 
of the Bunts Sangha Gents Hostel and 
revenue report of Radhabai Thimmappa 
Bhandary Auditorium.

•	 Mr. B Sudhakar Shetty(CL002348) drew 
the attention of the president regarding 
misappropriation committed by the hostel 
warden as mentioned in the enquiry 
committee report and he questioned the 
working system of the then Executive 
Committee. He spoke also about the amount 
misappropriated and he suggested to show 
the amount receivable due to the fraud 
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committed by the warden. He asked the 
management to proceed with the action after 
consulting with statutory auditors.

•	 Mr.B Sudhakar Shetty (CL002348) 
appreciated the efforts of the President and 
his team for taking immediate steps as soon as 
they noticed the financial misappropriation. 
He brought to the notice of the AGM 
regarding M/s. Raj Ullody Revenue Audit 
report on the affairs of the Radhabai 
Thimmappa Bhandary hall booking and 
the allegations made by the committee that 
the staff members have used forged tariff 
cards and suspected the concerned staff 
involvement in the fraudulent transactions. 

•	 Since the Raj & Ullody CA Firm, was given 
the task of revenue audit for the year 2022 
– 23, a few members asked who has signed 
the forged tariff cards. Since the detailed 
report of both the enquiry committee and 
Revenue Audit reports are available in the 
Sangha office, the President requested Mr. 
B Sudhakar Shetty (CL002348) to conclude 
the discussion. However, Mr.B Sudhakar 
Shetty (CL002348) further suggested that 
the EC to quantify the loss caused to the 
Sangha. He also supported the requirement 
of Forensic Audits for the previous periods.

•	 Treasurer clarified to the question of 
Mr.Suresh Hegde, about the electricity 
charges, total electricity charges paid is 
24,52,340/-. In that fixed demand charges 
is 51000/- per month. Total demand charge 
is 6,12,000/- Net bill amount is 18,40,340/- 
Recovery amount is 11,52,179/- and net 
of deposits and interest 1,77,620/- total 
difference amount is Rs.5,10,541/- for using 
of lift, guest room, seminar hall and board 
room.

•	 Treasurer given replied to letters received 
from H Shankar shetty, Shri A N Shetty, Shri 
Santhosh shetty and Karunakar Shetty.

•	 Mr.Muddanna Shetty asked about the major 
receivable and advance amounts.

•	 Treasurer replied that we have provided the 
figures and schedule for the same. 

•	 U.K. Hegde clarified that the major provision 
in payable pertains to PF and Gratuity etc.

•	 Sri. Shivananda Shetty questioned about 
huge receivables. 

•	 The Treasurer explained that these were dues 
accumulated during the COVID period.

•	 J.Santosh Shetty, asked what action we are 
going against Internal Auditor regarding 
financial fraud.

•	 Treasurer replied that internal auditor 
worked as per his scope of work. Regarding 
delay in finding fraud, In December 2022 we 
have issued letter for the receipt issues. Gents 
hostel duplicate receipt evidence we have 
collected on 12.3.2023. Letter issued for 
the mismatch voucher Enquiry committee 
formation and report is also required and it 
should be sufficient and everything is done 
before the Balance Sheet. We don’t have 
Internal Control Scope. We are doing that 
and we are changing Internal Auditor also. 

•	 Few member questioned about mismatch in 
Auditorium bookings as per audit report and 
AGM report. 

•	 Treasurer replied that only revenue generated 
bookings considered in Audit report. 

•	 H.Shankar Shetty insisted to go for forensic 
audit.

•	 Treasurer said that forensic audit is entirely 
different subject. Also said that revenue 
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is intact. Over and above forgery has been 
identified at our time, it has been given to 
revenue audit firm  M/s. Hegde Raj and 
Ullodi they are the expert in Forensic audit 
and they are the fraud detecting agencies, 
they have checked all transactions in detailed 
and submitted the report. 

•	 Sri. H Shankar Shetty highlighted the 
receivable from Dinesh Shetty. The 
Treasurer and agreed to modify the term to 
“recoverable from Dinesh Shetty.

