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Minutes and Gist of Proceedings of the Special General Body Meeting held on Saturday 28"
June 2025 at 2.30pm at the Radhabai Thimmappa Bhandary Auditorium, 324, Bunts Sangha
Complex, Chord Road, Vijayanagar, Bangalore - 560040.

The meeting started at 2:30 PM but was adjourned for half an hour due to no quorum. It resumed at
3:00 PM, and proceedings continued thereafter.

1 Invocation:-

The proceedings commenced with a prayer.

2 Welcome address by the President:-

President welcomed office bearers past office bearers & EC members and Members of the

Sangha to the meeting. He informed all members to sign the attendance register available

at the entrance and reminded everyone that discussion to be limited to the agenda.

3 To approve the Search Committee consisting of five members committee, to propose

the name for the post of the Governing Council Chairman Bunts Sangha RNS

Vidyaniketan —I and II. (Proposed name as per note no. 3 attached to this notice)

The President has proposed that, regarding the selection and approval of the School
Governing Council Chairman for the 2025-28 term, the Executive Committee has
proposed the following members in their Executive Committee meeting held on June 3,
2025.

1. Sri. Ajith Kumar Hegde, Shanadi
Additional Commissioner, BBMP

2. Dr. B Vasanth Shetty
Deputy Registrar, Rajeev Gandhi University of Health Science.

3. Sri. B.N Shetty
Former Director, Directorate of Economics and Statistics, Govt. of Karnataka.

4. Sri. Vijay Kumar Shetty, IFS
Rtd, Chief Conservatory of Forests.

5. Dr. Vidya Shankar Shetty
Pro Vice Chancellor, Presidency University.

Sri Tharanatha Hegde B (Membership No. CL000795) enquired about the Chairperson
and operational framework of the Search Committee. He specifically asked who among
the five members would lead the Committee and whether any guidelines have been fixed.
And also he suggested that three members should be enough for the Governing Council
from the committee, while the remaining members can be added from past Presidents,
Treasurers, and Secretaries, as they have all contributed significantly to the Sangha and
the school.

Sri Lakshminarayana Shetty U (Membership No. CL003350) said that before forming
a new Search Committee, it should be ensured that the previous Search Committee was
communicated in a professional manner. He asked whether any formal communication
or any letter was sent to them regarding this.

Sri Karunakara Shetty B (Membership No. CL004257) said that, he wrote a letter to the
Sangha on 05.03.2025 about how the Search Committee members should be selected and
suggesting that the Bunts Sangha President should be included as one of the members,
along with one lady candidate.

Sri. Harish Kumar Shetty (Membership No. CL000217) opined that, the search
committee was formed without any proper guidelines. Out of five members, three
are from government services and only two are from the education sector. It was also
suggested to include Past Presidents, Secretaries, office bearers, and others who have
contributed to the Sangha. Also opined that a few academicians should be added to the
current Governing Council. The goal should be to ensure that the new search committee,
under the leadership of a Chairman appointed by us, delivers an acceptable and effective
result. We must avoid one more failure. Unfortunately, it is disappointing that the Bunts
Sangha, which is elected to manage Sangha activities, is now overly focused on running
the school. School administration needs dedicated focus and strong commitment. It is
also saddening to see that our new campus is in a poor state, which reflects badly on our
educational institutions.

Sri Raviraj S. Shetty (Membership No. CL003800) endorsed the statement made by
Sri Harish Kumar Shetty; it is important to check the Search Committee members’
involvement in the Sangha and suggested that it would be better to amend the Bye-Laws
before taking decision on the Search Committee. And As per the Bye-law, presently the
President of the Sangha has signature power and he is responsible for handling day-to-
day affairs. Also It is suggested to form an Adhoc Committee for better oversight and
management of the school administration.

Sri Shivananda Shetty T (Membership No. CL003778) endorsed the statements made by
Sri Tharanatha Hegde B, Sri. Harish Kumar Shetty and Sri Karunakara Shetty B and He
asked whether the formation of a Search Committee is necessary and if necessary any
guidelines have been fixed for it.