•	 Error should be rectified in notes to accounts 
page no. 50, staff  who were involved in 
this irregularities were suspended and 
terminated but as per Presidents ruling 
we have terminated without suspension 
Suggested by Mr. Lakshminarayan Shetty to 
remove the word suspended.

•	  Sri.B Sudhakar Shetty (CL002348) endorsed 
the view of H.Shankar Shetty, Lakshman 
Shetty, Ashok Shetty and Muddanna Shetty 
for conducting forensic audit. Congratulated 
the President and his team for taking bold 
steps in conducting enquiry as soon as they 
came to know the fraud. 

•	 Sri.B Sudhakar Shetty (CL002348) said 
that M/s. Hegde Raj & Ullodi report is not 
authentic. Better to conduct forensic audit.

•	 Sri Raviraj Shetty member raised the issue 
that salaries of the school is getting delayed.  
Whether RTE is available apart from free 
scheme for the school admission. 

•	 Treasurer replied that Salaries are generated 
on 30th of every month.  Due to strict 
checking it has got delayed only few months.

•	 Deepak Shetty (m.no.5615) clarified that 
accounts delayed during the corona period 
only. During corona time also we have not 

delayed salary. Regarding multiple tariff, 
during our term not done. 

•	 Shivananda Shetty inquired about the 
signatory of the tariff card.

•	 Mr. Sunil Kumar Shetty J stated that the 
secretary has signed the tariff card and 
presented the booking form along with it.

•	 Sri. Shivananda Shetty asked clarification 
about accounts regarding fixed deposits 
details and suggested to convert it to bulk 
FD so we will get more interest. Treasurer 
informed we will look into this matter.

•	 Sri. Shivananda Shetty asked for write off of 
Rs. 6,62,915/- and Treasurer has given the 
clarification.

•	 Sri.Shivananda Shetty, asked questions 
about school expenditures, Treasurer 
clarified the same.

•	 The salary of BSRNSV-II staff was increased 
due to additional recruitment post-COVID.

•	 Sri.Shivananda Shetty sought clarification 
regarding the school van, and the Treasurer 
explained that the facility is outsourced and 
cost is high compared to van collection.

•	 Sri. H. Shankar Shetty enquired if donors 
who agreed to adopt for two years have 
made the full payment. The Treasurer agreed 
to follow up with them for payment.

•	 Sri.H.Shankar Shetty and Shivananda Shetty 
clarified the scope of the internal auditor’s 
responsibilities, and the Treasurer responded 
that they have instructed them to conduct the 
necessary checks.

•	 Sri. H Shankar Shetty said that “In writ 
petition no, 1528 of 2008 and writ appeal 
no.2044 of 2008 both the Judge ordered 
even a single member can take sue.
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•	 Mr.Raviraj Shetty Internal Auditor clarified 
that wrong information given to General 
Body that action taken against him. He said 
that he had given resignation voluntarily. 
and we used to check the registers and not 
the tariff card. I have to submit the report 
within 7 days to Executive Committee I used 
to see the registers available in the sangha.
we were not seeing the booking forms due 
to our limited scope of audit.

•	 Mr.Vijay Kumar Shetty (Mem No.2546) 
requested for Forensic audit. 

•	 Sri.UK Hegde said that audit has been done 
on the basis of records available. Because of 
some enquiries happened, I asked for further 
details from outside auditors. As per their 
recommendations, whatever collections 
have to be made for Sangha on the basis of 
tariff. It has come. There is no loss to Sangha. 
The revenue of Sangha is considered for 
materiality and it is not a qualified report.

•	 Sri.H.Shankar Shetty (CL001528) said 
that around 30 lakhs fraud made in Hostel. 
President clarified that we have taken action 
immediately we came to know about the 
misappropriation. Mr.Dinesh manipulated 
actual number of inmates as against enter in 
the register. Auditor is not able to check the 
actual number of inmates.

•	 Treasurer appealed to General Body to pass 
accounts and said that ready to forensic 
audit from the date of appointment of 
terminated employees. For the entire Sangha 
and School. Forensic Audit will be cross 
checked with Auditor. 

•	 Sri.J.Santosh Shetty requested to pass the 
accounts. Requested to conduct the forensic 
audit from the inception of Sangha.