He expressed the view that a Governing Council may not be necessary, and instead, the
quality of administration should be the priority. He also raised concerns about pending
school fees, poor academic performance in the new school, and outstanding transportation
fees. He concluded by stating that a Bye-law amendment is needed in this regard.

Sri. Umesh Rai B (Membership No. LM003793) suggested that members of the Governing
Council should have a better understanding of the history of Bunts Sangha, at least from
the past 20 to 30 years. And also specific criteria should be established for this.

Sri. Chandrahasa Rai (Membership No. CL001760) suggested Bye-Law amendment is
necessary.

Dr. Deepak Shetty (Membership No. CL005615) mentioned that, as per the Bye-law,
the Executive Committee can appoint one nominated member from among eminent
educationists or administrators in relevant professions.

Sri Sudhakar Shetty B (Membership No. CL002348) opined that the Adhoc Committee
should consist of well-experienced educationists, and suggested that three additional
members to be added to the Governing Council to ensure its effective functioning until
the Bye-Law amendment is implemented.
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Sri Amarnath Shetty (Membership No. CL005279) suggested forming a separate Adhoc
Committee for RNS-II and giving them more authority to do their work because of
the ongoing project and lack of infrastructure. And as per the Bye-Law, the Executive
Committee has the power to appoint one member to the Governing Council; hence, one
member can be appointed accordingly.

President clarified that, the Bye-Laws do not specify how the Chairman of the Search
Committee should be appointed. Therefore, the senior-most member among the five will
act as the Chairman. He specified that the Management Board should not interfere in
the functioning of the Search Committee. Discussions were also held with the previous
Search Committee, requesting them to continue in their role. However, they refused,
stating that their previous proposal was not properly acted upon or resolved in the SGM
and regarding the present search committee members, we initially invited academicians,
vice chancellors, and educationists to join, but they refused. After a thorough search, we
have proposed five members for the committee, as presented in today’s meeting.

President clarified that the Search Committee members were clearly informed that their
names would be proposed during the Executive Committee meeting and subsequently
presented at the upcoming SGM. After the SGM, status would be formally communicated
to them.

Regarding Bye-law amendment a committee was formed in February 2025 to work on
the Bye-law amendment. We have communicated with the Bye-law committee members
and, in the March 2025 edition of Snehachinthane, published a notice inviting members
to submit any requisitions or proposals for the Bye-law amendment. In the meantime, we
also collected and reviewed the Bye-laws of other Sangha’s to gather relevant information
and references for the amendment process.

It is hereby resolved that the approval of the Search Committee agenda will be put on
hold temporarily.

Further, it is resolved to expedite the process of amending the Bye-laws and to present
the proposed amendments for approval at the next Special General Body Meeting.

It was further resolved to form an Ad-hoc Governing Council Committee to manage the
affairs of RNS Vidyaniketan I & II, pending the formal appointment of a new Chairperson.

It was proposed by Sri. Tharanatha Hegde B (Membership No. CL000795) and seconded
by Sri Sudhakar Shetty B (Membership No. CL002348)

In view of the existing vacancy for the position of the Governing Council Chairman,
approval to the President of the Sangha to continue as of Governing Council
Chairman till filling up the said vacancy:-

It was resolved in accordance with the above agenda no. 3, President of the Sangha will
continue in the position of the Governing Council Chairman until the vacancy for the
position is filled.

It was proposed by Sri. Prithviraj Rai KB (Membership No.CL000497) and seconded by
Sri. Chandrashekar Ballal K Membership No. CL000993)
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5 Discussion and Approval of Master plan, Project cost and Budget for Re-development
of Radhabai Thimmappa Bhandary complex. (Bunts Sangha RNS Vidyaniketan I
and Convention Center)

Architect Sri Anoop Nayak explained the project plans for Phase I and Phase II and
presented them to the members. After the presentation, the members appreciated and
thanked Sri Anoop Nayak and shared their opinions and suggestions.