•	 President said that statutory auditor has given 
the clarification for pass the accounts. Sri. 
H Shankar Shetty (CL001528) and others 
said subject to conducting of forensic audit 
as and when it convenient on the demand of 
the members. President said that Forensic 
audit procedure is there. Treasurer said that 
Sangha is important and we have to protect 
the interest of Sangha.

•	 C.A.Vijay Shetty said that with condition 
account cannot be passed. President said 
that discussed with advocates and Chartered 
Accountants about Forensic Audit. We 
have to follow the rules and we will form a 
committee. 

•	 President said that we are going to forensic 
Audit, will form a committee and place 
before SGM.

•	 After Deliberation Annual Balance sheet 
income and Expenditure Account and report 
of the Auditor for the period 1.4.2022 to 
31.3.2023 Approved, proposed by Pramod 
Chandra Bhandary and seconded by 
Chandrashekhar Shetty.

•	 Fee Concession Statistics: The Treasurer 
said that, previous academic year, fee 
concessions were provided to 219 Bunts 
students, 140 students with more than one 
child, and 33 Bunts students who were 
unable to pay the full fees. Sri Shankar 
Shetty (CL001528) and Sri Shivananda 
Shetty suggested seeking approval from the 
Executive Committee for fee concessions 
and ensuring thorough eligibility checks for 
recipients.

•	 Page No.71 Regarding 50% concession to 
all Bunts on the request.  It is compulsory to 
all Bunts. 
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•	 Deepak Shetty said that, during Dr.Naresh 
Shetty’s term it was resolved to give fee 
concession to all bunts who have given 
request letter.  Later followed the procedure. 
Requested to give clear guidance for fee 
concession. 

•	 Sri.Upendra Shetty requested General 
Body to help poor Bunts for their children’s 
education. We have started Sankalpa 
Scheme for the poor Bunts. Requested to 
continue the scheme. We have hostel for 
300 students. Bunts Sangha is for charity 
purpose. President said that previous year 50 
students admitted under Sankalpa scheme. It 
is decided to take 50 students under Sankalpa 
Scheme. 

•	 Dr. B Tharanath Hegde, asked what is the fee 
criteria for Non-Bunt Students. Shivanand 
Shetty suggested to avoid concession to 
non-bunts. Treasurer explained that we are 
getting recommendations from Education 
department, police department.  Suggested 
to give maximum 3% of the total student 
strength.  Maximum limit will be discussed 
in EC. For Bunts 50% concession to all 
Bunts. 

•	 Shivananda Shetty suggested to avoid 
concession to non-Bunts. 

•	 However, the President ruled that discounts 
for non-Bunts students should only be 
granted to those who are economically 
disadvantaged. This decision likely reflects 
the Sangha’s commitment to providing 
financial assistance to those in need while 
ensuring fairness and transparency in its 
policies.

•	 It was resolved to grant a 50% concession 
to all Bunt students, with a further 100% 

concession to be given on an eligibility 
basis following a review by the Executive 
Committee.

Resolution proposed by Dr. B Taranath 
Hegde

1.	 Scope of Audit: Dr. B Taranath Hegde 
proposed extending the scope of audit by 
appointing separate auditors for RNS1 & 
RNS2, Radhabai Thimmappa Bhandary 
Hall/Seminar Hall, and Guest Room. This 
is due to the increasing memberships and 
activities within the Sangha.

2.	 The Treasurer responded that the Sangha had 
advertised the position and would appoint 
a single auditor. Additionally, they would 
provide a detailed scope of internal control 
for auditing purposes.

3.	 Assistance for Students from Challenged 
Backgrounds: Sri Umesh Shetty highlighted 
the issue of children from single-parent 
households or those without parents 
receiving calls from schools for fee 
payments. He suggested that the Sangha 
should provide assistance to these students 
in line with its motto.

4.	 Sankalpa Scheme for Underprivileged 
Students: President mentioned the Sankalpa 
scheme, initiated by Sri Upendra Shetty, 
to support underprivileged students. The 
Sangha had previously visited the homes of 
such students and had taken steps to assist 
them.