Sri B. Sudhakar Shetty (Membership No. CL002348) briefed about the case between
BHEL and Bunts Sangha. He suggested discussing the matter with our legal advisor,
Advocate Anil Shetty (son of Shekar Shetty), and taking a proper legal opinion.

Sri. Shivanand Shetty (Membership No. CL003778) endorsed Sri. B. Sudhakar Shetty’s
statement and said that, we have encroached on BHEL land, but since it is only around
2 cents, we can either compromise with them or leave the 2 cents and go ahead with our
project.

Sri Chandrahasa Rai (Membership No. CL001760) mentioned that an earlier survey
showed 2.26 acres of land. A later survey also confirmed the same area of 2.26 acres. He
suggested that it would be better to go for an out-of-court settlement.

Sri. Jayaram Sooda K (Membership No. CL00269), Sri. Harish Kumar Shetty Sri.
Prithviraj Rai KB (Membership No.CL000497) Sri. Karunakar Hegde (Membership No.
CL002342), and Sri. Lakshminarayan Shetty (Membership No. CL003350) suggested
that, the primary focus should be on supporting Bunt community.

Sri. KC Ballal (Membership No. CL00993) suggested that the auditorium and school
should be constructed separately, as the noise and activities in the auditorium could
disturb the students. He also suggested the importance of giving due recognition to
Radhabai Thimmappa Bhandary.

Sri Rajarama Shetty Uppala (CL008098) and Sri Karunakara Shetty B (CL004257)
thanked Sri B. Sudhakar Shetty for sharing details about the Bunts Sangha vs. BHEL
case. They suggested finding a compromise way and moving forward with the project.
They also said that donations can be collected and fund flow should be planned properly.

Sri. Amarnath Shetty (Membership No. CL005279) He commended the project, but
stressed the importance of showing detailed expenditure along with a clear plan on how
the revenue will be generated and utilized.

Sri Raviraj S. Shetty (Membership No. CL003800) appreciated the master plan and
suggested proceeding with the presented project, rather than searching for land in
different places.

The majority of the members suggested that, since the RNS-I school building lacks
structural strength for a long time, it is very important to start a dedicated project and this
is essential in the current scenario.

The President replied that, the RNS-I building has been used beyond its capacity and
lacks basic amenities. He also stated that it is not possible to add any more floors to the
existing building. The new building is designed to accommodate around 3,500 students,
whereas the current building is being used by approximately 4,500 students.
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Additionally, Multipurpose building also can be constructed. There are separate gates
for the auditorium, Sangha office, and the school. The school has a dedicated entry for
students and school vehicles. It is difficult to make changes to the school building, as it
is currently in poor condition.

Atpresent, RNS-II school has around 800 students. In future the campus can accommodate
up to 3,000 students. Additional floors can also be constructed and educational facilities
and programs can be expanded.

It was explained that, regarding the Bunts Sangha vs. BHEL case, discussions were held
with Advocate Sri Anil Shetty. He informed us that the case is in its final stage and a
compromise is also possible. Therefore, the legal issues may be resolved soon. In the
meantime, we can proceed with the building construction, as the pending case is not
expected to cause any problems.

It was also highlighted that completing paperwork for land conversion, fire safety,
airport and metro permissions, NOCs, and pollution clearance are required before the
sanction plan Therefore, this year, the focus should be on completing all legal, statutory
compliances and obtain the sanction plan.

We had checked nearby places to temporarily shift the school, but the cost was too high,
and the available space was not enough to accommodate 4,500 students. Therefore, it
would be difficult to move the school to another location temporarily.

It was resolved to approve the master plan and to initiate the necessary steps for the
implementation of Phase I and Phase II, including the project cost and budget for the
redevelopment of the Radhabai Thimmappa Bhandary Complex.

It was proposed by Sri. Shivanand Shetty (Membership No. CL003778) and seconded
by Sri. Rajarama Shetty Uppala (Membership No. CL008098)