5.	 The resolution proposed by Sri Shivananda 
Shetty and Sri U Lakshminarayan Shetty has 
been passed. Additionally, Dr. B Taranath 
Hegde suggested offering a 3% discount for 
non-Bunt students. The Treasurer responded 
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that this matter will be decided in future 
meetings of the Executive Committee and 
General Body.

6.	 CA Vijay Shetty asked, 50% concession for 
all Bunt students, if they are not able to pay 
even 50%, what is the criteria in the General 
Body. Sri. Shivananda Shetty suggested to 
place before the EC and finalize the case 
by case. Few Bunts requests for 100% 
concession. Mr. Umesh Shetty, explained 
about the pathetic condition of few Bunt 
parents. 

7.	 Treasurer briefed about 2022-23 fee 
concession, and sought approval. General 
Body approved.

B.	 To consider resolutions moved by the 
members of the Sangha with prior notice as 
specified:

1.	 Resolution 2 concerns byelaws specifying 
rules and regulations for office bearers, 
proposing that members be barred from 
contesting future elections in the event 
of dereliction of duties. The President 
responded that the matter will be referred to 
the legal team for framing appropriate rules.

2.	 Resolution 3 proposes that income generated 
through Bunts’ Sangha RNS Vidyanikethan 
should be spent exclusively for educational 
purposes. The Treasurer replied affirmatively, 
stating that this practice is already in place.

3.	 Resolution 4 suggests that funds collected by 
different sub-committees for sponsorship/
donation activities should be deposited in 
the Sangha account before being used for 
activities. The Treasurer confirmed that 

donations will indeed be deposited into 
the Sangha, and expenditures will be made 
accordingly, clarifying that sponsorship is 
allowed.

4.	 Resolution 5 proposes implementing a 
single tariff covering all charges, including 
electricity. The Treasurer responded that this 
has already been implemented since January 
5, 2024.

5.	 Resolution 6 suggests that membership 
cards issued must be collected from the 
Sangha office by concerned members only. 
The Treasurer clarified that this does not 
apply to family members.

6.	 Resolution 7, proposed by Sri H Shankar 
Shetty (CL001528) emphasizes the 
responsibility of elected representatives of 
the Sangha’s governing council to ensure 
the financial interests of the Sangha, holding 
them accountable for any mismanagement, 
misadministration, or misuse.

7.	 Resolution 8 proposes conducting a detailed 
membership audit in accordance with the 
rule of law. The President responded that a 
committee will be formed, and the Executive 
Committee will decide on the matter.

8.	 Smt. Daya, a member, raised a query 
regarding recent sports events. The President 
directed the grievance to be resolved through 
Mr. Kiran, the sports committee chairperson, 
and assured that it will be thoroughly 
investigated.

Agenda 14- Any other Matter with permission 
of the Chair.
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•	 In the “Any Other Matter” section, the 
Treasurer highlighted that only internal 
audits are conducted for the temple every 
month, with no statutory audit or balance 
sheet. He mentioned the possibility of 
increased income in the future and stated 
that the current status would be maintained, 
considering the Sec 80G benefit of the 
Sangha.

•	 Dr. B Taranath Hegde sought clarification 
about the maintenance of a fixed register 
for the temple. Additionally, he expressed 
gratitude to sub-committee members and 
others for their work, while also suggesting 
improvements in Sevadal services.

•	 Sri Sushan S Shetty (LM012331) a 
member, expressed dissatisfaction for not 
being allowed to participate in a cultural 
competition due to politics. The President 
responded that a show cause notice was 

issued, mentioning the member’s rule-
breaking and mistakes in the sports and 
cultural committee. The President warned 
that if such behavior is repeated, the 
membership would be canceled.

•	 Sri Shivanand Shetty appreciated the 
President for conducting the general body 
meeting peacefully.

•	 Lastly, in the “Vote of Thanks” section, Smt. 
Shyamala Shetty extended gratitude to the 
President, Sri M Muralidhar Hegde, all office 
bearers, Executive Committee members, 
Past Presidents, Past Hon. Secretaries, and 
all the members for their participation in the 
AGM.
